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Prelusion                                     
  I would like to clarify two points before one reads this Project :

          1ـ It might appear to some readers that we are egotist when we lay down some of our previous visions, which show that we were the first to call for democracy, freedom, equilibrium, human rights (including women rights), judicatory independence, information and civil service independence, local governance system with full authorities, parliamentary system and the vital need for comprehensive reforms. In fact it is not any kind of egotism rather it is only to introduce ourselves to others and to make clear that we are for long deeply believe in these principals and mechanisms.                                                                                                                                 We were never enabled to public media to express our views and visions widely to the public while public media, in our country and else where, in some periods, all through the decades had been used against us. 

2 ـIn some paragraphs one may think we are critic. In fact we put analysis for the whole situation including the destructions, the deficiencies, disorders, defects and weakness in every part of all structures and propose the needed corrections, treatments and reforms. We do not exclude our own party in this analysis. 
   Introduction    
Since its inception 55 years ago, Rabitat Abna’a al-Yamen (RAY) has advocated democracy and the peaceful rotation of power, making it the first political party in Yemen to do so. It was also the first to call for comprehensive reforms since the declaration of Yemen unification in 1990. We have appealed for the autonomy of the media and the civil service. We were instrumental in laying the groundwork for the National Conference of 1992 and we participated actively in the national dialogue that ensued from this conference. We were one of the architects of the agreement of Pledge and accord and were present to sign it in the ceremony hosted in Amman by the late King Hussein in 1993.  We drafted a bill for autonomous local government, which we presented in a forum held in Sanaa in 1997 that was attended by most of the major political parties. We were a the first to advocate  Proportional Representation - PR electoral system ,a stance we substantiated with a comparative study of the world’s electoral systems, which we presented in a forum held in Sanaa in 2001 that was attended by all major political parties. In 1999 we presented a proposal for constitutional reform. We have also advocated visions for judicial, economic and educational reform and for the participation of women in public life. We have authored papers on emerging democracies that were presented in the Sanaa Conference on Emerging Democracies, an analysis of the roots of the crisis of development and ways of remedying this crisis, and a study on the cooperation among Yemeni opposition forces since the 1990s. 

The foregoing record of RAY’s efforts testifies to its longstanding dedication to the advocacy of comprehensive reform. We further believe that the implementation of comprehensive reform must observe the following principles and practices:

1. There have been numerous ploys to hamper comprehensive reform and to unjustly taint its advocates, one of the most frequent of which is to attribute them to foreign influences and agencies. Efforts must be made to clearly demonstrate that our reform objectives are grounded in and conform with the specific properties of our culture, our value systems and our most cherished beliefs, thereby exposing those ploys for what they are: logical fallacies that fly in the face of the facts of history and that obstruct the development and progress of our societies. 

2. We must systematically analyze the flaws in our various political, economic, judicial, social, educational, cultural and other systems, identify the causes of these flaws and the factors that perpetuate them, and propose practical remedies on the basis of our findings.

3. We must compile in presentable and comprehensible forms our authentic visions for comprehensive reform in all areas, including the nature of the state, the system of government, the electoral system, the empowerment of women, the autonomy of the judiciary, the media and the civil service, and guarantees for the protection of human and civil rights, and we must propose the practical mechanisms for realizing these visions.

4. Efforts must be made to identify and analyze the nature of extremism with the purpose of substantiating the need to distinguish between extremism and Islam and thereby neutralizing religion as a weapon in the hands of those who exploit religion in ways that are contrary to Islam in order to achieve their own destructive objectives and cause incalculable harm to all other Muslims who either condemn extremist actions or who, in their lack of awareness of the true spirit and tenets of Islam, are drawn into the extremist camp. It is important to realize that any appeal launched, however erroneously, in the name of religion will attract a zealous following under exceptional or disturbing circumstances that give rise to a general sense injustice and frustration. To counter this phenomenon concerted efforts must be made to raise public awareness of the difference between appeals that assume a religious guise and the actual teachings of religion and, simultaneously, to address the root causes of discontent. No amount of security measures, media campaigns or other measures will be of avail unless they are grounded in a proper and profound understanding of religion. Indeed, attempts to confront those spurious appeals with propaganda or other measures that appear anti-religious would be highly counterproductive. Not only would they drive more people to side with the extremists they would also undermine effective opposition to the extremist appeal, for opponents would then be regarded as abetting an assault on the faith rather than as defending it from the abuse and exploitation by those who distort its teachings to advance their own aims.  This to us is an extremely crucial point to which few have given sufficiently thorough consideration and study. 

5. In the spirit of fairness and objectivity we must acknowledge that, following the 11 September attacks on New York and Washington, President Bush indicated on several occasions that it was important not to confuse Islam as one of the world’s great religions with those persons who perpetrate terrorist acts in the name of Islam. Spanish officials emphasized the same point following the bombing of the train station in Madrid, as did Prime Minister Tony Blair, the mayor of London and British security officials with the utmost clarity and conviction following the coordinated bombings of London’s mass transport system on 7 July. We also fully agree with the famous American writer ,Thomas Friedman, in his recent Book -The World is Flat- that the task of drawing and clarifying the distinction between Islam and those acts of terrorism that are wrongfully perpetrated in the name of Islam is one that falls first and foremost upon the Muslim people. We would add that fairness demands that western politicians, intellectuals and media should do their part in driving home this distinction to public opinion in the west so as to spare Muslims any adversity arising from misunderstanding. There are hopeful indications that such efforts are in progress.

6. We firmly believe that the correct, the most universally beneficial, the least cost and the most effective way to promote global integration, mutual benefit and peace and security is through a “historical reconciliation between the Muslim people and contemporary civilization.” Such reconciliation can only be achieved through the rejection of all forms of extremism and the spread of the spirit of moderation and mutual respect. Towards this end there must be a sincere, conscientious and intensive drive to clarify the distinction between Islam and terrorism. It should be made absolutely explicit that the former is a system of religious beliefs that place the highest value on the sanctity of life and human rights and dignity, and extremism and terrorism, and that all that choose the path of extremism and terrorism place themselves outside the pale of Islam. If such a drive is to succeed, it must bring on board the contributions of all sectors of society at all levels and across the political spectrum within the framework of a carefully conceived plan for countering all forms of extremist ideological perversion and incitement and the sources and root causes that feed and perpetuate extremism.

7. Some might argue that reconciliation and integration are processes that take place between equals or at least parties that enjoy a certain degree of parity, on the basis of which premise they ask whether such conditions exist between the Islamic world and contemporary civilization. After all, they maintain, the latter holds a virtual monopoly on the science and technology of the age, on the economic and military power of the age, and on the contemporary media through which it appears bent on asserting its cultural dominance over all other cultures, whereas the Muslim peoples, in stark contrast, are torn and divided and simultaneously dependent upon the products of contemporary civilization. The argument is not without a good degree of validity. However, it ignores a number of vital considerations, foremost among which are the strategic location of Arab and Islamic nations, the vast mineral wealth they possess and the enormous market potential they offer, the geographical dispersion of Muslim peoples around the world and the depth of their faith, which, if properly oriented in accordance with the exhortations of Islam to moderation and tolerance, brotherly love and peaceful coexistence and the advancement of the common good, can become a powerful force towards the realization of human peace and understanding. All the foregoing are factors that, if taken into account, fulfill the requirement of parity and compel towards the historic reconciliation of which we speak. Moreover, experts in the history of the world’s civilizations and religions, in sociology and cultural anthropology, and in philosophy and the legacy of human ideas could cite many more of such factors. We believe that there is a unique opportunity at hand that merits our fullest and most conscientious attention and that requires as dispassionate a study as possible in the midst of the perpetual din of the explosive events that surround us. We believe that the earnest and objective contemplation of the alternative we propose is the first step towards the advent of a new era of universal peace and security, global integration and friendship, cooperation in the advancement of mutual interests and even rivalry in the advancement of individual interests, but rivalry that is rational, fair and humane. 

8. Our national project for comprehensive reforms, the foundation of which is comprehensive political reform, aims to remedy the structural flaws that affect every aspect of life. It thus seeks to advance the cause of democratization, to institutionalize safeguards for human rights and civil liberties, to promote the empowerment of women, and to realize security and stability and development. But, above all, it aspires to equip our country to participate actively and constructively in the historic reconciliation and integration of civilizations and to eradicate the sources of terrorism and extremism that cloak themselves in a religious mantle and that have obscured that long and continued legacy of our country (Hadhramoot school) of disseminating the values of moderation, tolerance, amity and constructive coexistence between diverse cultures and religions.

 Achieve comprehensive constitutional, legal, political, economical, judicial, social, educational, and cultural reforms on all aspects of life and the joints of authority that will lead to:-

The creation of a basis for a sustained unity under a coherent governing system, that will accomplish the equilibrium, local system of government with full authority, just and independent judiciary system, security, stability and development, comprehensive national reconciliation which will cure the wounds of all the previous socio-political struggles, eliminate the cycle of bloody conflicts, protect the country from fragmentation to enable it perform its important and pioneering role –locally, regionally, and internationally; thus achieving the security, stability and development and contribute to the maintenance of security and stability in the area as a whole, and ensures the highest national interests and exchange interests with others.

Summary of the concepts

Of courses of direction

1:
A Sustained Unity 

A unity that is not liable for disintegration or separation, gathering its compatriots, and areas around mutual and equivalent interests, in order that every compatriot realizes that his basic rights and legitimate interests can only be achieved through entrenching the factors of continuity of the unity
2:
Coherent Governing System:
An integrative governing system fulfilling the condition of equilibrium and coexistence that prevents any struggle within its frame through comprehensive reforms, constitutional, legal, political and economical etc, despite what ever differences in opinion may exist between its components on same matter.

3:
Equilibrium:
It is the equivalent relations that fulfills the political and socio-economical interests in the governing system of the center, and between the center and units of local governments that has been formed on the basis of decentralization, and also between such units, and between the values of social justice and market mechanism, also between the need for change and positive dealings with globalization and the preservation of identity immutability, and between rights and obligations with the utilization of political will to achieve balanced developments in order that the political, socio-economical activity and its results and relation can attain the comprehensive stability, economically, politically and socially.

4:       Local system of government with Full Authority:
A local government that is obliged to plan decide and manage all local affairs and organize the local economical activities on basis of decentralization, using elected local tools with an integrated vertical membership system linked to the center and with integrated horizontal relation between units of local government within the frame of the obligation derived from these two relations. 

5:
Just, Independent and Valid Judicial System:
Organize and manage a judicial Authority with its various structures, levels, procedures, and byelaws on the basis of independence that achieves justice, social and political security that strengthens the force of law. It is necessary to have an active mechanism to execute judicial decisions, and upgrade the standards of judiciary authorities professionally, materially and morally in order to curb corruption and to entrench the values of impartiality.

6:
Security and stability:
Comprehensive and full security of the nation and natives; to insure their endeavors wherever they settle or travel in a way that accomplishes the movement of fruitful and prosperous life and the stability of situations and relations in general; also to boost the means and conditions of safety  and stability towards strengthening the domination of law and order. Full security shall mean herein the insurance of sacredness of the five logical predicates. Comprehensive security includes the nation in full and compatriots wherever they are.

7:
Development:
Accomplish basic conditions, and necessary means that will initiate and continue with the comprehensive developments on all levels (educational, economical, social, and political…etc); insuring that its positive systematic results will fulfill the development needs for a prosperous and respectful life for compatriots, thus establishing the capability to convey with the requirements of our age. That also includes the professional upgrading of the limited income persons to enable them increase their productively in value and kind thus leading to the increment of their income, improve their social standards and their positive contribution to the development.

8:
Comprehensive National Reconciliation:

The comprehensive national reconciliation shall be governed by an active standard system that is able to eliminate the effects, wounds, and rifts of economic and socio-political conflicts. It should also have tools and means that avoid the repetition of such struggles and strengthens stable and just peace, economically and socio-politically. It shall have no maturity for the authority in order that the function of the authorities is not transferred into incentives for compromise, remuneration and bonuses for the consequences of such conflicts. For the function of the authority is subject to standards linked to qualifications that determine the performance of such functions in the required skills.

9:
Attendance of National Interests and Exchange of Interests with Others:

To evaluate, develop the constitution, laws, regulations and bye-laws together with the means that ensure the achievement of comprehensive reforms; also to attend to the national interests and exchange of interest with others positively.

Part One

Chapter one: Background, Principles, and proceedings from the points of comprehensive reforms (reforms philosophy):- immutability, peculiarities, characteristics…etc.

Preamble:

First:

Just as a reminder… Since its inception, more than half a century ago, Rabitat Abna’ alYamen Party “RAY” was a pioneer in selecting and placing:

1. Democracy and political pluralism as a mechanism to organize the relation between ruler and compatriots, and to handle the ruling system; and freedom as a base for a diverse democratic system.

2. Independence of judiciary system, and validity of its verdicts as a base for justice and protection of democracy and attendance of liberties.

3. Decentralization as a system that assimilates diversity, activates its positivism, and achieves the balance in interests and widens political contribution, thus eliminating the factors of subjection and prejudice and all forms of discriminations which in turn cements and strengthen reconciliation.

4. Withholding Islam as an ideology and a system of life based on the Islamic system that our country has always been famous for its moderation and magnanimity; its rejection to violence and injustice; and its preservation: life, wealth, progeny, and brain; and its assimilation for modernization with its scientific and knowledge developments thereto in general.

Rabitat Abna’a al-Yamen Party “RAY” has been able to achieve the positive integration in its vision between purity and modernization, the values of our religion, and interaction with modernization without contradiction or disagreement. Since Islam calls humanity whenever its stands with a “word of love” and paves the way for human innovation on all aspects of life. It also emphasizes and calls for the achievement of human ambition in development on all aspects of life, and navigates on the laws of nature and universe in order to make full utilization of its benefits.

“RAY” Party, since its inception, has achieved this logical formula between Islam and race. At the time when nationalists and leftist movements where secluding themselves from religion by relying on the illusion of contradiction between calls of modernization and development to that of religion. Also many Islamic movements were secluding themselves from nationalist and leftist calls by relaying on the same illusions.

In actual fact, there should not have been any contradictions and/or alienation but total actual and logical assimilation between them… Because fanaticism and extremism on any side constitutes the basic factor in their alienation and contradictions and caters for the formation of their culture, it was also the reason behind wasting three quarters of a century in a bloody ideological straggle without any realistic reasons save with fanaticism and misunderstanding. “RAY” Party’s realization was no to contradictions or alienation and yes to integration; therefore:

· Islam is an ideology and a system for humans regardless of nationalistic affiliation.

· Nationalism is a unit of affiliation by blood, history, geography and interests more interlacing and convergence. It could annex land of any race or religious affiliation either as respected minorities with full rights of belief and practices and way of life or as a majority when Islamic minority therein should respect their laws and regulations and such majority should respect the belief of Muslims and their way of life.

This was, still, and shall remain the basic course of “RAY” since its inception.

Second:

Since independence of the Southern sector in 1967, and since unity -1990- “RAY” Party has introduced visions, proceedings, and inclination as follows:

1) National unity.




2) Democracy.

3) Comprehensive National Reconciliation. 

4) Comprehensive Reform.

Concentration was placed in 1990 on the comprehensive and rooted reforms together with the comprehensive national reconciliation within the frame of the society as a whole, with all its components that include both the government and opposition. “RAY” introduced vision and projects on political reform to the system of government, process of democratization, system for election, and broader local government system with full authority, and comprehensive national reconciliation. “RAY” also introduced vision on judicial and economical reforms and the rehabilitation of religious and curriculum education, including the screening of it from the extremist course which was not accustom in Yemen throughout its history; also the administrative and social reforms including the handling of the consequence of nationalization and confiscation of properties “the owner and beneficiary both are two eyes in one face”. The above mentioned visions and projects were published and contained in the Party’s literature.

The Party’s program introduced in 1993 contains many of the items cited above.

We have stated clearly that our country with its geographical, historical, and cultural heritage and politics, coupled with its human and natural resources is awaiting an important and pivoted role in the Arab area, the horn of Africa and the world as a whole. To be able to take its role and achieve maximum reward for its people it has to qualify itself for this role by making total and comprehensive reforms.

All the cited above are shown in the Party’s literature, nay after the publication of the (courses of direction) for the comprehensive reform we made these courses of direction as fixed “Heading” on the last page of the Party’s journal “RAY” for the past six years.

Since the “community’s chansonnier doesn’t chant”… many have shown a negative stand towards these courses of direction and visions. And, when the September 2001 “quake” accord, and the world around us started to talk about comprehensive reforms... There started some shy voices to repeat our theme. Then came calls, or American impulses, then G8 stirred the stagnant water, and then many voices were raised adopting the comprehensive reform not in our country alone but throughout the Arab world and the world as a  whole.

Principles and Proceedings of the courses of direction for positive Reform: 

One: Position from International initiatives:

     The Position from the international initiatives for reform is shown differences. People in our country and other countries have been divided into three factions:

1- The first: Rejects reform on the pretext that it comes from abroad and will be imposed, therefore, what ever comes from abroad “aims at elimination of our values, beliefs, immutabilities, and peculiarities, then it is an evil and is rejected for it serves the interests of others”. “Reform should flow out from the needs and peculiarities of each society”. Some regimes and intellectuals, or others who are loyal to such regimes or aiming to benefit from these regimes, and those intellectuals who announce their rejection just for the sake of it have adopted this. Also in that category those who have lived decades on fiery slogans that tickles the sentiments of simple compatriots without any alternatives or programs. Therefore, all those opposed to any thing that comes from abroad should forward their visions for reform that is flowing from the needs and peculiarities of our societies, or should adopt such visions that have outburst from our countries long before the foreign proposals were introduced and commence on its execution!!

2- The second: went on yelling happily, cheerfully, and radically calling for adoption of all that comes from abroad with all its weaknesses, nay went further with its radicalism to the degree of discarding, dispraise, and mutilate all our potentials, belief, values and history as if we are a nation off a satanic seed. This faction was given the channels of expression and promotion. This faction in actual fact includes cultural and intellectual elites that we have no doubts on their good intentions and substantiation of most of them. We also understand the factors that led some of those to such radicalism; of which is the following:

a) Their sufferings as intellectuals, and what they are experiencing with their societies from subjection, frustration and domination of the regimes on all keys of the political, economical, cultural, scientific, information, and social process….etc. This is also coupled with the lack of any realistic reform, and development programs with these regimes. They also do not allow for any internal natural developments on reforms, and do not listen to any such calls internally and never allow for peaceful activation of public or even intellect movements in support of local reforms projects which will close the door on any other options except seeking assistance of foreign organizations which its efforts have been monopolized by the governing regimes, which allows that for itself to boost its authority and tyranny then denying the civil society of what it accepts for itself even if it is within the limits of neutralizing these foreign organizations and powers in order that the regimes do not seek its assistance against its people, and the civil society organizations. It is known that there are regimes that have collapsed with the absence of foreign umbrella, and some regimes - originally could not have continued without such umbrella. Therefore such regimes are always ready to give concession of any type against such umbrella, which at the same time strongly refusing to make any reforms advancing the country and people once it feels that this will diminish its power and interests.

b) Some of these intellects possess broad intelligence, but based on the guidance, motivations, thoughts, and standards of others when reading their cultural and ideological heritage. Either through leftist thoughts of which its reading is based on alienation with religion and avoiding reading it with objectivism or through thoughts based on reactions to the church’s resistance to science in the Middle Ages. That sector of intellectuals launched the enlightenment dissertation in Europe for its societies which has nothing in their belief, thoughts, history or practices that contradicts, conflicting, or disputing science and its development, and thoughts with its enlightenments. Thus instigating disputes and contradiction that never actually existed in our civilization, heritage and history. When Europe was living in the darkness of Middle Ages and under the church’s domination on all aspects of life, and oppression of science and scientists, at that time our country was living in a period scientific prosperity and tribute to scientists in all fields of science, with total harmony between religion and science in all its branches, natural and intellective. We had no contradiction or contrast… And had incitation and encouragement for development of all natural and human science, with translation movement, and non-hesitant benefit from all positive human heritages that preceded our civilization. We also facilitated for our civilization to be carried forward through Andalusia and Sicily. During the first half of the 12th century where a bishop established a translation centre for the Islamic civilization’s achievements on applied and human science to Latin Language. 

c) Such intellectual reaching a state of frustration and desperation in the possibility that the regimes will ever allow for actual reforms. It could also reach point of failure to pressurize or impose reforms with local tools and   self-motivation. This is because most of these intellectuals decline to join organized political function, in favor of individual activity or through non-political civil society organizations, in order to harden its build and to aid it with capabilities and contribute to the repair of deficiencies it has been experiencing. This could be the result of their observance and perception of the regime’s fribbling by spawning and transcription of parties that abuses political pluralism in form and substance therefore it is an actual and important factor that we all should work toward its treatment.

3- The third: is the opinion that “Wisdom is the desire of believers” and the extreme rejection or acceptance to what is coming from abroad with its deficiencies, is a matter that is not accepted mentally, logically or interest wise; and that the human thoughts are common for all human, and we should take its proceedings that accomplish our needs and interest… As the comprehensive reforms are a local need and a necessity for all our countries, regimes and societies… Because the calls and tendencies for comprehensive reform where initiated by part of our societies prior to those abroad… And the reason for delays of its application in effect was local and foreign factors:-

Internally: In addition to the regime’s suppression of any serious activation of reforms, due to the weakness of local tools that can make activation of such calls, we should take the burden of its development and pave the circumstance for such accomplishment.

The presumption that whatever comes from others is evil is a presumption that carries in it autocracy, risk, and isolation that cannot be accepted, either legitimately, or reportedly or mentally… The prosperity of Islamic civilization since the forepart of Islam was based on its interaction with human thought and minds in all aspects of life derived from foregoing civilization. Nay the positive and refined values prevailed in the Arab peninsula during pre-Islamic times was accepted, rectified and sanctioned by Islam.

Externally: Co-operation of regimes rejecting serious reforms in weakening any positive movement towards reforms, and exchange the restriction deals, and information on these seeking asylum to any of them as a result of being exposed to repression.

The most important factor for the absence of Comprehensive reforms and the endurance of this backwardness is represented in the dependence of these regimes on big powers against its compatriots and opposition leadership and the granting by these powers the protection umbrella to these regimes against any price it defines especially during the phase of cold war and the multi-polarity.

Also, the setting aside of the existence of interests for others when introducing such initiative is naïve not less than that of refusing the principle of exchange of interests with others and the imperativeness of its case and development; neither the tendency for seclusion or initiation of enmity is acceptable or dissolution in others is acceptable or required. The positive dealing, interaction, understanding and acceptance of whatever fulfill the human scientific development and mutual interests so there will be no clashes, no alienation with our values and beliefs. 

We all are partners in this world, and responsible for its development and have to pursue what achieves such integrated partnership by give and take... Nay that is a religious duty and a legitimate assignment (And made you into nations and tribes, that ye may know each other, verily the most honored of you in the sight of God is the most righteous of you).   Therefore, the diversity is made for acquaintance, exchange of knowledge and not for “combat”. We are also partner in succession in this earth (I will create A vicegerent on earth); accordingly, it is a human assignment in this existence, i.e. the succession to build and repair on matters in this existence, and not to “dispute” for the destruction and depravation this existence. There is no duty at all that calls on us to compel any human to believe in our belief. Our duty is to call with wisdom and kind preachment. “Kind” here is general and comprehensive by verse, deed and conduct; furthermore it is a movement, inactively, differences, and agreement.

Our message to the world is to deliver the benefaction and adopt the same, discard evil and eliminate it. Also to plant the bonds of harmony, eradication of factors of backwardness, to call for amiability not violence, preserve purity and avoid pollution, promote righteousness, and reform against corruption, destruction, and subversion and mercifulness and severity. That is the root of our message towards the whole world and the universe with all its creatures, component and environments... Human, animal, plantation, water, air, space and whatever differences or hatred that descends unexpectedly. Enmity should be the exception and not the foundation. For us, its motivation should not exceed the refuting of injustice or aggression, or refute evil in order to draw benefaction and eliminate the obstacles that hinder the rewarding of benefaction and it‘s spreading for all. The adaptation by others of theories of the inevitability of “the clash of civilizations” is in our opinion an amputated reading of the history of civilizations, and based on some phases of the struggle of “interest” not the civilized. The civilization with deep-rooted values does not depend on the struggle as a course, and consider it as accidental misfortunate. The struggle in itself is none civilized, and the civilized interaction and the mutual benefits of both is the base. The integration of civilization is the aim, and any “struggle” imposed on us should have our proceedings and logical proposition to work it directed towards our aim at achieving the law of “defense” to repulse its evil, avoid impairment, and eradication yet without cancellation, changing or distancing from our main objective which is: achievement of integration and positive interaction dealing with others.

From these proceedings, we believe that we should read any initiative or vision that comes from any party. Also from the same proceedings we feel that we should interact and deal with it, giving and taking, rendering and deriving, checking and analyzing, to select what to our reformity  not impairty, benefiting and not damaging us, all of us out rightly, we and the others; and also without selection to what will suite and achieve the interests of those influential, boosting it, and multiplying it on the account of all under the pretext of particularities or preservation of values which have never been wasted as much as it has been on the hands of these regimes, and some of those taking as a pretext to avoid reforms or trying to hinder it.

Second: immutabilities

Many have reiterated in the course of objection to reforms initiatives the case of “immutabilities”. Which is an important case; but to make out of it a barrier repulsing the comprehensive reforms we shall transform the meanings of “immutabilities” to meanings and forms for cases and values that motivate life and development into contrary meanings and factors and values curbs life and development. We are of the opinion that we have to determine what we mean by “immutabilities”.

· The general and flowing definition for immutabilities that some people use as pretext is: “ideologies, values, tradition, conception, basis and system… And may be these definitions used by prevailing societies or regimes”.

· Included in the above are religion, political system, and conception implanted by the regimes… Nay some times even the tools applied in such regimes.

The fact is that this definition may be construed in some of its aspects an obstacle and a restrain to any development in any direction. It is a whip with a hard intellective cover, used by some regimes to lash, bury alive any thoughts for change, reforms and to protect interests that have been rooted, cemented and is required for the impossible endurance.

· The logical definition for immutabilities “absolute” in our opinion is that “it is that which never change with act of developments or time and place, or actual public need” because its established on basis that dealt with immutabilities in the laws of life and universe and left for the human intellective space the full area to deal with the course of change in life and universe.

· The absolute immutabilities in our society “Yemen” and Islamic in general include:- 

1- Pillars: Islam, Fideism, and Benevolence.

2- Rulings have definitive indications and definitive evidence… Or whatever evidenced that has been accepted unanimously by authenticated scholars, in connection to immutabilities in life and universe.

With the exclusion of those rulings there is the dealings with variables, changes and developments in the time, place, human societies, scientific and knowledge inventions… which are liable for research, renovation, jurisprudence under the recognized scientific conditions and principles interacting and manifestation from different scientific and knowledge scholars and qualified legitimate scholars who assimilate their epoch.

3-  Full, Just and Responsible Freedom: That absorbs the bases of society building, where no way for its advancement and development without it. It is a fixed universal human value which is controlled and it controls the movement of life and its communication with the components of the universe that include human, animal, plantation, solid, water, air and space.

4- Free Justice: In its broad meaning, as a universal human value, being applied by human on themselves and other creatures.

5- Moderation: Which is the precise weigh that discard any extremism in the frame and ambience of subjecting by or any other direction and against any assault from whatever creation or direction towards any creature or direction; it is also the rectifier “by Free Justice, and Just Freedom” to any deviation that discard any ugliness or ailment in the subjectively –in self, body, soul, mind, heart, and mental faculties- and in the human and creature ambient in general.

6- Rights of the Universe: Represents the individual rights of humans and the collective for people, nations, animals, plantation, solids, and environments, and any creature being dealt with by human or being affected by or with him. This includes the rights pertaining to life, such as religion, soul, wealth, offspring, science, knowledge, thoughts, equality, food, drink, health, maintenance, protection and care, etc.

· That is in our opinion the general “absolute” immutabilities that do not change with the change of circumstance, even if some of such immutabilities develop and broaden its concepts, fields, mechanism, tools and means in line with the development of human concepts and the widening of his knowledge and his fields of movement in life and universe.

· From here… the contradictions or agreement of these immutabilities with what is existent in our life do not constitute a contradiction or agreement with the immutabilities of life is a matter of fact and in the meaning that is defined by the linguistic meaning and sound understanding of life immutabilities. It could constitute a contradiction or agreement with the mechanisms and means for the emergence of activation or maintenance of what we have accustomed its immutabilities. Therefore, the presence or rooting of such immutabilities in the life of humans, and its surroundings exists in as much as it maintains the efficiency of performance of such tools and means in the cementation of positive aspects and denial of those negative; and as much as the belief, commitment and assimilation of those in-charges of such mechanisms and means in these immutabilities, and assimilation of the mechanisms and means of its activation.

· Furthermore,we  considered “democracy” as a immutability whereas in actual fact is a modern mechanism to achieve the immutabilities of freedom, rights and justice.
· Also it was an accustomed immutability in the governing system in the Southern sector that it is the system of government for a class through the one leading Party, emerging from Marxist Leninist scientific socialism; it was also constitutional immutability that in the governing system of the Northern sector the “illegality” of partisanship. These were the immutabilities of those regimes. In actual fact it was temporary because it was accredited on in a certain temporal circumstance and in place other than our Yemen. In fact it was tools and means and in the best cases “branches” of proportional immutability that existed and established for certain regimes and ended with their expiration.

· Accordingly, the proportional or secondary immutabilities, fundamentals, mechanism, tools and means by virtue of their functions are subject to development and amendments of its systems and direction of its movement in order to have the necessary flexibility and ability to perform its duties in fulfilling, activation and maintaining of the absolute immutabilities; failure of such it will remain tools to suppress, restrain and hinder immutabilities, and qualification to deal with epoch and the changes. Nay its existence could be damaged and retracted if it is not included in the comprehensive reform, changes and developments to face the need for activation the actual immutabilities.

· We will elaborate on that when we come to the paragraph concerning the contents and components of comprehensive reforms and changes.

· Accordingly, whatever being said, “Our ideology, societies, values and interests are vulnerable to international initiatives for comprehensive reforms” is a matter that requires deliberation and avoidance of exaggeration, excuses and the utterance. This matter is being raised by some people in of two folds:-

First fold: - Our ideology and values will be exposed to danger and it‘s targeted by such calls and initiatives.
Our answer is that our ideology and values are not “feathers” that could be played by air or by mood. It has strong existence and deep-rooted on earth, history, hearts and minds; its rooting in us depend on us; if we are at that weakness inside us we are the first to be deprived of these values while it shall remain; and others who comprehend its rank and effects will replace in its adoption and promotion because the light and graciousness of our religion is for all mankind. If we deprive ourselves of such graciousness there is no fear for it; and we should not fabricate on it and take of the allegation of fears for it to close the outlets of enlightenment, development and change. The experience of the Islamic republics of the Soviet Union is still apparent, as seventy years of attempts of eradication and suppression could not influence what is deep-rooted in the hearts and minds. Nay all those attempts where the product of extremism. It would have had a greater destruction if not for the roots of fine Islamic concepts that remained a ray in the hearts of many Muslims in those areas.

Second fold: - The countries that launched those initiatives and calls did not do it out of inspiration for our development and growth but rather for domination in order to achieve its interests.
We see no difference on this matter, or weirdness, yet no sensible person can deny a country or society to seek the fulfillment of its interest unless it is incapable of achieving it or lacking the vision that guides to the mechanism and means of achieving such interest. Also no sensible person should imagine that another society will be the target or is concerned to achieve the interest for others within its contribution to the fulfillment of its own interests. Therefore, the proportional ousting for achievement of interests of any society between the clear vision and correctness of the reading of what happened and is happening and between the society acquiring the possibility of utilizing the changes and acquiring the ability to dignify the quantity of exchange of interests with others and enabling it with mechanism and tools that raises such ability and quantities.

The weird, strange and paradox is that some of those using the two pretexts for rejection of comprehensive reforms and changes… They are the ones who accept to deal with the full programs and conditions of the World Bank and International Monetary Fund, both are international institutes that impose what they deem as programs and conditions that lead to –in their view– repair what has been damaged by the political, financial and economical administration of any country despite all suffering and poverty that is caused to compatriots during the phases of it’s application. In addition to that, the non explanation to the people of the temporary suffering accompanied to the process of financial and economical reforms, this suggesting to the people that it is the doing of the International Monetary Fund and World Bank only, neglecting that the widespread corruption in the joints of the governing system constitute the prime factor in the increase of the suffering and poverty and the reason for its continuity; at the same time it preserves the interests of influential persons in the governing system and those connected to it and promote it.

All the above confirm that the reason of their rejection, procrastination and distortion of the actual comprehensive reforms and changes is only weak excuses. Such rejection procrastination or transformation of reforms into slogans designates and structures of no actual existence or activeness in any political, economical, social, informational or educational…etc. All that because the true comprehensive reforms and actual changes could constrict the monopolization of decision in everything and anything which will make them loose some of their interests and total authority which is covered with masks of democratic slogans, and freedom of press that does not actually exist. With structures of democratic mechanism that doesn’t, and will not, lead under such restraining factors to any peaceful transfer of any power at any level, but will lead to the “peaceful” ,but temporary, cementation and granting of false legitimacy to what is existing.

In regards to this acceptance of the conditions of these loans, in addition to deliberate attempts to people’s delusion the facts of the financial and economic situations the country has reached, and the rotation of what is called the (killing doses) without a true and proper effort to restrain its severity on the people in this stage; and since these doses do not afflict them and their interests; it rather develop it and multiply it; and all turn on the burden of the compatriot who are originally pounded by the widespread corruption which the authorities itself never suspend its recognition, and announcing its acquaintance of those practicing it and declaring its acoustic war on it, which in its turn transferred corruption into a recognized fact being practiced by the authorities openly and in daylight, expanding and patronizing it, yet crying to announce for the pounded compatriot… That there is corruption!!! As if it declares before him its acceptance and failure to restrain it or even regularize it!! (This was suggested by a nationalist figure).
Another went to demand that the state should announce the “list” of names of those practicing corruption, and the amounts they obtain, and be committed to the nation on conformation of such list, and its practices pursuant to the amounts declared, and when it failed to commit itself, it was obvious that the list is increasing and the amount is on multiplication, and the fields of activities widened… Another nationalist figure demanded that the state introduce a list of names of officials enjoying impartially and virtuousness; and to be committed to the effectiveness of this plan and its execution. The authorities did not carry out that because it is either not falling within its tendency to keep an official or is failing to do so!!!

We would not have quoted within the sequence of a serious project what others have raised, sarcastically, on the situation that our society has reached, if not for showing the depth of the tragedy being experienced by our people, to enable a human to measure the clamor being heard on democracy, its structure and tools with liberties and its wideness in our country and the development with its ratio, which has no existence only in the papers of the authorities. That is all to measure with the sayings of the authorities on the spread of corruption and of plundering public wealth.

If there were real democracy, real freedom and real development, there would have been nothing like actual corruption and at this level of spread and publicity. Transparency in our country is absent in all the conducts and decisions of our government except for the practices of corruption, at all levels and types, and at full transparency and publicity. Therefore, our countries became investment and investors expeller except those limited glints in some Arab areas which had its ports developed in performance, regulations, efficiency and income while the Aden free port area is still faltering since its inception 15 years ago. The “USS Cole” accident that occurred later became the hanger that all reasons of failures in the free zone area been hanged on despite the elapse of several years on that accident. We have been used to hang any misfortune or failure by the regime on the Imamate or colonial rule that was ended more than four decades ago and the division that ended 14 years ago and the war that ended 10 years ago. And if there is a period of calmness… a crisis or tension… internal or external… is being fabricated to provide new hanger to hang the self-created failure of development and progress and the departure from the hole of backwardness that is of greater blackness and to create justification to the suffering being experienced by compatriots on all levels. This is the philosophy of administration of countries by crisis!!

Third: - Peculiarities, Characteristics, Values, Human Trial and the Civilized Heritage

In the field of pragmatism to block the outlets of development changes and reforms… some... went on repeating, “That our societies have peculiarities, characteristics and values that do not allow for acceptance and assimilation of calls and initiatives coming form abroad and based on trials of societies that have it‘s own peculiarities, characteristics, and values”. This; from the “first blush” for theoretical justification has its glittering, but the “truthfulness” of its logical soundness has no existence except in some very limited partial proceeds, and in some tools and detailed means for carrying out the actual comprehensive reforms and actual changes; some of which are those pertaining largely to the possibility of defeat of the mandate mentality that is based on rejection of quitting methods that administer a nation by crisis, and the strength of the habitude of wrong feeling by some influential that the whole land of Yemen and whoever and whatever on it are their acquired right, and others have to accept whatever given by them. This reflects the distress and fear of loss of some interests that are deemed by them a right without perceiving or even looking at what is going around them in the country and outside. Insistence is still persistent that matters are stable and situations are ideal while everything pleasant is being falling apart and everything of ugliness being predominant.

Treating these petty cases does not come through the rejection of true reforms, its hindrance or deformation, but comes from a treatment that provide mechanism of assimilation for us as a governing system, opposition, civil society organizations and people, with capabilities to activate the assimilation of our peculiarities characteristics and values, and our ability to change the mandate mentality and method of administering a country by crisis.

In order to do that, we have to be able to know each of peculiarities, characteristic and values of societies. And eliminate the justifying delusions that hinder reforms and restrain its movements.

1] Peculiarities: - Are those values and standards that distinguish a society from others, and cannot be abandoned or no desire to have it abandoned. It could either be solid and unable to assimilate development and circumstance of time and place, or that the required development is mingled by omission or deficiency that hinder its assimilation; a matter that could happen in many cases or phases… or that the circumstance of time and place does not facilitate for the appropriate environment for such assimilation. For that is an impossible matter since the effecting factor in both circumstances is the human, who posses the mechanism that qualify him to assimilate the human competence or deficiency; and both in turn are proportional.

From this general definition we can determine our particularities, the scope of it‘s assimilating of positive development, and the real of its development. Therefore, we will restrict the matter in two basic particulars, one of which is the absolute immutabilities and the other is an offshoot of it.

First Peculiarity: - Is our Islamic ideology and its verdicts cited in item “second” par.1 and 2 of “Principles and proceeds”. This peculiarity, in our opinion, is not only able to assimilate the true comprehensive reforms and changes, but also is a need for the true comprehensive reforms and changes in our society. Moreover, this peculiarity is commanding and motivating to that end, elaboration on this matter where made on the preamble herein above. We shall be harming Islam and ourselves if we portray this peculiarity as a distinction for our society because such peculiarity is a universal and not a privilege for certain societies. It is, others and we, carry out the assignment of conveyance. If we proficiently succeed, it is our duty, and if we misconstrue, it will be reflected from us, by us, and on us. We are of the account that we have been inequitable in our time more than we have been proficient.

Second Peculiarity: - Is the first basic unit to build a society. We consider the family as the first basic unit for building the society, with attention to individual responsibility by rights and duties. Therefore, making it a correct building by value, knowledge, science, health, body, heart, soul and ethics, makes a coherent and strong society that is able to develop and contribute in the development of man and its ambience. If ignored and we build the factors of its disintegration, we may achieve development in fields of material life but the result will be a disintegrable society deprived of soul with weakness and diminish of some of its values i.e. the true preference and joint solidarity that springs from oneself, and natural mercifulness affection, and feeling of tranquility, peace and satisfaction.

Other societies proceed from the individual, considering it as the basic unit to build a society with loss emphasis on building a family to a degree that it may diminish. Despite the positive aspects of this proceed which allows for the individual a wide room even on the account of the total, and develops some of the innovative aspects in both directions, positive and negative, we believe that the negatives subsistence, socially and value wise, exhausts the individual and the society as a whole. It also develops extravagant selfishness and frees ones wild instincts, desires and inclinations, despite the great leap in the services civilization and media revolution that covers this vacuum and disintegration. Therefore, the human losses any true enjoyment in life and the group and individual happiness vanishes thus the human qualities of man is being crashed in the mill of life, running after the products of material life and development with tools and means that may transform into desired ends, where man continues running to have this ending his life without achieving his endeavors.

We assume that the accumulated trials proved that the sound human society is that which is achieved under the umbrella of balance that should prevail between the individual’s rights and duties towards himself and between his rights and duties in his family and society ambient. The above can only be achieved in a society that confirms the family as a basic unit of its building, development and happiness without having it exceeds the basic rights of the individual by interactive and integration that lead to appropriate achievements of his needs and rights and that is by the full realization of the units of his society to their needs and rights thus the just and moderate formula becomes straight.

In all cases this peculiarity can only be a factor of consolidation for true comprehensive reforms and ensures its continuity. Even in the field of liberties that is only restricted to the aggression on liberties and rights of others morality and materially. In regard to promotion of instincts and inclinations without any control or responsibility, for “Just Liberty” in itself are an individual and communal responsibility and a human and universal value as cited there above. Any imagination for a human value that does not accomplish eminence and advancement for the human life shall become “valueless”, and transfer into a servitude to self inclination, and a “dogged liberty” on its practitioner on the first hand, and on its ambient of creatures of the universe. There are no restrictions on freedom in general, but there are rules acknowledge by man himself and it protects him of the influence of undisciplined inclination and instincts, and protects him of a “dogged liberty” that may be practiced by others.

2] Characteristics: - Are those values, standards, ordinances, customs and attributions that any society possesses. It may not be its sole or designated peculiarity, but could be shared fully or partially, by other societies. It could be positive or negative characteristics; and could be ethical behavioral or potentiality; it could also be pure or acquired; it could the economical, social or cultural; historical or environmental; it could be immutable and continual or ongoing or liable for shrinking, diminish or extinction or it could affect man or affected by man or both together positively or negatively.

Therefore, characteristics in general, and in any human society, cannot by itself constitute a barrier for reforms needed by man to build a happy life based on balanced relation between man and his ambience and his human society, and between man and his ambience of animals, plantation, solids and environment. Furthermore, if man excels dealing in, with and through these characteristics whether these are positive or negative, he can make out of it factors of support and motivation for the comprehensive reforms, even if just for the purpose of elimination of those negative characteristics through reforms. Where comprehensive reforms aim at the welfare of man, accomplish his interest, and happiness, that will never be achieved without reform of his relation with the components of universe in his ambience and that deals with him: animals, plantations, solids, and environment…etc.

3] Human Values:- The human values in general, whether that came through religions in general, and in particular our Islamic religion, or whatever was common in communities and was sanctioned, refined and seated by the divine religions in general and our Islamic faith in particular, it remains in its consequence a human one that man has tended to practice, or human society in its culture and ethics within the scope of what it discovered and finding of social, economic or ethical benefits and gains and whether such values where of common evolvement between human communities or found in some communities more than in other.

Those values that has to be developed and boosted i.e. truth, honesty, generosity, courage, directness, seriousness, commitment and discipline…etc. And commendable commons or rejected ignominy, is the protection of communities from sliding and deterioration, and is the self rectifier for any curvature, and is the standard for the advancement of communities and constitute a traffic light for the insurance of the process of actual reforms on the route that will accomplish the aims envisage of those reforms without any hindrance or restrains.

4] Human Trials, and Civilized Heritage:- The harvest of human trials in all communities and any field, and at all times are the ownership of mankind, it is the common returns of human civilizations in different ages; and the harvest of human efforts positively or negatively; and to his good or bad, correctness or mistakes, its beautifulness or ugliness. Each civilization invests and benefits from the precedent civilized heritage, and human trials. Therefore, the products of a certain instance of time are the property of man wherever he is, and cannot be monopolized or possessed by a community without the other.

With acceptance of the rights of all other communities in these results; and the necessity of acceptance of these rights, in which all human communities have participated in building a part of it in one of the phases of history, and the necessity of  these results are common and with equal opportunities for utilization and further development. We have to accept and acknowledge that each society can only achieve such positive utilization at the proportion of its qualification and knowledge development. Equal opportunity means enabling the opportunity and right of utilization of knowledge, and not the equality of proportion or volume and depth of utilization. The proportion, volume and depth enabling such rights are conforming in all aspects with ability, capability and awareness of the value of responsibility in regard to the utilization, and ideal use of knowledge results also conform in all aspects with the comprehensiveness, depth and seriousness of reforms in any society, country or nations.

Accordingly, the comprehensiveness, depth and seriousness of reforms in our countries are a definite necessity if we desire for our countries the ability to utilize the achievements of our time, the upshots of human trials and civilization. We have no excuse and no alternative except to commence immediately without waste of opportunities and ages more that already wasted while we are swinging on the same space of narrow vision that cannot accommodate an illiterate person or an infant… let alone a nation and people of civilization, values and history.

Our reluctance on the situation we are in, in no time, our situation will be in more retardation, division and laceration.

Chapter 2.
  The contents of the reforms required in our country.
As long as all are calling and crying for reforms and acknowledge its necessity, regimes, political, social and economical organizations, independent elites, people, foreign states, international organizations…etc. All the above confirm that all have to recognize that there is devastation and deficiencies require reforms.

· To determine the contents of these reforms, we have to agree on the places and sides of the devastation and deficiencies.

· To determine the nature of these reforms, we have to agree on the reasons of devastation and deficiencies, and the factors of its persistence.

· To determine the mechanisms, tools, means and scope of such reforms, we have to agree on the nature and scope of the rooting of such devastation and deficiencies.

· To determine the bases and tools of the results of such reforms that will guarantee our future journey, we have to agree on the strategies and objectives that we are aiming to achieve in the journey.
1] Places and Sides of devastations and deficiencies:-

a) Comprehensive deficiency in the political process, internally and externally, in both authority and opposition.

b) Anarchy and corruption in the economical process, and an unprecedented deterioration in the standard of living.

c) Sever fall of the standard of education and the results in social, educational, and practical sciences.

d) Social fragmentation; and tendency towards division, laceration, and contention; fall of values; terrifying spread of armaments; and the transformation of the country into islands each work towards achieving self or social protection from the beholders of the source of power.

e) Prevailing injustice and loss of rights.

f) Fall of level of health and other services to the extent that huge amounts are being spent in external medication.

g) Administrational collapse and sufferings in following up special or general cases in government agencies.

h) Anxiety on all levels, with absence of feeling of security, peace, and tranquility in its public and wide interpretation.

i) Official media that has skillfully twisted the truth and facts; using its circulating capabilities to transfer white into black and vice versa to the level of history and present days; it has polluted the mind of people and named things, incidents and practices contrary to its names.

From all the above, we can say that reforms should include all aspects, bases and structures of life, politically, economically, judicially, socially, educationally, culturally, health and information…etc.

2] Reasons of Devastations and Deficiencies and the Factors of its Persistence:-

a) The first reason is the accumulation of improper culture for the relation between the governors and governed. The governor is the leader, model and inspirer whether it is a Party, group, area or an individual; regardless of the claim that such culture reflects the will of people and the masses, and fulfills its interest… as it claim etc.

b) This has led to the rise of policies of eradication and elimination of the other, physically or by imprints, thoughts; or exclusion, curtailing, shelving, degradation, politically, socially or livingly.

c) This led to the growth of methods to execute such policies some of which are rough and direct by body eliminations; some by way of exclusion from locations of effects and influences; and some in form of curtailing, shelving either by plugging the outlets of growth of the other’s economic and socio-political powers, in addition, to educational and intellectual; some of which is by occupying the other with another alike either by finance or by stimulation or plantation of tribal or a family, sectarian unrest or financing secessionism in civil society, political parties, professional or social association or evoking or agitating sectarian or secessionist minorities.

d) Control of all economical process whether it is public or private, which has been rooted in the last decades, as the public sector is mixed with the private from the point of operation and control of economic and living process of the people and its results.

e) Absence of economic strategy that defines the economic direction by vision, activity, and objective.  Spread and encourage corruption and elevate positions for those active in spreading and developing corruption. Waste, plunder and ruining of wealth such as oil, mineral resources, fisheries, fish farming and sea resources in general and antiques…etc, for the sake of corruptive elements. Furthermore, the drop in the level of agricultural and tourist production, with the absence of any accountability on the production, and sales of oil resources, and lack of transparency around the actual income and its expenditure; and the method of award of oil concessions.

In regard to the free zones, thousand question and one arises; for example:

Twelve years has elapsed since the declaration of “Aden” as a free zone, without any result, and there is no actual plan determining what we want “Aden” to be, how and when that can be achieved with the absence of full transparency.

· Prior to independence, “Aden” was the second seaport after “New York” from the point of the number of ships passing through its port.

· “Aden” is just four miles from the international commercial maritime line.

· “Aden” possesses reputation, potentials of location, history that qualify it to be the most important commercial centre in the Arab world, and one of the most important around the globe, and the most important location for re-export, “transshipping”,  assembling and light industries.

· The corruption and bribes required by the influential persons from the investors, and the partnerships imposed by them, and the absence of appropriate scientific plan, mismanagement, low standard of service, and the remaining of laws of confiscation and nationalization that has no link what so ever to the free zone and to market economy. Coupled with the absence of the force of law and the prevailing of the law of force and anarchy. All the aforesaid form factors of expulsion of investors who arrived to “Aden” and left with indications.  

· Any citizen must have his heart squeezed to see the opportunities being wasted by corrupt influential, and observing the “pearl” of ports in its lowest level, while others with no comparison to “Aden’s” possessions of opportunities and qualification have achieved major and honorific leap in areas that was able to demonstrate example of revival and advancement by virtue of the sincerely of its leaders and citizens and their dedication and adaptation of the means of scientific progress and establishment of legally advanced management systems, and flexible investment regulation, and advances services systems in addition to their disdain of financial and administrative corruption.

· “Aden” if not for the reasons mentioned, could have followed this procession and constitute an integral part for those advanced established areas, but the wrong path, the continued persistence to reject the comprehensive reforms; intensification of devastations and deficiencies that ruined every beautiful thing in our country and encouraged the promotion of every ugly; it was the withholder and hampering agent that resulted in the loss of four decades of its life as a free zone of which 15 years from the date of re-declaration of “Aden” as a free zone; in place of that withhold elements were made and the influential corrupt to seize the lands, private and public properties;  the intensification of corruption and imposition of bribes and the rising of forms of expulsion of investors.

· The sources of economic resources, loans, and assistance whatever the volume and importance may represent can never form a support for construction, development, and welfare as long as it is managed pursuant to this devastation and deficiencies policy.

· Our country possesses all potentials for revival and welfare, but is being worn-out by affect of corrosion of corruption and deficiencies. The human, petroleum, mineral, and fisheries resources including the free zone, agriculture, tourism and the important location on the Arabian Sea that could become the most important, and safest location in the world for oil export, if we achieve the comprehensive reforms. All that could form a large income and a base for development and living; but our country has been afflicted with the succession of regimes that does not comprehend its rank, value and importance, as they possess minds that are blinded by anxiety and greed.

f) Absence of any strategy for the educational process and its output. The sanctioning by official education of a curriculum for the religion, cultivation, and human science that are lacking the factors that can develop the values of religions tolerance, moderation, human, and social harmony, and historical credibility. It develops the inclination, for extremism, differences, alienation, and falseness thus making its resultants educationally swinging with confused thoughts, and historical background, also culturally shallow and conflicting. Furthermore, the practical science curriculum is living an age that is not existing and of the present just knows distorted consumption of the products of this technological era on all levels. Thus the resultants of this education are distorted in all fields. 

g) The widespread of weapons, the decline of values, and the transformation of the country into “islands” in which each is protecting himself, either in the form of a group, clan, area, or around an influential belt to achieve self protection or shielding himself with those possessing the forms of power i.e. influence, funds, or weapons. All that became of the containment of anxiety, insecure, unsafe, and insecure feeling, loss of any legal means to protect man, his offspring, wealth, values, dignity and thoughts. Also the spread of strife and feeding it throughout all levels such “islands” of those influential transform into means of blackmail and imposition of tribes and some of them turn to be a mean  for living as a result of absence of legitimate means of living.

h) Prevalence of injustice, spread of loss of rights, in the absence of independent and just judiciary system with forceful sentences, leading to the collapse of the boundary line between the authorities, thus mixing the authorities together, making the executive authority the master of all judicial and legislative authorities including the so called fourth authority which is the Media and information authority which is despite the declaration of its freedom, and multitude of its publication works pursuant to red lines that can not be overstepped, for that it risks being deprived of official announcement and even advertisement from private sector which is very much fearing the control of the authorities. In addition to harassment being experienced by the media and journalists, who is not reduced by their screams or the protests of journalism, organizations internally or externally, even that of human rights organizations. The authorities also have its own human rights ministry that has nothing in hand despite its good trials except to have its presence as a shy trial for a beautification operation on an ugly face.

i) In regard to services, especially health service, it is a sad matter; corruption of medicine is no less than that of financial and administrative corruption, but it is one of its results. The annual expenditure of our people on medication abroad is enough to build the best medical centers, let alone the spread of diseases that never been accustomed in our country like cancer, aids , heart and increase of hepatitis, epidemics and kidney failure…etc. And that is due to the lack of supervision and control on chemical materials that are used for agriculture, in addition to the environmental contamination in sea and land; also the bad drainage system that is mostly blocked in many areas, and non existence in many other areas.

j) The proclamation of democracy was limited to the establishment of structures of no value in the decision-making, and through an electoral system and mechanism that reproduce the existing bad images and prevents any peaceful succession of power.

We, after this clarification of the total reasons of the destruction, deficiencies, and the factors of its persistence, we can say –without hesitation– that the nature of reform, its scope, should include all aspects, bases, and structures of life horizontally; also all levels of each part vertically; some of which are the laws, regulations, means of performance and its mechanism, tools, and assignments in order to accomplish the strategies, and objectives that are laid for our future procession, in a way that may qualify our country to perform its role capably in the area and internationally.

3] Nature and Rooting of Such Destructions and Deficiencies:-

a) These destructions and deficiencies have been interwoven until it became a paste of a combined mix of all such deficiencies; after forming collaboration that includes political, economical, educational, informational, social, administrative and public anxiety…etc. Each day this collaboration becomes stronger and this interwoven paste and combined mixture become more rooted which adds more difficulty, and makes the treatment of any part aside from the treatment of all deficiencies becomes an impossible matter, and the total treatment become impossible without commencing comprehensive and deep political reforms. As the political operation is the key and the master of all aspects of life, there will be no trace, and no success to any reforms in any other field without actual comprehensive political reform.

b) In short: The collective reasons and forms of the nature and scope of the rooting of the basic of the paste of the combined mixed of such destructions and deficiencies show that the governing body controls and commands all tools and mechanisms of the political, legislative, economical, living, judicial, educational, cultural, social, informational, security and military operations…etc. and exploit all the above as mechanisms and tools to strengthen its control, curtails and minimize any role for the society and civil society organizations, political, social, professional and cultural. 

We will come to the details of the tools and means that we propose for the comprehensive reforms after laying down the strategies, objectives and the results of the envisaged comprehensive reforms that we strive to achieve. 

4] Strategies and Objectives that we aim to achieve in our future procession, its tools and means:-

The Aim: Achieve the welfare of the Yemeni Human, in this comprehensive pretext both are equal male and female by body, mind, heart, soul, mentally and behavioral.

Strategies: Enabling him/her to obtain her/his requirements to achieve his/her aims.

First – Body: Suitable living condition step by step starting from creation of circumstances enabling the person to face life requirements up to all that can be reached by human efforts in material prosperity from eating and drinking to wearing, living and services. This requires the achievement of objectives and sanction mechanisms and tools of which:

a- Rehabilitation of person, develop and polish his qualification and administrative, technical and professional skills.

b- Adoption of educational curriculum for basic technical, professional and academic education and research based on a refined study with full awareness for its need of the comprehensive development.

c- Care for physical training for the young, the sports clubs and centers.

d- Proper management of resources and its development to serve the objectives.

e- Rehabilitation of health services, human, institutions and equipments, taking into consideration building more to cover the need of facing illnesses and epidemics in quantities and qualities.

f- Care for environmental health and fighting pollution.

Second – Mind: 

a) The aim is to the positive and effective investment of the mind, which is the distinguished element of human from the creations.

b) Respect of mind, avoid its abuse and its release in order that it flings it’s scientific, thinking and values innovations. It is the greatest tool that if liberated from inclination, purposes and restrictions it could contribute with prudence to the achievement of transformation and awakening, and its development and maintenance.

Third – Soul: The development and maintenance of original spiritual values is the objective that man retains her/his nobility and with it achieves his/her balance and mind and soul tranquility then elevating her/his performance in quality and quantity.

Fourth – Mental Faculties:

a- It is important to achieve the objective of broadening and elevation of the mental faculties of man in our country and also his/her intellectuality which will contribute to the over passing all obstacles and restrictions that retains her/him a hostage of struggles.

b- This can be achieved through openness on the information technology era in order that our country’s man can live the advance knowledge era, the material and technological developments thus recognizing the needs to release her/him of being hostage to struggles and to factors that keep him/her off the era.

c- Development of scientific, and research capacities through development of educational and scientific research curriculum, its tools, institutions and methods. Also openness on the sciences of the era and knowledge with full interaction by rendering and receiving or benefiting and denotation. 

Fifth – Conduct:

a) The proper conduct in a human dealing with his creator, with himself, his human brother, and environmental surroundings of animals, plantation, solid, water, air…etc. is one of the most important mean for her/him to achieve her/his ends.

b) The creative education and refinement motivates the adaptation of this basic mechanism of the proper conduct. Also both factors jointly stimulate many other mechanisms starting from home and family, through school, mosque, college, university, club, and other social, economical, cultural and information institutions, ending with performance of the effective and constructive role in life and society. 

Objectives:

As cited above, to achieve what enables he/she to meet her/his needs in order to achieve the strategies in routine to his/her ends.

Mechanisms, Means, and Tools: Are all that connected to laws, regulations, structures, and human rehabilitation, and potentials that allows man and community to invest, and properly use the human and natural abilities and capabilities, geographically, resourcefully, environmentally, scientifically, spiritually, professionally, thoughtfully, culturally, historically, politically and public relations. 

Chapter THREE: The Other Face of the Political System

The political System shall not have government system, because the affect of governing system is the prevalent under the shade of the current situations in our country. Yet the required necessity for reform in the governing system shall also apply the opposition system and other civil society organizations in general.

Destruction and Disorder in the opposition, and Civil Society System in general:

We have to courageously and subjectively recognize that there were deep destructions and disorder that has prevailed on the performance and movement of the opposition system in particular, and the civil society system in general, which led to the semi complete absence of its actual and effective role in the political, social, cultural and enlightenment life. Therefore, its effect on people diminished and its role restricted on statements declaring the position on instant reaction, and sometime nervous, and all that echo ends by issuance of a statement or writing an article… with lacking any mechanism to activate the situation among society… The most surprising of that is the declaration of positions, findings and stipulations on a certain case, and in actual fact deal with it by total abandoning of the findings and stipulations or by keeping silence. The same also is repeated on each case; and it is more apparent in all elections on any level. We fill the realm with screams and statements determining stipulation and basis of processing it; and then everyone goes on queue in the absence of all presentations of bases, stipulations and viewpoints that were placed; and the natural result comes by reproduction of what is already in place in a more mal picture; and the screams start to condemn the results which are the natural reproduction for contribution in it without any accomplishment of basis and conditions that would have made the results different or at least less malice.

In time, the commissions of opposition transported into commissions of “reference”, complaints or weeping of situations were participant – if not in its creation, at least in its lasting.

In regard to other civil services societies, despite some theoretical efforts and individual lauded attempts; it was fallen between the hammer of the governing system and the anvil of the opposition system… struggling over it, attracting it, not to enable it to perform its duties, but to draw it to the destruction and disorder that is being experienced by both systems of government and opposition, and also to use it as a tool to circulate such distraction and disorder. Therefore, we will raise several sides of the disorder and factors that circulated and deepened it within the opposition system and the profound reforms that are required for the opposition; may of that also apply on other systems of the civil society organizations besides what we have mentioned on the necessity of laying down the mechanisms that will put an end to its gravitation by both systems of government and opposition.

Aspects of Weakness, Destruction and Disorder in the Opposition System:
i. Absence of actual organizational work; and if there is organized forms or structures, they are in fact contents free, and if existed it is only in the level of upper structure, while on the level of the ranks and files if existed in any party, it has no effect whatsoever in the decision.

ii. And whenever the government system reproduces itself by means, structures, standards and persons. The opposition system is not different to that but could sometimes be worst.

iii. As the transparency is absent in the government system, it is absent in most opposition system.

iv. Absence of actual kinetic performance of the opposition system, among the people.

v. Chronic weakness in the internal democratic performance, by structure and practice.

vi. Weakness of its media means; and absence of strategic planned media and to spread among people.

vii. Weak presence in governorates –in most– and presence in the center restricted on attending reception parties, festivals, national occasion and the meetings of the higher committees of political parties and issuance of final statement after each meeting which is in its essence a mere copy of previous statements, with addition of any new topic thus ending the position by issuing of the statement.

viii. The rush, prior to any electoral season, on any level, in forwarding a repeated seasonal visions, demands, stipulation and basis of impartiality for election; and all that ends by taking the course pursuant to what is existing without achieving any of those demands, stipulations and basis, and just be contented with “quorums” that are determined  by the government system in the constituencies which contribute to the reproduction of what is existing, and sometimes in a more mal and in deep picture in a shade of hopes and dreams that have no subjectively in achieving results that exceed the determined quorums. Then naturally the results with be different to those hopes and dreams; thus creating a surprising shock for the opposition parties, then the cries blows up a new, and the complaints of absence of impartiality in the election, and the control of the governing system on it and on its results, and as if none of them has expected that or as if it was a dependence on a hope and a dream that have no base in actual fact… and the same applies to every new season.

ix. Absence of vision and reading of events… and accordingly to the practical and detailed programs and the subjective treatment of existing cases and negative matters in as much it transforms the raised matters into more demands for the authority to do or not to do; then the matter in question and transferred to mere addresses or slogans or repeated subject of composition… even elections season program has nothing new in them subjectively or even stylistically…. No one is reading them.

x. Absence of mere thought to study and forward the possibility and manner execution of treatment of negative matters and achieve demands… and then is no place for determination of mechanisms and tools necessary for execution. Therefore, most of the dissertations were transformed into more hopes and wishes with plucked out motivation spirit of its activation in actual fact.

xi. It is very rare to find any opposition party officials who reads the publications issued by the others on visions and dissertations; but all busy reading himself and his party’s publications, and keeps a mirror before him to see himself always; he sees no one, and no one sees him… incidents pass and are only felt when the mirror breaks up and he is hit by its splinter to make him busy healing his injury, and on finding a new mirror.  And who reads for the other by coincidence, he redrafts the text of the other’s visions and promotes it, with clammy claiming, it is his vision or project, forgetting that he might have criticized the same vision previously…!! People also forget that, they have read the preceded and subsequent… This does not indicate the lack of capabilities, brains and qualifications in the opposition parties; it indicates more on the living, security, frustration and anxiety eddy that has occupied people of which the opposition parties are part of, nay deeper than the remaining categories of the society, for the responsibilities and pressures, it is facing.

xii. Absence of sources of self finance for the activities and movements of all parties, where the Ruling Party substituted that with the state treasury, properties and its unlimited and ceiling less financial potentials and influence because it owns the offices, transportation means, media means, state security and state occupations. All are employed for it and its members and officers, while the opposition parties which receive from the state are under the mercy of the Ruing Party in all aspects of: giving, withholding, expanding, restricting, employing and unemployment…etc.; therefore, the action and opposition performance suspends and the effect vanishes; and those not receiving, our Party is the only who is not receiving, are struggling to collect what is enough to keep him on surface.

Factors that Spread and Deepened Weakness, Destruction and Disorder:

First: Factors Relating to its Origination, Mechanisms and Tools:-

1- The ambiguity of many old opposition parties in our country, and in most Third World countries that its majority were secret movement as a result of the totalitarian regimes who declare their totalitarianism, either by accrediting one party system, the sole Leader, model and propeller of the society’s and life movement.
Among the characteristics of the secret movements and their leadership are:-
a) Absence of the actual and transparent democratic practice.

b) Maximum dubiety and skepticism of everything and everyone, in fear of infiltration and tracking of its movements and its personnel.

c) Proficiency in conspiracy and deception as a necessity for secret work.

d) Member’s proficiency in hiding his inclination attitude, movement, and ability to fickle, and adopt in the open… as a necessity for the endurance of the individual member and the secret movement too.

e) Bear the burden of living in a continued anxiety and fear.

f) Venerate and fear of anything, and who ever is linked to the governing system, even from traffic police, fear of uncover of affiliation that may lead to uncommented consequence.

g) Open discipline and commitment to the laws and regulations, and its rejection and violation in secret.

h) Rooted absence of visions and detailed and measured programs, and restricted to general principles, stretchable objectives and slogans due to the lack of means of publication, and the impossibility of presentation through seminars and public debates, and restriction of enlightenment and informational performance to secret statements and publications.

i) The habituation of issuing such statements and publications regarding situations full of slogans and rejection of the existing situation completely, while the nature of the secret movement compels its members to co-exist and deal with existing situation with acceptance in the open.

j) The secret movement is dependant on the finance of its movements and activities on secret sources, either from foreign parties they adopt with them the same standing from the existing regime, or from local individuals who posses the same inclination. Thus they and their members become accustomed to the existence of external financier… as such the self-dependency and reliance on contributions is being ignored… especially in a society that the normal person can hardly meets his and his family living requirements… which in the pure golden age of the nationalist movement (during the fourteens and fifteens of the last century). The prominent leaders had a role in its finance, and some business men and well off nationalists had also a role in financing or at least in granting loan.

2- Other Category of Opposition Parties are Those who were Autocratically in Power:
Its existence in power may have been a result of its past as a secret movement… then acquiring the characteristics of a secret movement, and has its effects contribute to the forming of its movements methods and dealing…. In addition to other characteristics it had acquired during its presence in authority i.e.:-

a) Profound feeling that the power was a private property, and an acquired right that was seized from it, or as a result of circumstances it does not feel it had created or contributed to its creation or des not went to show its responsibility towards that, in the loss of what it considered as a rights… it has also a rooted feeling that such circumstances are the making of others… even if it is made b it, or it had participated in it. Also it could have seized power initially, or took it over without mandate or opinion of the people… and had excluded and exterminated other political powers.

b) Continuous feeling that it has a genuine right in a stake of the privileges of power and its gains whether as organizations or leadership… forgetting that it had originally seized that through its presence in power, and it has no genuine right that can become an acquired one. In regard to the civil service cadres and employees of the authority, their rights are available and genuine in occupation and living whatsoever their political affiliation could be.

c) It may have been habituated to practice totalitarianism in power, and automatically operates on denial of the power of the habit by theoretical adaptation of all matters different from the habit, while practically and by actual practice within that frame it remains a prisoner of the power of the habit despite all serious trials for salvage by same person.

d) It is difficult, for its leadership that practiced power in the previous situations to acclimatize with others unless otherwise compassionately provided it is in a subordinate location… as if it is an acquired right because it was ruling and governing the state and society and gained experience, although its experience was built on different circumstances, and on a path of government and life contradictory to the existing or what ought to be in existence.

e) It is difficult for it to deal with visions and dissertations made by others as a result of it habituation of rule, and being the only proprietor of the right to present visions, and draw the direction… and if had to necessarily deal with the matter it intentionally abort these visions and dissertation and then redraft them with the same contents to be later promoted as its given initiative.

f) By virtue of its probation in power it posses experience in instigative propaganda campaigns even if repetition is prevailing and there is weakness of innovation in the subjects presented and lack of modern promotional methods.

g) The authority’s party is lacking ability to recover its organizations, framework and proficiency of its management when it becomes off office because of its dependence –when in power– on itself as the sole political organization, and also on mechanisms, tools and potentials of the authority and its influence.

h) This does not deny the fact that it has good and able executive cadres, yet it has been used to submission and no efforts was made for its habilitation and upgrading of its leadership skills save with very narrow and selective limits. Thus the party’s created by the authority or developed and expanded under its patronage blotted out or weakened in many countries… The parties that are created by the authorities are subject to instant blotting out after the fall of the creating authority… while the parties that had existence even at a limited scale prior to assuming power, and political work, develop and expand through the mechanisms and tools of the authority… but when leaving authority for any reason and compelled to live in a diverse atmosphere, it losses the mechanisms, and tools of spreading, and its existence diminishes, therefore we consider that some of those parties in our country are exerting serious efforts to hold to their existence… if they are able to get rid of the efforts of the characteristics of the one party system, and make real innovation in adoption of new visions, courses, methods, tools and also new mentality contrary to the previous one, and to accustom itself on accepting the visions of others, and acknowledge that it is part of plurality, it will then be able to accommodate itself especially if it distance itself from trying to make unavailing justifications for its previous practices or granting constructivism to the one party system… because it will be retrieving the memories of the old practices which may lead to strife, thus it is for its own favor and for general interests it should not be raised. To raise the yearning for a rejected political system, will throw a shade on their credibility to adopt new visions, courses, mechanisms and means; and factors. It also forms obstacles for development, efficiency, mutual acceptance with others and mutual interactions. We hope that the occasional efforts of some of its leaders who comprehend this fact will materialize especially when they are able to deal with facts new to them without any eagerness to the past or to those who had specified roles in the past. As such this may surpass the objective and self made obstacles, enabling them to contribute –for a long and important period– with a positive role in the opposition system that could form in the future one of the required mechanisms of democracy.

Second: Factors Resulting from Existing Situation:-

1) Control of government system and its steering of all aspects of life in politics, justice, economy, social, education and information…etc. which made the opposition parties, and their ranks and files under the mercy of the governing system, in living, security, activity and inactivity.

2) Interference of the governing system, and its governing party in internal affairs of other parties, using the influence and potentials of the power to infiltrate the parties and create breakups.

3) Availability of loopholes in the political parties’ code enabled the Ruling Party to review each and everything inside each party big or tinny; it also enabled it to utilize such loopholes to form the committee of the parties from the Ruling Party where pressure on the parties is made through such committees.

4) Dependence of parties on financing its movement on the decision of the Executive Authority which is the Ruling Party; it gives what it wants to who ever it wants and deprives who ever it wants… and takes what ever it wants when ever it wants to finance its movement and activity without any commitment to law which is supposed to regulate this matter.

5) The governing system and its Ruling Party finances and encourages creation of subsidiary parties and some are given names similar to that of existing parties to inspire confusion and chaos; accordingly most of the parties have an original name and counterfeited one and this leads to the misuse of political plurality and its transformation into a field of futility and jesting which throws a deferent shadow on the total democratic process.

6) All that led to the deterioration of the political and factional life, and deepens the seeds of dubiously and skepticism and paves the way for plantation of the same.

That was the most important factors of hindrance caused by current situation of the opposition.

Tribute:-

Our frank and clear presentation regarding the disorder in the opposition system is not meant to impair any party, but we tried “with transparency” to manifest the disorder in the opposition system and its factors in order to investigate means of its treatment… We don’t acquit ourselves or the party that we are honored to be affiliated to… despite the fact that there is no place for disorder as a result of factors of origination or assumption of power, or change of tendencies and visions, that is because of its open origination… and its visions and tendencies that are resting on plurality and democracy since its inception… And as it is the only party that is deprived by the authorities from financial support… yet it participates with others in the factors of disorder that result from the current situation, coupled with additional disorder factors that our party is experiencing resulting from exile, expulsion and tracking of its leadership, and cadres since the fifteens of the last century until prior to the declaration of unity, and the pressures it faced after that… and the compulsory presence of its leadership outside the country in previous periods; and also since 1994, the party is being constricted and is always vulnerable, and suppressed by the official media of the authority.

All that, in addition to absence of financial potentials led to the weakening of organizational and dynamic capabilities and the weakness of communication between the ranks and files, and to their depriving of work in the government institutions, and any of those who maybe in any institutions is deprived of his rights and promotions, and is barred from any high position in any government departments or institutions thus constricting their livelihood and morale.
Also that has led for a force major that in turn led to the weakness of development in democratic practices… where we had led an example, and founded for democratic tradition when we requested the Republic’s Supreme Court to supervise and manage the election of our party’s ranks in the Eighth Conference in1992 and that was actually done, documented in writing and audio visually.

Therefore, we are not acquitting ourselves of all disorder that is experienced by the opposition system, but we also in addition to that have our own disorder, we acknowledge that, and we are determined with the to overstep it once the subjective circumstances allow.

Nevertheless, our party was the unique and distinguished in forwarding many visions, and submitted studied visions on most national subjects of which are the following:

1. We were the first to raise the call for the importance of comprehensive reforms since the declaration of unity… then we submitted its basis more than seven years ago and made it our party’s courses of actions… it was attacked and criticized by some, even by opposition at that time. We thank the Almighty that the comprehensive reforms that we initiated have become a demand for everyone after events of Sep.11. 2001, not only in Yemen but in the Arab countries and all over the world...

2. We presented a vision forming a projected local government act six years ago.

3. We presented a scientific vision for economic reform more than five years ago.

4. We presented a vision on emerging democracies to the forum of emerging democracies held in “Sana’a” six years ago.

5. We presented a vision on the basis of conducting impartial elections eight years ago.

6. We presented, seven years ago, a detailed vision on comprehensive national reconciliation economically, politically and socially including the tribal indulge.

7. We presented more than twelve years ago, a total vision on solving the problems of landlords and tenants that takes into account the fact that both are “two eyes in a face”.

8. We presented a vision on educational reform five years ago.

9. We presented, five years ago, a vision on women political participation and their rights.

10. We presented, six years ago, vision on the roots of the crisis in own country “Yemen – Where to?”

11. We presented a vision of presidential election five years ago.

12. We presented a vision on local election, represented in the project local government act more than five years ago.

13. We presented a project for the required constitutional amendments six years ago.

14. In 1992, we presented a detailed program consisting of many required reforms, one of which is independence of official media, civil service and judiciary system.

15. We laid down the basis of the “Document of Pledge and Agreement”, and in the same term; it was adopted by the National Opposition Coalition and was submitted to the dialogue committee on Dec. 18. 1993, and after enrichment by colleagues it was declared in “Aden” as per the “final Draft” in Jan. 1994.

16. We presented a vision on the “Collaboration of Opposition Efforts”. 

17. We made courses and workshops to upgrade skills of many ranks and files of the party.

And many more others that, the sphere here can not accommodate.

Despite all that, we recognize that there were omissions in performance and activation has accompanied our party in the past few years in a result of the factors stated herein, and also the factors some of which are substantive and others were personal, and we are working towards its eliminating with the help of the Almighty.

The Summary:

1) All that deepened the absence of actual effectiveness of political parties, and caused weakness to any emerging collaboration or coalitions, even if it appeared on surface in the form of “seasonal flash” for outward media gasping to track an incident…. Such factors that was inherited from the origination or as a result of current situation from hindering and restraining factors for mutual work that is based on confidence and firmness on declared and agreed upon positions.

2) The accumulation of all inherited factors that result from the current situations coupled with its collaboration has been consolidated by the absence of clear vision and precisely fixed objective that are emerging from public interest in which through it other interests are achieved…. Thus it had formed one of the most important reasons of self weakness of the parties and hindrance the collaboration of its effects.

3) What made the matter worse, and more weltered, was that even upon rare or occasional agreement at a certain phase on mutual objective, demands or position, it is done without setting down mechanisms or determining the means and tools that accomplish such objectives, demands or position, and without setting down the obligatory controls; therefore, the matter ends upon the issuing of the statement on agreed upon objectives, demands and position and the towage of what was issued without activation of what was agreed upon neither within the framework of the parties or in the society…. At the decisive moment the governing system will find its opportunity to disjoin the quo of those collaborated, and draw the one at a time; thus ending the incident that collaborated position was taken for, or demands made in that regard without accomplishing demand or position…. The experiment is repeated at each season, and at any incident and with combined names. The same name or new one and became a familiar matter that does not fear the governing system, and the people have no hope that it will achieve anything for them.

4) Accordingly, if the opposition system is able to proportionally surpass its accumulated omissions, personal or constructive, and was able to decrease the effects of hindrances placed by governing system, it will then be able to recover or in actual fact commence its qualification as an opposition system… and that will only come through:-

a- Its correct and real reading of local, regional and international changes.

b- Clear and correct definition of its future visions and short and long distance objectives.

c- Precise definition of mechanisms, means, tools of its movement and activity.

d- Its unprejudiced study of the factors of its destruction and disorder, courses of action and hereditarianism, mechanisms, means and tools, and to work hard towards its elimination or at least its reduction.

e- The heedful, and constructive reading of the situation of the governing system, its components, and its means and “requirements” which may result to affirm the fact that the governing system is in need more than the opposition system to conduct election whether local or parliamentary or presidential that is to reproduce the existing… and due to availability of factional press that has words and no deeds… as it is the only winner from beautification its external appearance, and in reproducing the existing situation in way that reflects on the outlook and the forms of legitimacy without the substance, while the opposition system and the people need elections that change the factual and not consolidating it… to result in the peaceful transfer of authority and not to an easy peaceful affirmation, consolidation and rooting of existing authority.

According to the above facts, and after ad dialogue with the late Garallah Omer, we took the initiative to forward a vision for the collaboration of opposition parties seven years ago, in which we defined the following: objectives – mechanisms – means – and tools. And forwarded that to the opposition parties and was published after submitting to Garalla Omer. We hoped to have a dialogue over that with opposition parties in order to reach a mutual vision. Unfortunately, many of the aforesaid factors prevented that happening…. Is it still a barrier?!! That is the question.

Chapter 1:
What does the Reform Contain?



And where does the Point of Procession Exists?

1. Preamble:

As cited above, it must have been clear that it is impossible to deliver any actual reforms at any side and any level without commencing in actual and deep political reform. In view of the fact that political will and decision of the government system constitutes the basic role in activation of the comprehensive reforms of all system of life in our society, in all economic, judicial, social, educational, cultural, informational, security, military, services and functional forms…etc.

The political process of the governing system, in our country and in under developing countries, with all its mechanisms and concepts, is still dominant on all other processes and system which is still remaining as a subordinate and servant to the political system that subjugates all the mechanisms, potentials, structures and the extrusion of those systems in order to strengthen, and uproot its control and domination on all joints of life including causing the fall of opposition, as part of the governing system which became in a narrow circuit of curtailment and marginalization after its exhaustion and confinement.

Most of those regimes succeeded though its control over all joints directly within the frame of authority and in different ways within the frame of private sector, in a way that made the livings of human and the means of their works, jobs, movements, and security a subject of acceptance, or rejection… stretching out… or constriction… by the ruling system.

This matter is not a Yemeni peculiarity… rather it is a peculiarity shared by most third world ruling system, even at varying ratios… Our country took the major share of that… having the cleverness to enwrap the actual situation by the infinite discourse on democracy, multiparty system, and free expression that our country has nothing of that save with images, and structures without spirit, trace, or action.

Prior to elaboration deeply on the details of the basis and mechanisms of the results of comprehensive reforms, impartiality calls on us to note that during the past twenty seven years of the life of the fifth Presidency of the Republic the following has been achieved:

a. Unification of land, which is important and pivotal achievement, though it had chronic and dangerous deterioration in the unity of man that should have constituted the protection fence of the unity of land.

b. Declaration of acceptance of democracy and multiparty system is another important achievement, even if it is not yet transferred into an effective mechanism and an active practice of peaceful transfer of authority… but instead it is used to strengthen what was and still existing; thus constitute ridicule to democracy and a mutilation. 

c. Undisputed development in communications, roads, and links between governorates and neighborhood countries of the Arabian Peninsular. 

d. Resolve of border disputes with Arab and African neighborhoods.

e. Ma’arib Dam – funded by the late Sheikh Zayed.

f. Oil extraction.

g. Declaration of “Aden” as a Free Zone Area, though the actual execution and development is not existing… and the laws of confiscation and nationalization are still in effect, and the spread of means of seizure and plundering of lands and public and private property by influential persons and the law of force that is in action… All that contributed and still contributing in disrupting social harmony and loss of confidence by investors.

h. Declaration of acceptance of local government authority, though the local parliaments have no actual legal authorities, and the selection of the governors, and director generals remains a central government authority. Even if the centre accepted their election, still the actual authorities are at the center.

i. Building an effective Army and Security… still it duty remain restricted on protecting the executive authority and not the society as unrest and fight between the components of society and crimes are spreading in a manner never been experienced before.

It is also fair to quote that President Saleh possesses a good deal of flexibility, sharpness, and tactical intelligence and over 26 year of experience in rule, generosity and tolerance, in matters that do not affect the absolute authority and executive power control… It is disturbed when he moves or pushed to the maximum level of assault and severity internally if he realizes or made to conceive that such actions will strengthen the hold or power and save the situation and interests and/or expand them.

Most of that could record bright pages in Yemen history… We are of the opinion truthfully and honestly that if the potentials have been directed at a firm political will to commence urgently on the actual comprehensive reforms, with seriousness, truthfulness, and devotion far from the habitual methods, and as per a transparent, and clear plan, that eliminates the ambient obstacles… it would have attracted all powers of benevolence and all categories of the nation, thus recording the brightest pages in Yemen history… Then there will be no place for repeated seasonal struggles between the regime and others or between other factions.

If the regime becomes dilatory and procrastinates and waits for situations that may assist in overstepping those reforms, or had someone to portray that for it, the regime will only be cheating itself, or being cheated by those portraying the same for it.
From here starts the expenditure or disburse the balance that has been achieved… and unfortunately this is what is happening… although some of this balances partially or nominally, has become a hospice to be repeated at every occasion until it become or about to be worn.

The public address campaign for several years, on the spread of state corruption, its ministers, governors, officers and officials has been arising astonishment and surprise. Who has brought them, and made them occupy such positions? And who continues to renew their period of office, and when terminated give them promotion to higher position allowing them to make greater corruption?? And; how is it allowed for continence of corruption that is known to all, and recognized by those declaring war on it from the highest bench of authority, and declaring their knowledge of those practicing it?! While such corruption can not continue unless it and its practitioners are of a strength that can never be put to an end. 

We are not saying that all those in power endure or encourage corruption, but in case ability for decreasing corrupt person and corruption has been lost…. Then what is in the hand of trodden compatriot who is being addressed, and complained to by the higher authorities of corruption and corrupt persons?!! This represent an exhaustion of the balance of what may have been achieved which is very little.

Therefore, in such a situation… no other alternative left except the move towards actual and serious comprehensive reforms, prior to exhaustion of what ever balance remaining.

In all cases… comprehensive reforms are coming inevitably… even if it had been hindered in previous stage; and no regime, that reaches the limit by its highest authority to describe itself and most senior caretakers as corrupt, can block the wheal of reforms and changes from circulation.

We say that and of our aspiration for the country and its future, and also on aspiration for all, in the forefront H.E. the President –we do not have any thing personal against any one– who still has the ability to save the country, himself and the nation higher costs, time, funds, opportunities, sufferings, and struggles that are repeated and continuing…etc for achievement of radical comprehensive reforms which has become inevitable and necessary…. And no way of blocking it or building on future circumstances that may arise and allow for the surpassing of the comprehensive reforms!!! The reforms are demand and urgent local and national necessity before, during, and after the phase of the first pole. The policy of betting on external balance of power has exhausted our country in order to save the Yemen case off deep and actual comprehensive reforms.

2. Characteristics of bases and mechanisms of envisage results of actual, deep and comprehensive reform
First: Decentralization of Government (System of State):
Historical and modern trials have proved that centralization of government, as per simple state system is the main factor for:

· Obesity, corruption and bureaucracy in the governing system.

· Hindering factor in development.

· Generator of political, economical and social overreach.

· Hate and alienation.

· Igniting flames of separatist disputes and clashes.

· Nursery and activation of any negative thinking pouring in or sluggish.  

This is more apparent deeply and forcefully in countries:

· Newly established.

· Method of integration.

· Diverse peculiarities.

· Accumulated struggles.

· Divisional history.

The trials of nations and characteristics of our time, its speedy movement and the importance of time for comprehensive reforms has set aside and displayed facts that are undisputed, confirming that the composite state system is the ideal for:

· Achievement of political, economical and social justice.

· Elimination of reasons of overreach.

· Putting end to divisional, separatist and clash disputes.

· Cementation of the unity of the country, geographically and organizationally.

· Unity of human and human affection.

· Diminish corruption.

· Prevention of obesity and bureaucracy.

·  Acceleration of movement of building and development of society.

· Rooting social feeling of compatriotism.

· Achieving security and stability.

· Raising the scale of factors prompting developments.

· Development and protection of mutual interests with others.

In this context, we have to comprehend the uncontested and indisputable fact that strengthening the unity of Yemen is a base for security, stability and development locally, and also a key to security and stability regionally… It is the base that will qualify our country to play an axial important role in this area and the world with disregard to the conflicting and agitating practices by some persons towards local separatist inclinations. There is no retreat on that base –Yemeni unity– and no violation… rather it is strengthening factor through the transformation into the system of a composite state which is today considered the most form of unity and unification… It is the only cure for chronic deterioration that tarnishes the unity of human race in our country which is a result of centralization and the accreditation of simple state system in a country that lived many ages without a single central state, and lived ages on divisional, sectored, tribal and separatist struggles, and sometimes ideological and theological… All that left heritage of roots and seeds for these divisions and ruptures that has been covered by the true and impassioned sentiments upon declaration of unity. Its growth is motivated by the practices, and is agitated by overreach and inflamed by centralization.

Any intellectual, well versed, well aware or an observer must be confident that the composite state system is the most advanced and solid unification system in its nature.., and that the advanced countries of the world or Third World countries that have made great strides in fields of advancement and development are based on the system of composite state… starting from the United States… through most advanced European countries…. to South Korean, Malaysia and India….etc. All of these countries are united and there is no separation in any of them, no even thinking of separation, and fear of it in the future. There is no in any of its frames… rather they have eliminated all factors of division and rupturing in addition to all obstacles, and restrains of social integration, and all obstructions of separation, and their nations have even over passed the thought of it or of its potential… They are countries; each has its one flag, one army, one prime minister, one central government, one parliament with two chambers system or one united chamber, one sovereignty, one anthem, one economic strategy, one external policy, and one supreme judiciary… and; in each governorate or province or state or district (different names) has its own local government with full authority and contributes to the general route of development of the country as per the general or local laws and regulations, without any contradiction, opposition, hindrance, or restrains… and the election of local parliaments and Headers of local government units is made accordingly… and the laws stipulate that full authority is given locally.

Therefore; the first base for the results envisaged from the political reforms is the system of composite state that is based on the local government system with full authority and that has an elected parliaments and Headers of its units by direct democratic free elections through List – PR (List Proportional Representation). We have forwarded our project for the law of local government system more than six years ago, including the study of electoral system pursuant to the List – PR. [attachments Ps.134, 177].

Second: System of Government:

The advanced world, or that which made great stride towards advancement, has three forms of governing systems… and also there are systems off this pretext in many Third World countries…

1] Full Presidency System: This is based on the President of the state who is the Head of the executive authority and without Prime Minister. The duty of the President includes the premiership of the government or the administration as is named in the United States of America… Therefore, the President is subject to criticism, accountability and trial in his capacity on the main responsible for the administration of the government… The most famous country following this system is the United States of America.

2] Full Parliamentary System: In which the absolute majority Party in the parliament takes government; or any coalition between the party with proportional majority Party and any other Parties (Legislative Authority); and the country is headed either by a King in a monarchy or President to be elected by Legislative Authority in general.

The President represents the country’s sovereignty and does not carry out executive assignments… therefore, the Prime Minister and/or members of his cabinet are accountable and being monitored by the parliament. The countries famous with this system are: United Kingdom, Germany, Holland, Belgium, Turkey, Malaysia, Spain and Israel.

3] Mixed Presidential System – Parliamentary: Having the President elected directly or indirectly by the people, and the Prime Minister, representing the parliamentary majority, share the executive authority, according to powers specified by the constitution and the laws of the country for each of them. In general, it is the Prime Minister who is responsible for aspects of sovereignty… i.e. Military and external politics and coordinates with the government… and the government is responsible for other executive matters. In many cases both the President and Prime come from two different Parties. The famous country following this system is France.

4] Fourth System: In the Third World countries, which have the President as the Chief of State in his capacity as the Supreme Head of the Executive Authority; and at the same time he appoints a Prime or Chief Minister to head the cabinet. The Head of State has broad executive authorities that exceed the authorities of the Prime Minister in general, and both are members of the same party unless the President appoints a person from outside his party and under pursuant to the program of his Party with Legislative Authority that has no actual effect.

The strange matter is that the person who is monitored and accountable to the parliament (Legislative Authority) is the Prime Minister who in actual fact does nothing without the direction of the Head of State.
5] Fifth System: In the Third World countries… where the Head of State may also occupy the Prime Minister post or appoints one with some authority and without any accountability for both. Such system in particular are making revisions and are posed trends establishing consultative councils or appointed parliaments and partially or fully elected. Yet it does not have any actual action, and either having consulting roles or posses some legislative authorities pursuant to balance of power with strings held by the Head of State.

WHAT IS THE SUITABLE SYSTEM FOR OUR COUNTRY?

The aforesaid where governing system currently is force world wide. We are of the opinion that we have to carefully study what is suitable for our country from the first three systems that is based on actual democratic basis…

a) We are of the opinion that the mixed system is not suitable for our country… because the boundary drawing the authorities between the Head of State and Prime Minister and its enforcements is not functional in a country like ours…. And the lack of accountability has been proven. And the legislative authority has been marginalized… and it has no trace in any case, and it has no power even to compel the government to execute its obligations.

b) The full presidential system will succeed in our country if it is executed within the frame of actual and serious separation of powers… and the acceptance of establishment of a composite state system, and separation of civil service from the government and abandoning any influence or effect on it… and cancellation of official media… and establishing an independent strong judicial system, with valid sentences and has its prestige and respect that is not less than that of the Head of State and its executive authority. Then it would be possible to adopt the presidential system similar to that of the United State of America, when we at the same time accredit the composite state system and separate its other authorities i.e. judicial, legislative…etc. which is a flexible and advance system and offers broad authorities to the Head of States… governed by commitment to law and the standards of democratic process and transparency and subjected to criticism and accountability.

c) The parliamentary system provides for strict control and accountability system for the government, and at the same time, offers full executive authorities… it is also suitable if we adopt the decentralization government system pursuant to the composite state system.

All those system in general depend on the actual separation of authorities… and separation of civil service and media from the government, and accredit the composite state system.

In the absence of actual balance and equilibrium between categories and between areas of the country in the political ,economical ,social and  development fields ,any talk on democracy, liberties, human rights, transparency and abandon extremism with all its forms, and on achievement of security, stability, development, and the positive role for our country in the area and the world, caring and exchange interests with others…etc, will be unproductive talk, effective less and no impact; it will be a waste of time and effort, and a subject to backwardness and ignition factor to extremism, violence, terror, struggles and agitation of factors of rupturing and splintering. The required balance can never have absolute positive existence without clear constitutional definition that accredit the “composite state system” – decentralization – and presidential government or parliamentary.
Some persons may say that such regimes that are based on such systems have made great strides that took centuries. We say that they could not have achieved what they have possessed factors of financial and scientific advancement if not for adoption of those mechanisms and accredit those bases since their first democratic growth, and continued to do so, and still continuing to develop the tools and means that allow their mechanisms to accompanying the advancement and progress in different fields. It is not true that it took them centuries to determine the bases and proceedings. Also those mechanisms, means and tools of democracy are alien to them, and we do not have to repeat their previous experiments but to start from the point of their end, and adapt the tools and means that suit our abilities and capabilities.

Other may say that democracy is a culture, discipline and ethics; and we should discipline ourselves and our generation on that!!! We say that democracy is a mechanism that regulates proper relations between human, and its foundation is based on instinctive matters –Allah created humans to adore– i.e. liberties, justice, equality, affiliation, rights and obligations. In Malaysia, it did not take them to assimilate its basis and its adaptation except several years, and then they embarked within several years to accomplish astonishing progress while we have been calling for democracy for more than half a century… and the authority declared its acceptance 14 years ago, and this period was enough to set a model. India which became the world largest democracy is not in a better situation than us from the points of the consciousness, culture and living standard of its people, but the diversity of its society in religion, languages, races, divisions, illiteracy and poverty was not a barrier against founding a democratic experiment and a technological revival.

The amazing situation is that we take all what comes to us whether it is wretched or fleshy and require discipline and training to acquire skills for using it properly, and also take what comes to us of modern technology that we are only primitively skilled to consume it without any serious attempt to absorb and command. We did not rationalize this consumption until we firstly command it and maintain the means and tools we are using, but went on importing the latest products, and there is no problem in that, but if we build on the eloquence that others have surpassed us in centuries, why do not we take their old products and gradually import the modern products on a span of time!! Yet when the matter is pending on instinctive rights of people being overwhelmed by influential people, and made themselves trustees on people non of them is less qualify than them, we find others who turn up to judge that we are not qualified to take care of our own matter, and that our people require discipline, and “democratic” culture, prior to their practice of their instinctive right in liberty and democracy!! How would they acquire proficiency prior to enabling them to practice the same!!? And who assigned the people of this eloquence as trustees on the people to judge their disqualification!! And from where do they have and qualification to issue such judgments?!! How can our people be unable of what other people have done; while until very recent time, it was more backward, less cultural, and more poorer and divisional than ours!!? Here one important question arises: Does not those processing the affairs of people, far from the condition of liberty, and true democracy and accountability need culture, discipline, and ethics to qualify him to accomplish the conditions of establishing proper, thorough and just rule… and qualify him to determine and measure the so-called gradual process!!? The logical answer is: Those who assume the ruling affairs in these methods are those who require more enlightenment and discipline on the proper and rational ruling affairs that with certainly lead them –if available– to the speedy acceptance of the deep comprehensive reforms being forwarded.

Here another person may say that they have acquired vast experience that has qualified and refined them… Here also it is necessary to recognize that, if that experience leads them to assimilate the pressing necessary of the actual reforms, they will surely make the cost of such reforms far lower and its execution process more easier and faster.

But if they reject and procrastinated, then a big exclamation mark will be raised on the vast experience, they acquired, and it will throw heavy shadow on the nature of such expertise, and the culture of government they have acquired, and whether it forms a positive factor enabling them to contribute in reforms or it is a factor of hindrance for reforms?!! If such vast expertise forms a hindrance factor for the success of a partnership in reform, will that qualify them to continue in solitude at this decisive stage of the universal procession of development, and is it just a one year experience just repeated itself for many years, and will lead them and the country to the disaster of fragmentation and struggles? From our side we will be happier if their expertise leads them to embrace the pressing necessity and the inevitability for reforms. 

Third: Legislative Authority:
Since the first year of unity declaration, in 1990, we have forwarded the system of two chambers houses, a House of Deputies and Consultancy House; and held a seminar on this system and its suitability to the situation of our country, in Sana’a, the Capital City. Politicians from the government, nongovernmental, and academics participated. Dr. Mohammed Abdulmalik Almutawakel presented a paper in this matter.

Our Party was the only party that quoted the above system in its electoral program in 1993, and continued to do so on different occasions and quoted the same in our literates.

Unfortunately, the two chambers system was adopted in a premature and with mechanism, tools, composition and power that do not achieve any actual true additions. Accordingly a Consultative Council was made beside the House of Representatives, and we will summarize our view on this system from the points of objectives, basis, standards, powers and mechanisms, and what has been prematurely done and the abortion of the actual objectives of this system:-
1- Objectives and Basis for Establishing a Consultative Council (or what ever name it is given):-
a) To form one of the mechanisms for popular representation, for local units in the decision making institutions in the center.

b) To form one of the power balance mechanism in the political, economical and social interests at the center level.

c) To form a mechanism for maximum utilization of higher level of scientific qualification and expertise in legislative authority as it is part of it.

2- Standards of Membership:-
a) Determining the minimum scientific qualification (the scientific standards for the House of Representatives is that a member should not be illiterate); or

b) A minimum period of years of experience to indicate his qualification and his impartiality; or

c) The member should be of known positive background intellectually, scientifically, politically, economically or socially; and

d) Not ages than thirty years of age.

e) Equal representation for higher level of local government units… and revision of the division of local units, in order that it does not just sanction the population standard else… but should also add to it the geographical, economical and social standards.

3- Authorities:-
a) Forming an important part of the legislative authority.

b) Determination of authorities for each of the chambers in the field of legislation, follow up, control and accountability.

c) Determination of joint authorities for both chambers with joint mechanism for decision making in some main cases… and the joint session should be headed by the Vice President.

d) In our project for constitutional amendments, we quoted the general lines for the required authorities.

4- Mechanism of Selection of Consultative Council Member:
a) The council should have no less than 111 members, and each local government unit of the higher level shall have equal representation.

b) Compatriots of each local government unit shall elect their representatives in the consultative council through the List Proportional Representation (List – PR). We have forwarded a comparative study on this system that proves its suitability for our country [attachment P.177].

c) The President of the Republic shall appoint ten members in the first council pursuant to the membership criteria, in a manner that consolidates the objectives and basis of the establishing the council.

For comparison purpose, we will summarize the objections, basis, standards, authorities and mechanism of selection that the current Consultative Council creation was based on, with appreciation and respects to all its members.

1] Objectives and Basis:
a- Contains and satisfies previous members of the House of Representatives who lost their seats for one reason or the other. Also Ministers, governors and ambassadors who were not included in the list of appointments in the executive authority upon each change or ministerial reshuffle or any reallocation move of government and ambassadors.

b- Contains and satisfies some political leaders in the opposition who accepted that.

c- Contains and satisfies some social figures, or senior state employees, civil or military who have been referred to pension.

2] Standards of Membership:-
No clear determination of standards… even if called on media “to utilize expertise” and even if the saying is true that some of them have acquired experience in office, but it did not lead to the success of the executive or legislative authorities that they were occupying… and it could be attributed to the fact that the general system and mechanism of the State did not allow any of them to achieve success.

3] Authorities:-
No absolute authority on any decision. And the duties of the Council is not more than that of the counselors of the Presidency of the State… rather some of this counselors in the State Presidency have more influence because they pursue assignments on daily basis, and posses opportunity daily outlets the convey their advises and leak their influence.

In regard to the Consultative Council, its assignment is to provide advice to the State Presidency in matter that the Presidency requires advice while the Council has no decision or commitment at all except for the administrative laws of its sessions.

4] Mechanism of Selection of Members of the Council:
a- The determination substratum of the Council members, yet no commitment towards that is made, and the door was remained open for new appointments form Ministers, Governors, senior State officers and Ruling Party Officers whenever they become ex Ministers, Governors or employees or ex officers.

b- The President of the Republic shall appoint all members of the Council and adds them whenever he deems that.

IN SHORT: The current Consultative Council represents an enlarged portrait and embodiment of the total democratic process… that create structures and patterns that have no content, impact or effect in anything.

Fourth: Mechanisms of Democratic Process:-

The reform of mechanism of democratic process is construed one of the most important basis of political reforms… objectively, systematically, constitutionally and legally.

1] Objectives:-
a) Accomplish the broad popular contribution in decision and administration affairs of the country.

b) Accomplish the actual balance in political, economical, and social and services interests…etc. between all areas, categories and sections.

c) Circulation of values of freedom and justice entirely.

d) Circulation of equality in rights, duties, equal, opportunities, abolition of any discrimination on basis of area, racial, sectarian, factional or any bases of sex…etc.

e) Achieve the principle of the peaceful transfer of power. 

f) Effective control and accountability of the executive authority… granting and canceling confidence.

g) Drawing up, discussing and ratifying of laws and legislation. Also study, discuss and validate accords signed between the executive authority and others, and amending or rejecting what is deemed necessary to be amended or rejected.

h) Discuss the programs and plans of the executive authority, and made necessary ratification in a way that achieves the higher interest of the country, land and man.

2] Systems:-
a) As cited above, the Composite State System is to be accredited as the most advanced and ideal system for the situations of our country being anti-divisional, imbalance, achieve balance, stability and development. Our Party has previously forwarded a draft law for local government [attachment P.133].

b) Adaptation of Parliamentary Government System or Presidential pursuant to the elaboration above.

c) As stated above, two chamber councils shall be accredited pursuant to the objectives, standards and authorities cited above.

d) It has been proven that the individual electoral system does not suite the situations in our country, and does not lead to the expansion of contribution, and does not participate in achieve balance which constitutes the most important axis for peace, stability and development… This system does not achieve the envisaged development in the nascent democracy, and its results do not reflect the actual representation of compatriots. From our studies on human trials of electoral systems, and the vision of prominent intellectuals like Dr. Sa’adeddin Ibrahim; we found that what we have founded more than twelve years ago on the adaptation of List Proportional Representation (List – PR) is the ideal system to achieve the objectives of the democratic process in our country, which may contribute to its development (our Party has submitted its scientific study and its vision on this matter in the seminar held in Sana’a since three years ago [attachment P.177].

e) The electoral list has experienced many breaches that violates the election process… even after its reconsideration prior to the last election, as a result of the raise of voices calling for elimination of forgery, distortion and violations that contained that election, such reconsideration did not eliminate anything of significance, rather what was eliminated had many more substitutes added to it. Therefore, it is necessary to re-register, control and correct all electoral lists pursuant to mechanisms and tools that prevent its repetition.

f) The deprivation of million of immigrants in Arab Gulf States and South East Asia, East Africa, Europe and United State of America and other areas from this constitutional electoral rights, and insistence on this deprivation can not be accepted or justified. It should be mandatory to keep precise registration of the electoral lists in the countries of immigration pursuant to a mechanism that does not allow embassies to practice violations and breaches, taking into consideration that Yemen compatriots are legally permitted to carry another nationality. Therefore, those holding another nationality is not deprived them from their original nationality and also their electoral right.

3] Constitutionally and Legally:-

The constitution and the laws are in need of necessary amendments to assimilate those required political reforms, and it is necessary to make the required amendments as follows:

b) Matters pending to State System (Decentralization).

c) Matters pending to Governing System.

d) Matters pending to Electoral System.

e) Important of stipulation on the peaceful transfer of power, democracy and liberties.

f) Importance of stipulation that the absolute majority party in the Legislative Authority shall assume power, form government and select its members; and when there is no absolute majority for any party, the proportional majority party shall form a coalition government with another party or other parties, or independent figures, so that such coalition constitute absolute majority, and accordingly assume formation of the government… and when the proportional majority party fails to form a coalition government, the second party in the number of seats in the legislative authority shall form the coalition government.

g) Matters pending to the independence of judiciary system and separation between authorities.

h) Matters pending to economy, education, independence of media and civil service, extremism of thinking or in the name of religion, natural resources, maintenance of private and public properties…etc. (attached our draft project for constitutional amendments P.209).

Fifth – Civil Service:-

1) The executive authority controls the civil service, its laws, bylaws, appointments, promotion, remunerations, transfer, punishment, and termination through the Minister of Civil Service which is controlled by the government of the Ruling Party which transferred the official position, in the institutions, organizations of the Executive Authority and public and mixed sector institutions to a tool deploying the control of the governing Party and its members, and a tool of incitement, intimidation, direction and exploitation in the electoral process on the level of the State or local governments. It has also developed methods that subjugate the electoral votes, and forging the records of electoral list and endorse it to the Ruling Party. Such methods are developed in each new election campaign to guarantee the reproduction of the same results of each election campaign.

2) Our Party has realized since the inception of unity the importance of separation of civil service from the domination and control of any Ruling Party, and called for the necessary of separation of civil service from the government, and establishment of National Independent Commission for civil service governed by laws, and subject to the control of Legislative Authority and accountable to the judiciary system and has no relation to the transfer of power, nay control over its performance or guidance to the government. It is necessary to stipulate that constitutionally and draft a new civil service law accordingly. (We will draft a law for civil service pursuant to the reform project).

Sixth – Information:-

1) The availability of official media and the control of the executive authority on the official mean of media audio-visuals, and readable construed one of the most factors of absenting the equal opportunities. The Ruling Party owns and operates the means of media, the sole and effective, all the days of the year, and provides other parties very limited space that does not exceed one audio or visual hour, and one readable page for one time only prior to election, while the promotional campaign for the Ruling Party and its symbols fully preoccupied around the clock all days of the year. This construed the main factor in the formation and deformation of consciousness of the compatriots in each governorate, city and village. It also subjugate all that to the Ruling Party, its symbols and candidates, while the party media is restricted on the weekly newspapers that the parties have no potentials to develop or distribute on the level of the State according it has no trace what so ever.

2) Therefore, since 12 years ago we have raised in our program in 1993 the necessity of abolishing the official media, and starting to disconnect it from the domination and subjugation of the Ruling Party. We called for the creation of an independent corporation for Radio and Television, subjected to law and monitored by the Legislative Authority and accountable to judicial authority in preparation for its transformation into a private sector enterprise with 50% of its holding to be assigned to its employees and the outstanding are to be sold. We also suggested that the way should be paved for the establishment of private Radio and TV stations and the transfer of official press into private joint stock companies with 50% of its holdings assigned to its employees and divided between them as per a rate to be determined by law.

3) The above should be stipulated in the constitution and law regulating this matter has to be formulated accordingly. (This matter deals with our project for amendments constitutionally, and we will prepare a draft law corresponding to it).

Seventh – Armed Forces and Security:-

a. What is happening is an overreach of the governing laws and regulations… and all appointments, promotions, remunerations, changing of positions and places, pensioning off and terminations are subject to the will of the Ruling Party and his subjugation of these vital and effective institutions; and utilizing them in elections through its transportation and positioning to form an outweigh factor in the electoral constituencies. Also they are moved from one electoral constituency to another, on the Election Day, as well as from one polling station to another so that many of its members can cast their votes several times in the polling stations in each constituency and different electoral constituencies in each governorate, rather in different governorates using multiple electoral cards for each person. Also the exploitation of its authority and influence, to instigate and intimidate simple compatriots who constitute the majority of our nation; all that consolidate the re-production of the election results in previous election terms. Thus the responsibility on those violations lays on the Executive Authority which exploits the members of those institutions by instigation and intimidation, and capitalizing on the deteriorated living situation suffered by our people of whom those institutions form an integral part of its pattern and share the same suffering. 

b. From that point, we presented in our program of 1993 practical remedies for that matter… and summarized in that the members of those institutions should cast their votes in their locations and barracks under the supervision of impartial electoral committees. And each individual shall cast his vote in boxes pertaining to the original governorates and directorates they originally belong to; and candidates shall be allowed to visit such locations and barracks in person, with their programs to enlighten the members of those institutions on methods and means of casting their votes and to assure then that each individual is free on his vote and the confidentiality of that is guaranteed.

c. It is imperative that these institutions with all their branches shall be transferred into professional institutions far from involvement in political parties’ rivalry competition; rather it is the protectors of the country and nation and the guardians of the constitution, laws and the democratic process. Therefore, it is necessary to make controls, regulations and mechanisms to avoid its exploitation and utilization as a party or a supporter for a party in the political process competition as it will pose a threat to democracy and restrain its development.

d. Caring for its members educationally, knowledgably, ethically, disciplinary, financially and morally.

e. Aspiration that it should represent the national spectrum without discrimination or prejudice; and to observe this matter in giving equal opportunities in its colleges, institutes, foreign scholarships, assignments, responsibilities, authorities, promotions and movements.

Chapter II
Human Rights:

· The portrayal of the question of human rights belated by, as related to other questions here, is not because of its insignificance but, on the contrary, because it is the heart of the matter for it is associated with all of the aforementioned political, economic, judicial and security – related affairs as well as tribal issues, women – rights, education, health, environment, energy, water, poverty and unemployment…etc. The focus of this report is to enhance the life of man, who had been honored by God in his Holiest scripture. 

· Freedom and human rights, in its comprehensive meaning, dignity, safeguarding of man, namely, his religion, person, home, property, honorable marital life, mental faculty, psychiatric condition, livelihood, work, education, knowledge, action and / or inaction, his complete security, and mobility in this life and the Day after, all these are uppermost rights of man. Man covers both sexes because male and female are partners in their human affiliation and partners in human rights.

· Human Rights organizations must take interest in all above aspects and not only in politics and security. And we value the efforts of non-governmental Human Rights organizations in our country, and its international counterpart establishments.

· With our due respect to the Ministry of Human Rights and its she-Minister in our country, who apparently tries to alleviate human sufferings though to no avail, and with our due respect to the state-appointed Human Rights Commission and its members, there is no choice but to question their ability to perform their mission independently from those who had appointed them? And from whom they would protect human rights? And who is responsible for human rights violation other than the very regime that had set up the Ministry and the Commission. So the regime should cease violating and insulting humans and would need no cosmetic that beautifies nothing.

Excerpts of the Amnesty International Report:

(The state shunned guaranties warranted by the Yemeni Law System against unspecified imprisonment). (Torture thriving continues and resulted in at least one person dead in detention and no independent inquiries were carried out in these violations as far as Amnesty International is concerned).

Report of Amnesty International on Sept. 24, 2003 included the following paragraphs:

(The state’s political rhetoric, in addition to security forces judiciary-controls scornful actions, created a climate of fear in the civil community ranks, which had been remarkably progressing to enforce positive changes in the domain of human rights. At the beginning, this community reverted to silence in the face of this flagrant contempt to the accomplishment achieved by Yemen as relevant to human rights in the past years. This silence culminated in facilitating the emergence of insistent intimidation of the pressmen)… (Security policies applied by the State in the heels of Sept. 11 attacks represent dangerous retreat on its previous positive commitments, and backing away from its obligations stipulated in the International Conventions on Human Rights, which include clause (1) 9 of the International Covenant on Civil and Political Rights that states, “everyone has the right to liberty and security of person. No one shall be subjected to arbitrary arrest or detention. No one shall be deprived of his liberty except on such grounds and in accordance with such procedure as established by law”)… (And in several areas throughout the country, police in uniform or secret units, drag one from one’s home or one’s work in the afternoon or early in the evening without disclosing why or where they are taking him to)… (Numerous legal restrictions on free expression facilitated the appearance of typical intimidation of pressmen and critics of State’s policies)… (Mass arrest, detention or expulsion, supported by political rhetoric of high-level government officials, portraying the targeted persons by security forces as “terrorists”, resulted in a climate of fear. That climate aggravated by expanding the circle of fear on a wide scale, namely the fear of military attack or economic sanctions against the country. In the face of such fear, the citizens found no choice but to stick to silence in front of the security forces harsh assault against human rights).

CHAPTERIII
Outlines - Extremism Question

· Extremism as a concept, a trend or a conduct must result into a countering concept, trend or conduct.

· Religious extremism in Europe, in the middle ages, obstructed knowledge and (knowledgeable) scholars based on sayings that support the Church to manipulate any renovation in all fields and trends of life. However, such manipulation, or rather monopoly, precipitated counter movement against religion and a revolution ensued against the Church and its political regime, which on one hand supported the Church and on the other hand, was dominated by the Church. This revolution generated scientific renaissance along with materialistic thought, which eventually divided into Capitalist Secularism camp, and Communist thought camp. Both camps took hostile stance towards religion, based on their medieval bitter heritage and feudal experiences in Europe. The Secularism camp survived the Communism camp, collapsed and almost perished.

· During same phase the medieval and backwardness era in Europe, the world of Islam had been prospering in resplendent civilization reaping fruit of science and basking in high ethical values, and the Muslim scholars who had been leading the flourishing civilization, scientific, and ethical life, sailed through wealth of jurisprudence under political Islamic systems.

· This proves that the Church, with its deviating perspective at that time, its monopoly of authority and its abusing religious practices, hindered development. Religion was unduly made the scapegoat. The evidence supporting this is demonstrated by the eventual output in the past two centuries:

1- The regimes of Capitalist perspectives are based on democracy, freedom and human rights, succeeded and survived to date and achieved great strides in economy, technology and materialistic aspects but gave in to ethical decadence and family disintegration despite ostensible respect for religion, Church and worshipping. And Europe, therefore, witnessed brutal religious and sectarian war fares, some of which are ongoing. Lately, the West harnessed religious calls and trends, considered by some as extremist, and acquired authority and decision-making in the most powerful and advanced countries of the West motivating them ethically, spiritually and morally to entrench and prevail.

2- Meanwhile, the Communist trend, which was based on central democracy framework and on dictatorship of the working class, with absolute anti-religious policies, had failed and collapsed within a short period despite its technological achievements in armaments, heavy industries and space journeys.

· History therefore teaches us that:

1) Civilization success and survival hinge on affiliation to religion (e.g. Capitalist civilization in America and Europe, Islamic civilization, Roman civilization, Greek civilization, Persian civilization, Ancient China civilization, Egyptian civilization during Pharaohs’ rule, Babylon civilization, and Indian civilization, all those civilizations had been in a way or another related to religion.)

2) Disengagement from religion shortens the life span of civilization not withstanding its achievement of scientific materialistic advancement (e.g. the Communist States and many of the Ancient civilizations that had no association with religion ceased to be in a relatively very short time.).

3) Tolerance and fairness represented in religion’s concepts and provision, in addition to its accommodation to experimental science, universal science, human thought and ethical values, would result even longer life to civilization. Such civilization would outweigh, but not shy away, others and would speedily accommodate and stimulate preceding civilizations and therefore renew itself as long as it adhere to it legacy and cope with other – (Islamic civilization as an example).

=
This deduction is concluded all the way in all civilizations of man.

Extremism in the name of Islamic religion occurs and grows as a result of one of two primary causes:

1- Inadequate reading and erring understanding of the religious provisions as well as inclining to extremity in contradiction to the right concepts of religion which are based on love, kindness, tolerance fairness and preservation of the indispensable essentials of mankind: religion, person, honorable marital life, wealth (provided that the right of the poor guaranteed) and mind. 

      2- Evolution of anti-religious extremism which motivates certain quarters to raise    banner of religious extremism that is unsubstantiated by divine tenets. 

As to anti-religion extremism, it also occurs as a result of two primary reasons:

1) The growing of religious extremism that adopts concepts, which has no actual relevance of any religion. Such extremism restricts the thought and obstructs development (Groups raising Islamic banner and accusing others of infidelity. The Church raising Christian banner in the Middle Ages). 
2) Erring reading and cloning of concepts directions born and grown in other societies as a response to either extremism in the name of religion or extremism because of social grievances (Secularist – anti-religion – radicalism and Communism).

In our country, Yemen, extremism in the name of Islam is an exotic brand as well as new and has no roots in our history. On the contrary, our scholars had been known for their tolerance, fairness, affection and ability to co-exist with others throughout history. Because of their knowledge, modesty and selflessness which overwhelmed the hearts and minds of South East Asians, Srilankans, some of Indians and East Africans for their tolerant tranquil way of life.

How Extremism in the name of Islam evolved in our Country:
1- Extremism-prone ways and concepts in the name of Islam but were out of context, failed to spread or cut deep in our country despite several attempts over the past centuries. At its peak, it managed in the absence of moderate deeply rooted system, to spread in limited areas and over a limited period. So far, 11 centuries has passed and the main stream of Islam, which was based on correct understanding of religion as authenticated by ascertained narration, prevailed and rid away the extremist process.

2- However, in our contemporary history, at the start of the fifties, anti-religion extremism sneaked gradually and gained momentum by the end of the sixties and after it, due to many political, international, regional and local factors. It weakened the tolerant moderate system and eliminated most scholars and obliterated religious enlightenment.

3- Anti-religion extremism intensified, renouncing faith and waged full-scale war in the media and education fields using ruthless internal security forces as well as external support from international powers. Many analysts believed that the hostile agents had achieved their aim. But the Islamic system, despite its modesty and tolerance, and the scholars of such deep-rooted system focused on educating and rearing young students secretly in their homes. Some scholars managed to travel abroad and they patronized large throngs of teenagers and men who were as knowledgeable as modest and well mannered and who shunned extremism and/or political activity, let aside vying for power. 

4- Islamic movement, in our country at that time, and schools of knowledge, which had been established to propagate tolerance, had confronted extremism and protected areas of North Yemen that were not dominated by anti-religion trends, and they finally prevailed.

5- However, violent anti-religion extremism bred fertile ground for counter process in the name of religion that was adopted by many people. Upon the Soviet occupation of Afghanistan and Jihad proclamation against this aggression many Muslims young men joined the ranks of Jihad that had legitimate bedrock. Afghans as well as Islamic figures consolidated to make Afghanistan a launching ground of extremism in the name of Islam and attracted sincere as well as innocent young men who had been rejecting practices in their country and so they joined fighters in Afghanistan, where extremism-prone leaders polarized them.

6-   Following the ebb of the anti-religion extremism, the other extremism in the name of religion intensified and toughened and the state (in Yemen) provided catalyst by using religion in its political competition for power. That explains why this current of extremism acquired formidable capabilities of funds, weapons and investments, and therefore our country became a haven and polarization center for religious extremism and attracted many leading characters and members of this current of different nationalities.

7- As is known, any extreme current would not surge and consolidate in the absence of enemy or foe, so it started creating different types of animosity at every stage:

a. They initiated their campaign against Islamic foundations of historical roots and against followers of respected schools of thought that are based on deep knowledge and have jurisprudence legacy and cultural tradition such as Shafei School (Mazhab) – Zaidi School of thought – a splinter of Hanafi School of thought and Ismaeli Sect in Haraz. All these were slurred with infidelity accusation and blasphemy or viewed as astray and dissidents of the religion streamline.

b. Hostility also targeted repenting ex-anti-religion persons who, instead of being welcomed to the fold of faith, were harshly treated to the degree of branding them as infidels. Hostility had not spared even state authority that had been, at times, utilizing this extremist current for political or pragmatic reasons. 

8-  As anti-terrorism campaign intensified, the Islamic movement and its pulsating current showed that they were distancing themselves of the extremist elements who were terrorism-prone and who had been in past stages, part of the movement organization.

9- The movement is now trying to elevate to prominence new tactful political characters that have the insight and capability to tackle issues at different stages regionally and internationally.

10- Nevertheless, the antagonizing and crude religious extremism had reverberated through the following arenas:

a. Some of those anti-religious ideologues reverted to their old ideas and expressed their direct or indirect rejection in debates or in writings which is but natural as they are subconsciously defending their past. They back out of confessing that they had been deviating. In political activity this is a superficial attitude indicating grave weakness in their ability to innovate, change, and develop. It also indicates obsession with the past misconceptions and inability to disengage themselves from its stark fallacies.

b. Another section, though very limited, of the elites viewed religious extremism as a hindrance to modernization and development. This is true, except when they try to heap this fault on Islam as a whole that is one-sided reading of Islam. Narrow thinking pushed them to couple Islam with extremism or to derive their verdict from fundamentally hostile studies on Islam. They rushed to put Islam in the shoes of the medieval Church. Islam, conceptually and practically, as well as its civilization and life span cannot be cast in the mould of the medieval Church. The scientific and just judgment on any creed, thought or culture will be flawed if it is based on far-fetched observations, irrelevant exceptions, misconception of hostile parties or depending on conflicting cultures and alien values. In other cultures, we never encounter, save queer opinions, views of researchers who judge their heritage based on the studies of their enemies. We fail to find specialists of such cultures who only magnify defects and flaws of their legacy and/or culture, which are incompatible with the fundamentals and values of that culture.

c. Other reaction in the name of religion is burgeoning since some time, which has the following views:

1- Religious currents in Yemen, tolerant, moderate and deeply rooted as they are, do not condone violence or clash.

2- Violent-prone extremism in the name of religion of strict process, known as Salafi new movement, does not restrict its attacks on the existing religious systems within intellectual arena, but it possesses the capabilities of action and is enforcing them.

3- It is not restricting its assault within debate limits but it is dangerously scoffing at large portions of the society on divisive and discriminating lines.

4- Such posture, agonizing as it maybe, does not justify the countering reaction from the new-coming trend in the name of the Shiite of Al-Ithnaasharic School of thought – in our opinion.

5- As the regime indulged in dispute and clash, whether political or military against the new-coming Salafi trend it simultaneously encouraged and financed the other new-coming trend in our country. It welcomed the opportunity and invested regime’s encouragement to have action capabilities. When the authorities decided to cut it to size and subdue it, an opportunity emerged for those who wanted to entangle the regime in confrontation against the Shiite new-coming trend. Sa’ada events are not in line with His Excellency the President’s modus operandi of tackling crises. Force ostensibly prevailed but new wounds opened, which we hope that all concerned would contribute in its remedy. State and society should cooperate, side by side, to cure these wounds before being incited or left to inflame and poison our society or set fire to it. We pray to God to prevent such catastrophe. However, such events gave a lesson not to invoke religion in political conflicts or utilizing clashes of extremist groups, pitting one against another, or entangling them against an outside party in the game of political compromise. Religion in its reality is a creed and using it or using its extremist groups in politics would burn all of us in this life and the Day-after as well.

11- What would be the role of other political parties, elites and key figures in rectifying the extremism in the name of religion?

((What we present here is not intended to deride, accuse or exonerate anybody. It is our point of view laid down here as transparent and as objective as possible with the intent of comprehending our current state of affairs as they are without make-up, flattery, recrimination or abusing. No offense is meant. On the contrary, we have compassion for any party, group or individual whatever their standpoint towards us is. And when we point out to their mistakes, we similarly point out to our mistakes and probably we have negative aspects which we do not notice and would be happy and grateful if others informed us about it and helped us to get rid of it)).

The role of the political forces and protagonists, including us, has split to two sections: -

a) Some of us tried to benefit of extremism-prompted clashes of all shades using primitive or irresponsible methods such as:

1- Taking side with one party against another.

2- Encouraging supporters and promoting relevant guidelines.

3- Benefiting politically, morally or materialistically of those clashes.

4- Using inflammable issues in the local Arab or international arenas to incite extremism.

5- Widening the gap between opponents.

6- Justification write-ups for extremist practices.

7- On the other face of the coin, counter-write-ups against extremism which result in stubbornness and bring about deeper extremism. Politics interferes to prove the credibility of an opposing other extremism.

8- Encouraging or at least promoting any instable situation or confusion to baffle the regime without realizing the repercussions that could happen as a result of miscalculation or reactions against regime.

9- Rash conclusions on events, without checking its background and causes, to score political points or acquire partisan gains for an individual or for a party.

b) Some of us, as parties and protagonists, did not exert worthwhile efforts:

1- To intellectually oppose extremism.

2- To communicate and debate with supporters of extremism to dissuade or deflate their radicalism or at least know their reasons and justifications. Whatever line they adhere to, they are our compatriots. (The blame does not apply to the Committee of Scholars, headed by Judge Hamoud Al-Hattar, who is exerting appreciated effort, though limited because of its limited formation to tackle emergent events).

3- To immune society against this dangerous disease.

4- To cooperate in laying down intellectual mechanism to deflate extremism and eventually eradicate it. Extremism, as is known, is new in our society and we must not allow it to cut deep into it.

5- To consolidate our efforts, under the direction of well-versed scholars, erudite elites of political, social, economic, educational and press capabilities in order to separate proper tolerant Islam from religious extremism and cutting to size radicalism and its motives, nourishment, incitation, ignorance of truthful religion or exploitation through misconception and misperception.

All this happens as a result of weakness in personal understanding or partisan enlightenment or inability to continue communication or because of subjective inertia or because of misreading the consequences of this extremism leading to dangers and disasters on all. Or because of leaning on authorities or vengeance on the regime considering it has a hand in cultivating extremism, or finally because everybody is busy with his own day-to-day problems.

However, we must laud some writers and journalists who tried its best to tackle this dangerous and complicated situation but through individual initiatives and not with a national comprehensive program.

Why all this elaboration on the question of extremism and specifically the one in the name of religion in the context of Comprehensive Reforms program?

Elaboration is made for highlighting the following topics: -

1) The dangers we are facing.

2) The great significance and top priority of the comprehensive reforms.

3) The dangers of all types of extremism.

4) The importance of discretion and taking enough time before making a decision or issuing a verdict.

5) The importance of scrapping prior concept, and to make thorough, deep and partial study of any set forth ideas regardless of its source and concerning any question. Human issues had not reached absolute or final solutions, barring essentials that we had previously discussed. 

To sum up we have the following out lights: -

Firstly:

Extremism in any process, trend or issue from any quarter, is dangerous and destructive and collides with human intrinsic faculty and is against good qualities of man and against his mortal, spiritual and mental ingredients.

This applies to extremism even if it was peaceful in process, thought, trend let alone arrogant using argument or violent extremism, using weapons. When it emerges peacefully its radical or self-glorifying it claims infallibility and dub others –any others– with invalidity, forgery and wrongdoing. It ends in marginalizing excluding the other and eradicating its thought and its existence.

Secondly:

Any attempt to create prejudice on the lines of jurisprudence schools of thought (Mazhab) by any party is repugnant and leads to extremism. Mazhabs in Islam had evolved as a result of extensive scientific research and provided great knowledge and jurisprudence that could not be so magnificent without diversification in the horizons of thought based on written material and verification of accurate and inaccurate narrations. It indicates the open-mindedness of scholars who had encouraged research and deduction to reach new concepts for new situations. They corrected as well as updated changing affairs within a framework of controls and rules, which in its core never thwarted any qualified person to research and reach new results and reach new horizons of knowledge.

This process of Mazhabs precludes prejudice, because it is based on mutual respect of all relevant figures and allowing different opinion to flourish in branches of knowledge and even branches of creed.

Heritage books even include unacceptable opinions, which all scholars had banished and concurred on its invalidity, but they proves the right of its holders to record their erroneous opinions, and therefore no other nation or civilization can rival Islamic nation in this heritage.

We are proud of this great heritage as it is a hallmark of our contribution in civilization and any abuse of this magnificent intellectual and cultural legacy would not be envisaged except from an enemy of our existence, history or civilization or from someone who blindly follows what our enemy says – or, may be, with naively good intent, or from superficial readers or in-depth reader but with prior impartial attitude. We are the only nation in past and in present that is honored to be a nation (with persistent and authenticated authority “narration”). Nevertheless, that does not mean that our concepts are inflexible or that we do not review variables in our legacy and, moreover, we renovate it and sometimes take critical view at its strange topics. Such renovation or criticism is carried out by specialists and well-qualified scholars who attune their knowledge to the contemporary rhythms.

Thirdly:

The exploitation of extremism in the name of religion or Mazhab prejudice in politics is very dangerous on our homeland, in general, and on the exploiter, in particular. Ancient, as well as modern and contemporary history is rife with evidences to this conclusion.

Fourthly:

It is impregnable fact that extremism in any scope or issue would unleash counter-extremism, which may be higher in degree, different treads they could be but equal in radicalism in the name of or challenging to, religion. Extremism could permeate issues of politics, economy, and security as well as social and ideological issues. It is universal phenomenon that we witness in all aspects of life.

Therefore, we should realize, realistically and impartially that:

· Ruling out Decentralized State System and insisting on United Simple State following a long division history and devastating repetitious conflicts in country like ours, is a kind of extremism that will absolutely intensify the divisive counter-extremism.

Weak as it may pose to us now, it is like ember under ash. Pressurizing factors –historical, political, economic, social and psychological factors, in addition to grievances and the like, all this factors would create in the frame of unified simple state burgeoning power for the counter divisive extremism and would be fertile by the now-invisible circumstances to impose devastating disintegration or at least decentralized unified state with a very high cost. Such state would be weak and susceptible to dismantling and breaking down.

· Superficial appearances, sentiments, interests or attempts of those concerned to belittle the concept, or misconception, of centralized state, should not distract or  blind us from rational endeavor to accomplish what is good for our country and boosting its unity that is rigid, unbending and everlasting. Time passage has no let-up.

· And we should know that leaning on security force, military, power financially-sound standing or on heavy propaganda or on sentimentalism to cement and deepen any invariable right, whether absolute or relative, is risky adventure and gambling that is in effect leading to total loss at all levels. Power ingredients are not static and cannot be indispensable to protect a stationary situation; even if it were to succeed in keeping the status quo it would be only temporary within a certain historical era. For these same ingredients would become factors of accelerating the demolishing of what it had accomplished.

· In conclusion, and based on all the above elaboration one can understand the urgent need for full comprehensive reforms to be achieved by us springing from our national platform “and with our domestic razors –to use a Yemeni metaphor– instead of global razor or razors that could injure and bloody ourselves”.

Chapter IV – Other Scopes of the Comprehensive Reform:-

Judiciary Reform:-

The judiciary is the authority that dictates and controls the rhythm of life in any society. Wherever there was respect for the judiciary, the Judges and their rulings are executed on the ruler and ruled, the old and young, the powerful and the weak, the rich and the poor… then the people and the society are protected in their religion, beliefs, properties, lives, honor and mind; this produces safety, stability, prosperity and knowledge advancement, intellectually and experimentally. In our time, we witness that in societies where the judiciary is respected and held in high esteem are the same societies that the rights are protected, the obligations are carried out, the force of law prevails and the law of force declines, as a result, peace is spread, stability is achieved, the wheel of development and growth turns. Therefore, in our country, the confiscation of rights, decline of moral values, absence of security and stability, dehumanization, deterioration of living standard and absence of actual development are indications and evidence of the absence of judiciary’s veneration, role, esteemed position, and ignoring its value and humiliation of its men.

The guarantee to safeguard the output of the political reform and the safety of the movement of life, in all its entire fields, cannot be achieved except by rehabilitation of the judiciary and Judges, not only, financially, but also morally, reverentially, complete independence of its authority. And assure that its rulings are decisive and firmly executed, and sever anyone who tries to infringe on the judiciary and its rulings.

When this is achieved:

a) The political reform becomes sound and the political life becomes stable.

b) Economic reform is successfully achieved and the investors feel secure for their capital and properties and rights.

c) Decline of corruption and the corrupt are deterred in all sphere of life.

d) Crime is diminished.

e) The public and private rights are protected, and prevention of social intrigues. (Tribal and otherwise).

f) The protection of liberties, women’s rights and human rights, which had been confiscated.

g) Protection of the honor.

h) In general, what is attained is what we termed “Full, Just and Responsible Freedom” and “Free justice”.

Therefore, there is no way out except by carrying out deep and comprehensive judiciary reform aimed at:

Separation of Authorities:

The importance of the Principle of Separation of Authorities and the Yemen Republic Constitution:-

1-
Societies in modern democratic systems, the people are considered to be the source of authority and owner of the sovereignty. The people assume directly the authority through constitutional institutions. Constitutions in the democratic states prove and ingrain the principle of separation of authorities far from being temperamental and duplication, and without distortion of that principle; this is to avoid the concentration of power in one hand or one institution.

Modern and contemporary history show the scope of oppression and tyranny being suffered by the people, among them our people in Yemen –in the North, West, East and the South– as a result of concentration of power in one hand. The oppression and tyranny of the Rulers has been forcing the people to rebel and revolt against them and their aides. The French scholar Montesquieu, in his book The Spirit of Laws (1748), mentioned that:

“When the Legislative and executive powers are united in the same person, or the same body of magistrates, there can be no liberty”. And he continued: “Political liberty is to be found only in moderate governments; and even in these it is not always found. It is there only when there is no abuse of power. But constant experience shows us that every man invested with power is apt to abuse it, and to carry his authority as far as it will go. It is not strange, though truth, to say that virtue itself has need of limits? (God enforces His will by Ruler rather than by the Holy Qura’an). To prevent this abuse, it is necessary from the very nature of things “that power should be a check to power aut.”**
The separation of authorities is one of the ingrained principles in democratic system. And, without doubt, it is the basic guarantee in distribution of authority among the three constitutional bodies:

· Legislative 

· Executive   

· Judiciary   

The principle of separation of authorities does not allow the concentration of power in one person’s hand or one body. Therefore, it is in contrast to the idea of combining or mingling the powers. (Abdul Hameed Mutawalli, General Liberties, Views of its Development and the Guarantee for its Future, Alexandria, Education Foundation, 1975, P.83).

The Islamic thinker Dr. Kamal Abo Al-Majd says: “Absolute authority is absolute corruption”.

By affirming the principle of separation of authorities in the constitution, it will be a clear and frank confirmation of refusing dictatorship by individual or political power. And, at the same time, it will be constitutional guarantee against the dangers of the Ruler’s tyranny. Hence, it must be understood that the principle of separation of authorities does not mean the activities of the three branches of authority run separately as if on isolated islands; on the contrary, their activities are carried out within the cooperation and balancing between these bodies of power far from duplicating and mixing. Therefore, this leads to the consolidation and development of the institutional structure of the state.

Whereas the revised Yemen constitution, issued after the 1994 summer war, did not mention the principle of separation of authorities; as it was also not referred to in the revised version of Feb. 2001…

It is of paramount importance to affirm this principle constitutionally, plainly and distinctly, without any misconceptions, so as to guarantee real separation of authorities of the existing bodies, in general. And to enable the judiciary to have mechanisms of power to enable it to carry out its sacred functions, far from the domination and control of the Executive Body as it was in the past and present. Bearing in mind that, many countries’ constitutions, this is clearly stipulated.

2-
The Judiciary is one of main constitutional institutions in the state. And it is not an authority over other constitutional institutions –The Legislative and the Executive Bodies–; it is rather an independent constitutional authority and equivalent to the other constitutional institutions. It has exclusive functions that are among the general functions of the state. There arises cooperation between this institution and the other institutions within the framework of the authority’s necessities that are undertaken by each, and the functions each has to perform.

It is worth mentioning that, the way in which the judiciary is administrated in our country proves its complete failure. This was expressed in writing by Mr. Ismael Ahmed Al-Wazeer –Former Minister of Justice– regarding judiciary reform in the  Republic of Yemen saying: “The judiciary situation is very critical and it needs urgent operation (rehabilitation)” [Ismael Ahmed Al-Wazeer, the Main Distinctive Plan for the Judiciary Reform, Al-Thawabit Magazine, Issue No. (11), Jan-Mar 1998, P.98]. It is noted that what Mr. Al-Wazeer forwarded was at the beginning of 1998; and since then nothing has changed regarding the judiciary or its situation or any improvement worth mentioning except minor improvement on the income of the Judges. On the contrary the judiciary situation has become worse; this expresses and confirms the incompetence within the political system; hence, the failure to reform the judiciary. Reforming the judiciary would have resulted in the removal of suffering from individual in the society and its institutions.

What is strange is the insistence of the political system to continue combining both the Executive and Judiciary authorities. And what is stranger than that is the articles of the constitution that deal with the judiciary –the Judiciary Body, see Chapter 3 of the current constitution– which relegate the basic matters to the legislation. And the judiciary law No. (1) Of 1990, this in turn organizes the functions of the judiciary as if it is an organ of the Executive Body and not as independent institution; this in itself strip off the judiciary of its standing and independence.

We will illustrate here some of the constitutional provisions organizing the Judiciary Authority; and those speculations mentioned in the article (1) of 1990 which breach the constitutions and its rulings, as follows:

1.   The article (149) of the third chapter exclusively pertaining to Judiciary Authority in the revised constitution of 2001, stipulates: “The judiciary is an independent in its adjudication”. And then the law of the Judiciary Authority aforementioned stipulates in article (1): “The Judiciary is an independent authority in performing its functions”. Here, the following question manifests itself: what is intended by “performing its functions”? Does the role of this authority –Judiciary– limited only to “performing its functions”? That is carrying out functions given to it? Or what was intended, as it appeared in this text, generally, was to limit this institution to the lowest extent so as to make it one of the organs of the Executive Branch!

And it is stipulated in article (152) of the constitution that the judiciary shall have Supreme Council whose duties, competence, way of selection and appointments of its member shall be organized by law. The law in article (104) defines the formation of the Supreme Judiciary Council whereby it is indicated that the President of the Republic is the chairman –He is, at the same time, the Head of the Executive Authority–. The Supreme Judiciary Council membership also includes the Minister of Justice and his deputy and the Head (Director) of the Judiciary Inspectorate in the Ministry of Justice [article (92) from the Law]. Those are members (personnel) of the Executive Body. [See Alqustaas Book (2), Justice Report 1998, the Annual Report on the condition of the Independence of the Judiciary Authority and the Lawyers Profession (Yemen 1998, p.24)]. And as indicated in this article the Head of the Executive Body, the President of the Republic, appoints other three persons to the membership of this council also. The Legislation of the Judiciary Authority (No.1) made the Supreme Judiciary Council one of the organs of the Executive Body; this contravenes the provision in the Chapter Three of the constitution that considered the Supreme Judiciary Council constitutes basic foundation of the Judiciary Authority. 

Article (153) of the current constitution highlights that the Supreme Court of the Republic is the Highest Judiciary body, and the statute regulates the method of its formation, manifests in Jurisdiction and the procedures that are followed. Article (11) of the legislation stipulates “The Supreme Court is composed of Chief Justice, his Deputy one or more and adequate number of Judges, which will be determined, at the time of its formation, and when necessary, a resolution to that effect will be issued by the Minister of Justice in consultation with the Chief Justice after the acceptance of the Supreme Judiciary Council”.  This raises the following question: “Why the number of the Judges not designated by the Legislation in view of the fact that the constitution had already determined its position on that? And article (59) of the same Legislation speculates that “The appointment of the Chief Justice and his two Deputies and the Judges of the Supreme Court will be by a decree from the President of the Republic based on selection from the Supreme Judiciary Council from a list of names which the Directory of Judicial Inspection undertakes to prepare and present to the council. It is clear that the legislation with articles (11 & 59) doubtlessly show the overall control of the Executive Body over the Judiciary. Here, we can say that this control led and is still leading to the absence of neutrality, independence and impartiality of the Judiciary.

It is apparent that both articles (104 & 59) of the Legislation stipulate: “There shall be two Deputies of the Supreme Court Chief Justice”; (Note: only two Deputies); but article (11) of the same Legislation stipulates: “The Supreme Court is composed of Chief Justice, his Deputy one or more and adequate number of Judges…” Here, we ask the following question: “Why was the number of the Deputies not precisely designated? And what is the wisdom of that? If there were any wisdom at all!!!

Article (149) of the constitution stipulates, “The Judiciary is an independent authority, financially and administratively”. And article (89) of the Legislation declares that “The Minister of Justice shall have the right to supervise all the Courts and Judges, administratively, financially and organizationally”, [see articles (11), (39), (45), (54), (65-66), (91-92), (95), (111) and (118) the Judiciary Authority Legislation (No.1) of year 1990]. This legal stipulation violates the constitution as it establishes the Judiciary to be under the Minister of Justice; therefore, as part of the Executive Authority and the Legislative Authority.

It worth mentioning that, the Executive Authority’s domination and control of the Judiciary, is no longer hidden from the public. The Judiciary has become one of the organs of the Executive Authority. Undoubtedly, all the negative aspects of the Executive Authority have transferred to the Judiciary; and at the forefront are the corruption, corrupting, indifference, anarchy and negligence, which are causing the inability to dispense Justice. Hence, the Judiciary lost its reverence; and what is left is only the slogan that the Executive Authority raises.

The important question that is of concern to all: -

How can the Judiciary reclaim its reverence in the absence of complete independence and an effective mechanism to execute its rulings? This cannot be possible in the absence of comprehensive and deep reforms and at the top of this is the effective political reform.

Economic Reforms

We have already introduced our vision in this important matter … in brief, in our country, the availability and variety of constituents which are necessary for economic development and advancement are exceeding that in some other countries in which people had gained constant development and advancement and they preceded us in very long steps … These countries are Singapore, Hong Kong, Malaysia, Korea, Dubai etc … No one of them have not what we have of constituents varieties required for advancement … The only factor they have gained and we have not yet achieve is the governmental, educational, and administration systems which are serve that countries and realized environment of development and innovation for the people as well as exploited their minds, senses, and abilities to build their nations.

The most Important Owned Constituents: -
1- Human forces which capable for scientific, technical, and skillfulness adaptation.

2- Climate diversity.

3- Agricultural area, which can give several agricultural products.

4- Huge fish national wealth which is subjected to abuse, spoilage, and destroy.

5- Location is commercially unique around the adjacent area and the world.

6- Petroleum and mineral national wealth which revenues are uselessly spent as well as spoiled and gradually decreased as result of corruption.

7- Abroad huge private cash capitals and investments owned by our citizens. Such assets can have important part in development if found local attractive environment.

8- Administrative and scientific high qualified and experienced recruits, who, unless the local expel environment, can offer development-pushing factor.

9- Foreign currency transference, which is, forms about 25% of the national hard currency income.

10- Important role of the country –as a result of its strategic location- in our region and around the world. This important role can form essential cause for region peace and settlement the thing that can attract investments and exchange benefits with others. 

But unfortunately, decades of our people's life and government systems either not aware to economic development constituents or commit in power struggles and securing their rule continuation … same time impoverishment the citizens to engage in daily searching for their life needs and concerns … whereas corruption organizations and system's favorites steals national land and sea wealth and steals trees and stones even as well as the humble citizens.

Damaged Economic Reform

What have been called Economic reform operation has started about eight years ago … it limited in the following: -

1- Plans put in the papers but nothing has been executed except partial formalities despite their importance, they are Administrative structure correction attempt. 

2- Figures about development rates set in papers disproved by continuous decrease of living standard.

3- Poor people social insurance project and thousands of Dollars assigned for this purpose, financed from donator countries, but since 1997 most of the fund go to corrupted pockets and nothing go to the project except 30% to 40% … the poor is keeping in rather suffering.

4- Announcement of free zones projects which resulted in crowds of investors who are want to share in building these zones hope to give and take benefits, but they escaped away in crowds to save their money after fed-up by defective administrative procedures, bribes, imposing of sharing investment projects with the supremacy people and their sons … on such occasion, the number of ships used to visit our sea ports has decreased … then came the accident of destroyer "Coal" and the French Oil Tanker where the regime found the reasonable grounds .. Whereas much more treble accidents than ours has happened in other areas but their influences were limit in size and time … but for us, destroyer "Coal" accident has became such like AL-Hameedudeen, Sultans, colonization, and splitting of 1994 war. I can add also "Maran" and AL-Hothi … all these are illusory excuses added to our situations, which became bad in consequence of country's bad administration, which depend on crisis and tainted management.

5- Too many projects, however some are illusory except some road and telecommunication projects, but their cost was multiples cost if compare with similar projects in other countries.

6- Administrative structure correction resulted in … non-viewed spreading of corruption in the whole country which openly "nearly to be formal" appeared in all administrative structure to the extend that some foreign companies make this conduct as a joke same joke of the officials who used to openly commit and follow-up settlement by telephone only with that companies officials and also follow-up their abroad bank accounts … it has been (openly and all knows) common for the high public servants –on foreign company's account-  to spend their vacations in Europe and East Asia … public conduct transparency practice in our country is absent but practiced only in corruption and sedition spreading and financing.

7- Increasing of unemployment without any treating attempt.

In brief, it is large-scale economic damage operation and openly plundering … the remaining overflow income –accumulations from petroleum price increase- the corrupted officials searching out for spending channels to steal and this usually happens through amendments used to be passed directly (after public budget confirmation) to the Senate. They used to pass it to the Senate under the name of "against urgent matters" –has been spent during the months preceded public budget confirmation- … this is clearly contra-law practice and in transparent open plundering and in the name of the law!  The strange thing that these accumulations is about nearly 30% of state expenses of 2005 public budget, this is equal to 25% of state expenses of 2004 budget and equal to 20% of expenses of 2003 budget … this is a new innovation and has not been practiced before even by the most corrupted nations in the world … the most strange thing, one of the "urgent matters" which has been financed is collection of spare parts for power plant which is not yet on operation even not yet collected!

The thing that we are in need is comprehensive economic, administrative, finance, and monetary reforms. This should include reforms to the administrative structures; financial and monetary control … also should include accurate systems for accounting, auditing, and follow-up.

We are in the era of one window finalize the transactions, the era of information and the advanced techniques … we can't open and enter the door of this era with the key of the recent economic performance practiced in our country which is not capable except for corruption door.

All these reforms will not happen in the absence of deep comprehensive political reform
INDICATORS OF ECONOMIC DEFECTS AND its 

INFLUENCES REFLECTED BY THE FACTS and FIGURES
In the following few pages will show some documented defects as well as some published researches and studies. The part which is not published and hidden is that part which is most black and with most corruption and neglect. We prefer to introduce some indicators and touch some of its influences to the economic and to man life in our country.

Unemployment:

Disguised unemployment in all government organizations and public utilities, disguised unemployment is accompanied by with bad double employment. For example, brigadier general staff Ali Mohamed Al-Kahlani, general manager of Yemen economic corporation who is in the same time chief of directors board of Yemen medicine industry and trade company (YEDCO) said to a committee of the parliament on Monday 4.7.2004: "There about six hundred employee in the company but the needed is only two hundred, this means that the remaining four hundred employees are extra (this number is include both current working and retired employees). This information is on a report for a committee from Ministry of public service and Pension General Corporation." (On this result, we can measure what is currently happening in other remaining organizations).

Formal Figures:

- An individual whose income is less that 2 Dollars per days is 47%.

- Pure percent of children who are joining school in age of 6 – 14 years is not exceeding 60%, in other words, 2 million children is out of the education chances.

- Medical covering for population is not exceeding 50% and average of children who are suffering malnutrition is reaching 46%, and death rate among children is 97/1000 born.

- Rate of population that does not get the drinking safe water reaches 64%.

- Electricity coverage in rural areas not exceeding 30% and rural villagers who are achieving drinking safe water is about 20%. Paved roads are about 9% of the total roads.

These statistics has been taking from a speech of (Mr. Bajamal to the joint meeting of Legislative Authority and Consultative Council on 2004).

Abstracts from (Yemen Strategic Report 2003): Issued by Yemen Center for Strategic Studies (Directed by Prof. Mohamed Ahmed AL-Afandi) 

- Since starting economical, financial, and administrative reform program, more than eight years has passed … after passing of these difficult years of Yemen economic age, it has been noticed that the economic achievements performed by the economical program, politics, and procedures are still not fruitful –contrary to that on the people's vision-. Suffering and poverty is increasing day by day and the unbalanced economic is still tumbling down and not giving any feeling of optimism for good Yemen economic future.

- Decreasing of chances for Yemen to join The Co-operation Council for the Arab States of the Gulf which means decreasing of Yemen economic chance to consolidate in an economic group that may help to solve Yemen economical problems and to uplift and progress.

- From observing economic indicators that concerned with consumption, saving, and investment rates we can conclude: -

A- consumption rates are reached very high levels if compared with pure local income during the last three years, total consumption rates to the local income in 2003 is about 83.3% and 84% in 2004 whereas in comparison it is only 72% of the local income in the year 2000.

B- Withdrawal of the total investment to the total local income from about 19.2% in the year 2000 to reach only 16.9% in 2003.

c. Withdrawal of the total saving to the total local income from 2.43% in the year 2001 to 2.7% in 2003. 

If testing out the previous indicators for rates of consumption, investment, and national saving to the total local income, we can say that there is actual problem facing the Yemen economic. The problem appears in the failure of grouping the local sources and using them for the purposes of comprehensive economic and social development. Inside the national economic, data shows consumption rates increase matching rate decrease in saving and investment.

D- on the current prices, total local income in the year 2003 reached about 1959 billion Yemen Riyals (10.6 billion U.S. Dollars), this means that the total local income reached to development rate of 3.8% which is considered a low rate if compared with rates gained during the last years of ninetieth especially that this low rate is gained after a long chain of economic reforms extended to eight years.

E- It has been noticed that the Yemen excess of trade balance is decreasing, whereas it was about 284 billion Riyals in the year 2000 it decreased to 153 billion in 2001 and only 73 billion Riyals in 2002.

F- Crude Oil is continuously dominating the Yemen exports in a rate exceeds 92% of the total exports.

G- Still Yemen is not able to meet the conditions necessary to succeed benefits from foreign grants and assistants. The first obstruction is missing of the active, and effective civil society organizations that can contribute and support in improving the governmental performance, additionally, to help in satisfactorily controlling and using the economic sources to enable Yemen economic to reach self sufficient stage. Moreover, indicators refer to abuse of international loans the thing that increase the economical load to loan assists and decreases the positive influences of the loan.

H- When studying the indicators of commercial exchange between Yemen and Gulf States, and from the official statistics, we can notice the prevail of Yemen import from Gulf if compare with export to that states. Consequently, the trade imbalance become visible massively in the favor of Gulf States that assures Yemen is considered as extend to the local Gulf market.

ACADEMIC RESEARCHES and STUDIES:

1- Restrictions On Investment in Yemen Republic:

Alternative restrictions on investment study concentrates on: local saving restricts and foreign currency restrict. The study displayed its corner stone subject in four chapters, the first chapter discussed the study theoretical part, the second chapter displayed development of total investment structure in the Republic of Yemen, and the third chapter is assigned for studying development total saving framework in Yemen. Second and third chapters are focused on components of local economic defects because they are considered as causes other defects.

The fourth chapter stated the active restricts on investment and growth like saving, foreign currency, or financial restrict.

The Ph.D. study by Dr. Ameen Mohamed Mohyiddin, Cairo University, Faculty of Economic and Political Science, showed that the reasons of the negative local savings available in Yemen economic are low income of individuals, high rates of family support responsibility, high marginal tendency to consumption among rural families which resulted by the transference from abroad, there are increasing rates of sharing of non-producer strips if compared with the producer strip who share in total local income, there are unemployed production powers in the industrial sector, compliance with policy of enabling  imported goods to replace such policy leads to increase consumption rates and enlarge the tendency to own the real assets such as real estates, lands, and improvement in land reclamation … the study suggests that the trade gap was the real controlling restrict to investment and growth.

2- Evaluation For Strategy and Programs Of Tourism Marketing:
This study is discussing the indicators of large defects in tourism and tourism marketing in Yemen. The most important factors are: low number of tourists visits Yemen if match up to tourists come to other Arab countries as well as the strong decline in Yemen share if we look to the total number of tourists visiting the area.

The study is a Ph.D. degree requirement in Business Administration, Asher University, has done by "Abdul-Karee Mohamed Al-Diays" a teaching assistant - Business Administration Department – Faculty of commerce and Economics – Sana'a University, is stating that Yemen share if compared with the share of Arab Countries is not exceeding 0.6% in the greatest circumstances.

Indicators also include little tourist income, waving of tourist annual growth rates and its small contribution in the national income and the total national export, moreover, missing of the needed level of tourism services and shortage of services in some tourist attraction locations such as hotels, restaurants, transportation, and tourist guiding services. This in addition to low number of tourism facilities in Yemen as general where the number of first class hotels is not exceeding (6) and second class ones are (15) in the whole of the country.

The study suggest that: the tourism actual situation in Yemen is suffering small number of tourist carnivals and short period spent by tourists which means little money spending also small number of people working in the field and the total employees working in tourism sector is not exceeding (12136) persons, furthermore lessens of investment in tourism field and missing of advertising offices.

3- Marketing of Fish in Yemen Republic:
This study see clear difference in fishing levels which depend on the difference in fishing facilities and fishing location as well as the other production factors (technical, administrative, and economical). These factors used in un-economical sizes the thing which may lead to wasting of such source and leads to disqualified production and increasing costs causing decreasing of the pure profits or some times causing loss.

This work which submitted by Ali Mahyoub Nazi Al-Fogies as part of Ph.D. requirement to Faculty of Agriculture – Baghdad University – in the topic of "agriculture economics", is widely studying "poor of marketing information about local and outer markets among fisher and middle men the thing that offer monopoly chances to others especially during fishing and marketing seasons where there is too much supply and no marketing chances which leads to price decreasing and in the same time results in increasing of the marketing revenues against decreasing of fisherman income paid by the last user. This study has noticed the weak role of the public and co-operative sectors in marketing operation and observed performance declination of different marketing facilities such as transportation, storing, and packing of fish.

Important Observation:

The last report issued by the Central Statistic Organ mentioned that fish and sea product export quantities during the calendar year 2003 have reached 228116 tons and the income was 6.380.506 Yemen Riyals!! (Note: less than 28 Riyals per ton), this means that the number is wrong or copied in wrong manner or there is a possibility of a bad defect in the authority of fish marketing in the administration of fish and fisheries which take care for huge important national fish and sea wealth. Moreover, if we considered that the amount is in U.S. Dollar it will be very low-priced, less than 28USD/ton equal less than 3 cents/kg whereas the price of the most cheaper fish is equal more than one hundred time in price, this result if we acknowledge for the sake of argument that the said amount was in U.S. Dollar but if it was as announced in Yemen Riyal, the price of the kilogram will equal more than 18 thousand fold (the price folded eighteen thousand times)!   How this happened whereas the major exported types are of the nicest quality and worldwide high-priced. If we argued that the announced total amount was sixty million U.S. Dollars in place of six millions the difference is still too big and exceptional!

Two Decades of Yemen Oil Production: 

Oil Wealth … Fallacies and Invisible Future
15.10.2004 Sahwah net – Report by Mostafa Nasr

"Two decades has passed from date of production of the first Yemen shipment was a chance for both of the government and Hunt Company to celebrate last Wednesday in Mara Al-Jouf, but people's feelings was differ towards the view of the promising lift up.   Yemen Oil rewards are forming about 70% of the annual budget, in spite of this Oil are still the most portions of the sectors full of fallacies whether in quantities used to be tearing off for the benefit of central regime persons or tear off for Oil offenses which are lastly strongly appeared.

Two decades of Yemen Oil production are worthy to have a stance to ask, has Yemen utilized Oil wealth in a right way? What are the secrets behind this mineral wealth?

Parliament member Mr. Ali Ashal, a member of development and Oil committee in the parliament said "principally, we can't say that Oil rewards didn't positively reflected on country's situation", but he is questioning, is it really we utilize these rewards in manner that leave us feel that we have use them the most best usage? … This idea is a discussion matter. 

Parliament member Mr. Ashal told (Sahwa net): in spite that the Oil rewards forming 68 to 70% of the general income size necessary for government budget but these rewards are not correctly managed for various concerns. This opinion depend on some facts known by every single one, the contracts signed with Oil companies are described as very bad contracts and are of the poorest ones world wide because they are not transparent. Oil marketing by Oil authorities is an unclear issue, where offers are not carried out through announced tenders to sale in the maximum revenue but it carried out through contracts signed directly with the buyer.

Member of Development and Oil Committee add: unfortunately, no rightly guided administration that follow-up and control the petroleum operations exercised by Oil concession companies and too many resources used to be damaged by these companies and the spoiling cost used to be essentially deducted from the country Oil revenues. With much sorrow, such abuse is happened with collusions of local authorities. You can imagine that after two decays of Oil production we have no national company responsible from Oil operations and Oil sectors after finishing contracts of Oil concession companies; whereas in some other countries which produces Oil in quantities near to our quantities such as Malaysia who organize Petronas National Company and now Petronas is one of the largest international companies and is working in many countries around the world even it came to us for some work in Yemen.

Illusory Figures:

Some assumed that Ministry of Petroleum is not transparent in Oil topics, Mr. Ali Ashal assured that: Oil sector is extremely lack clarity, even Oil marketing have some questions around, how Oil used to be shipped. How price estimation is done? Is our Oil near in price to Brent Crude? Such questions need clarifying answers!  He add: the most principal petroleum scandals lastly moved out is the Oil transaction held in the sector number 53 in Hadhramout, this is one of much more scandals. In fact, the size of supervision absence in this sector reflecting the absence of organized work in the country. When the space is open there will be no chance for accumulation of organized controlled work and when the workspace is open for practicing the supervision role, consequently, we are in the beginning of establishing habits in the political life aiming development supervised by organization such as parliament, which performs a controlling role. Big part of individuals who are observing Oil matters, are believes that if Oil sector managed in a good manner we will collect an increase equal to 50% of the annual collected amount. This means that 50% of the Oil quantities used to be despoiled as a result of the corruption spread through this sector. Ashal indicts Ministry of Petroleum with fallacy and he said: all accounts submitted by the Ministry are built on number of fallacies, from checking we may found contradictory figures which suggest that we are in front of policies depend of fallacy, consequently, if we accept we may doubt in number of figures because did not know the accurate alternative figures. Honestly, this is not false accusation but it is part of the manipulation and figures conflict.

He is proving that by stating that the parliament more than one time has ordered to keep amounts gathering from Oil prices difference in a special account to facilitate controlling them, but unfortunately, government used to introduce external funds not reflecting price differences. Therefore, why government ignores the order of the parliament and we unexpectedly found extra funds upon gathered amounts?

We Are In Need Of Reasonable Administration:

In the occasion of Oil production memory, the economic expert Dr. Sad Al-din bin Talib is remembering some historical dots. He said in a speech to (Al-Sahwa): Yemen is located in the Arabian Peninsula where most of the neighboring countries produces large amounts of Oil and each have small population. Before unity, the dream of Yemen citizens was exploring Oil so as to enable their country to follow the adjacent countries. Hopes were very big during early eightieth to produce Oil from Ma’arib basin and the late eightieth to produce Oil from Massila basin in the south.

Bin Talib is believe that Oil exploration has an essential role in imposing Yemen unity. He added: after unity, Al-Attas government announced that in mid of ninetieth Yemen can export 2 million barrels. Consequently, hopes are increased to change Yemen to petroleum country and can easily solve its economical problems and achieve the unity country ambitions. Year by year it has been clear that explored Oil is in little quantities and reservations is not exceeding 3 billion barrels, these results was very clear since mid of ninetieth. Same relapse in hoping is took place when Yemen and partners disable to use the discovered natural gas. These situations are accompanied with the influences of first Gulf War, which caused in returning back of big numbers of Yemen citizens were employed in Gulf Countries. They came back to their country but they were a big source of foreign currency used to be transferred to Yemen.  In mid of ninetieth, Yemen contracted with international donators to carry out an economical reformation supposed to lead to upgrade Yemen economic and introducing large private investments, but unfortunately, after more than nearly ten years has passed and these thing did not took place.

On the ground of these economic deteriorations we have high rates of population annual growth may exceed 3.5% and today we have known that only one billion and 300 million barrels are remaining from the total petroleum deposits. These facts suggest that unless new huge deposits discovered, on the current production rates, Oil recent deposits will drain away by the year 2012, in other words will run away after only eight years.

The former Parliament member Dr. Sad Al-Din bin Talib telling: "that in the recent economic situations Yemen is facing very large challenges that suggests Yemen had entered the petroleum club but will leave this club without achieving any real benefits for Yemen people. Till now we didn't use this wealth in actual right way because we not yet realize any step to attract investments, and the Oil wealth whatsoever in size will not lead to money accumulation in people hands without good administration. The actual national wealth is to change people to producer; the government should make available all facilities to make such change easy. The necessary facilities are infra structure, human efficiency, and the constitutional and administrative structure". Dr. Talib affirming: there is no good administration and he assures that by the current economic situation, which we practice, and lack of actual production force out of Oil industry field.

About the secrets on Oil sector said: the people have no clear information about Oil production quantities and large part of people still has wide hope on Yemen Oil future and the government face this hope with disclosing of production quantities and sale prices, moreover, there is cheating operation towards Oil pricing and budgeting it less than it's actual market price the thing that lead to accumulation of amounts not listed in the government budget. Such money used to be expending out of the budget or through additional approval.

As for natural gas, the minor thing is to have long since used it in electric power generation to produce cheap supply for agricultural and industrial sectors and can contribute on decreasing suffering of the citizens, who are experience expensive electricity supply.

Draining away of Oil:

Dr. Saad Al-Din concluding his view in his stating: on the International Bank last report, Oil deposits in our country which form the main national income is in the mode of draining away within eight years, but unfortunately it is not clear for us that the government is thinking and planed for the alternatives and this matter may cause fear to whom are known the occasion. I suggest that no solution to this economical, political, and social disaster except the realization of good governance in all senses. It is sad to say that there is a backward move in achieving the good governance especially in the absence of accountability that lead to immense corruption. I hope that this would be taken seriously, scientifically and earnestly discussed on all levels we have no much more time for adjustment to modify ourselves.

International Bank Warns From Effecting Failure

 In Economical and Financial Reform Program

Ray News – follow-up: International Bank has warned Yemen government from effecting failure economic and financial reforms principally if the government did not carry out the program as agreed and upgrading performance levels. A report issued last month by the Bank and submitted to Yemen in this occasion. The report refers to the fact that the economic in Yemen is facing serious threat and no hope in continuous support to the government on the absence of reforms this matter makes the government introduce new solution to the parliament to so as to increase prices of all petroleum products but it has been refused by all members of the parliament and this refusal supporting the Banks opinion when said that the government did not succeed in effecting the reform program. International Bank is monitoring what it called serious and dangerous failures in achieving reforms when the government is unsuccessful to use the chance of uplift of international prices of Oil to maintain economical stabilization and preparing ground for developmental approaches depend on non-petroleum sources. The report resort the failure cause to the war against terrorism and the unexpected decrease in Oil production when this quarter faced big decline started from last February the thing that provide fear from draining the Oil deposits which will continue for a period near to a decade. The report came after few days from harm criticisms introduced by the manager of Bank in Yemen. The report said that the development expected to execute in Yemen was wipe out in the last six months by the weak economic administration and the failed reforms and the negative Oil revenues. The report has described the policy of the government is less than population growth rates, and this policy is accompanied by decreasing of Oil production. The last few months showed increasing of financial inflation, which reaches 13%, and the financial shortage was 0.6%. The report also shows the slow growth started from 2001 (when Prime Minister Abdul-Qadir Ba-Jamal held the government responsibility) and average of individual income has been affected by the slow growth and this will continue for the coming nine years. The report added that Yemen exported goods of non-petroleum origin has decreased in the last year in a percentage of 13% and in the recent year reached to 19%.

As for civil service sector reform aspects, the report said that reform is completely not satisfying because the government confirmed the salary increasing for employees and ignore the other sides especially investments where private sector investment rate is not exceeding 13%.

FAO: More Than 9 Million Yemeni Are Not 

Under Food Cover and Shabwa City In The Front

Subject: Economic:

Food and Agriculture Organization disclosed that about 48% of Yemen families suffering a situation of food safety lack and as general they are not nutritionally secure whereas 21.7% of Yemen is definitely entered this area.

On the results of Food Safety Survey Project (FIVIMS) which carried out by Central Statistic Organ during June 2003 on a sample of 112413 family and through data gathered from 84944 farm families and 27469 non-farm families in all country provinces including the capital, the survey revealed that nearly of nine million Yemeni sharing family life were not able to take their regular meals once during 2002 and most high average of food safety lacking was in Shabwa Province in the rate of 85.6% followed by Sadda in 69.8%, Hajja 66.2%, Ebb 60.2%, Al-Hudaida 45.5%, then Al-Mahra 50.4%.

Results refer to nearly 3.9 million individual living in 527 thousand families on the average of 21.7% of the total Yemeni family became in a situation called not safety in food. Where 13.8% of that families used to ignore one meal during the year preceded the survey and they arranged under the class of nutritionally un-safe with moderate hunger, whereas 7.9% of the families can be classify as nutritionally un-safe with strong hunger where they are some times not taking food for the whole of the day because it is not available. In the figure language, the primary results disclosed that 335.500 families suffering lack of food security plus moderate hunger against 91.700 families are lack of food security and suffering strong hunger. As for the individuals, there are 2.5 million Yemeni living with family’s not nutritionally secure and suffering hunger. Moderate hunger was appeared in Shabwa province among more than one third of the population, which equal 33.4% where some of the adult members in the family passed one main meal because of lack of food. Sadda province is one of the locations in which people suffering from nutritional security lack with moderate hunger and the average is too high and it is about 20.9% families and Hajja 15.5% families and Al-Hudaida 18.9% and Al-Mahwait 18.6%. Cases of nutritional security lack with strong hunger are clearly appeared in Sadda 19%, Hajja 16.5% Al-Jouf 15%, whereas Sadda which is holding the highest rates (43.5%) of food security lack among Yemen areas is distinguished because the majority of the families are not suffering strong hunger but moderate hunger only.

Results showed that: more than half of families who are suffering nutrition security lack are concentrated in four provinces (Ebb, Al-Hudaeda, Taiz, and Sadda) gained 54.1% of the total families suffering food security lack and 85.1% of the total families suffering food security lack with moderate hunger. Ebb, Al-Hudaeda, Hajja, and Sadda province which were grow the high rates of families suffering food security lack with strong hunger when gained 51.6% of the total families suffering strong hunger.

Support project that aimed to build informative national department concern with lack of security and instability of food in the Republic of Yemen (FIVIMS) is considered as one of the projects financed by Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO). The project mainly goal is to increase care on the national level so as to direct the suitable sources towards problems and issues of food security lack in order to involve these problems and issues among the national programs and policies. Also the project aimed to improve quality and quantity of data as well as the possibility of depending on data and analysis results connected to the food security on the national and regional levels. Survey of food security lack in Yemen is considered as important step towards building a suitable data base through which the government can adopt programs that controlling policies of reduction of food security lack and nutrition level on the long range. Yemen is counted as the first world wide country that developing and carrying out a survey on food security through information program for lack of security and instability of food which called (FIVIMS) the thing that save a good chance to Yemen to use that data base in making structure for measuring goals of development (MDGS). As for hunger prevention, much more details put down in the complete text of the report.

Before the end of the calendar year 2000, we have edited the outlines to our economic vision … (enclosed page 233), at the end of the outlines we wrote: 

POLOTICAL REFORM:

"Undoubtedly, implementation of all above mentioned matters require huge continuous efforts from all because it touch various parts of economic, and touching through economic each society member. Such efforts cannot be fruitful even partially unless the suitable framework and motive factors is available.

On that ground, the base and the cornerstone of such efforts are latent in reform of the frame through which it work and do the suitable job. The reforms, as we said earlier, cannot be done in selective way. Same time cannot be automatically executed without general view and strategy that point out priorities and nature of stage on the requirements of each stage and the available local and international resources. Also, can't effectively be executed unless the environmental necessary situation is available.

In fact, these reforms did not require only adjustments in policies or taking new procedures in the different economic sectors, but as earlier said, require making essential transformation in direction, ideas, and method of administration to enable adaptation with requirements of new international environment and use it in treating the big multiple economical difficulties face Yemen by this time.

On that, no body can say that structural reforms in the narrower stage or any other stage will lead to the actual development in Yemen especially in its current situation. From one hand, the needed reforms are comprehensive connected structural reforms that treat all economic aspects in consistent way. From the other hand, so as to execute these reforms in the necessary and required method, it must firstly execute the political reform, which considered as an advance condition for success of these structural reforms.

Succeeding in such necessary structural reforms need to have general frame characterized by political stability which is, as we refer, considered as one of the most important requirement in the developing countries so as to secure supporting all society members and organizations to get the essential mass contribution to execute the development and to use the growth chances furnished by openness in the within the border the new international environment. Also, political reform is the unique way for establishing the necessary environment marked by complete credibility and transparency which connects all earlier mentioned dimensions on strong right base accompanied by qualified administrative system free from corruption as well as unbiased effective judicial system that can offer justice and protection for every body, in addition to method of administration allows wide contribution in decision making".
On this occasion, we refer to what has mentioned in a study done by the International Bank "permitting for all society members to contribute in decisions that affects their life will lead to increase transparency and lead to goodness of policies designation and will offer protection and obstructions against corruption and maladministration". In fact, efforts done, in one hand, by of administration team to find out cooperation and contribution of all society member and efforts of bodies who are supervising the reforms in the executive, constitutional, and judicial authority plus the private sector, in the other hand, and in high range of transparency. All these factors are forming the difference between the active society seeking to develop him and the sleeping poor society".

SOCIAL REFORMS:
Disturbances in social affairs are including all society particulars: -



1- Tribal affair.

2- Marginalization of woman.

3- Poverty and its negative influences to crime, sincerity, and ethics and morals. 

4- High unemployment … rights of employee’s loss and farmers and disturbance in their working contracts.

5- Transference from rural areas to town and city for life, service, and security reasons.

6- Acute drops in medical services and spread of hepatitis, kidney failure, cancer, heard disease, and aids.

7- Un-convoy of electricity and pure drinking water supply services for town needs and dependent of most of rural areas on donations to obtain electricity supply and water even without purifying.

8- Environment and pollution of coasts plus overflowed drainpipes and dunghill accompanied with strict environmental policy.

9- Building of some important roads but other roads used to be built in selective way … Opening the chance for private companies to build mobile telephone net -positive thing- whereas in some areas the government has established such business earlier during 1991-1992.

10- Poor care to blinds and handicapped that are injured as a result of struggles, as well as poor care to orphans.

11- Missing of rights belongs to working child who is compelled to work during childhood, which is considered as a conduct contrary to Islamic law (Sharia) and international treaties concern to child rights.

1- Tribal Affairs:

A- One thing has overlapped to all matters of tribal affairs … it is the matter of tribal conflicts (revenge and weapon availability) … this is floating and pretend not to see, moreover it is cancellation to all other aspects the thing that form injustice (unfairness) and defaming to the majority of our people. Moreover, it is a matter of bringing to light as if the tribal system is the obstruction to the development and it is the restrict to democratic practice and it is the cause of continues retardation … this is the biggest hanger (tool for hanging) which offering an excuse for the actual individuals who reuses the development, democracy, and comprehensive reforms and in their dilatory hide behind illusory difficulties they pretend that formed by tribes.

B- Depending on own real knowledge and experience in this matter we can cutoff that nothing forming actual obstruction and restrict to development, democratic practice, and comprehensive reformats except those who are practicing execution. Furthermore, they are running to create, developing, and encouraging some negative actions to appear as if these actions is the actual obstructions and restricts.

C- Tribal affair is connected to the largest class in our society, same as other classes, has negative and positive practices … it is easy can develop positive practices and dealing with negative ones. The most important negative practice is:


First: Tribal Troubles and Revenge:


The base of breeding this important negative practice is missing of government positive action or missing of governmental role in imposing governmental duties such as carrying out justice between people and prevention of physical and oral rights for all individuals in the society … Our country has passed through long period stages where state political body is absent. At that stage the conflicts were less and the relations among individuals and groups were controlled by social morals, which restricted troubles to the minimum extend … obedience to that morals was in levels higher than obedience to laws in many countries … obedience to the social morals is emerging from awareness that they are:



- The controller to the life motion and its balance.

- Secures human activities such as agriculture, grazing, trade, making family and maintaining its components.

- Secures study, school for tribal children and the available "Katateeb".

- Imposer of justice on the view of the social morals.

This commitment discipline is forming one of the most important evidence that tribes are the first and the much more organization enthusiastic among other groups to commit obedience to the laws, regulations and discipline to the rules if tribes found what used to find through morals. Tribal relationship, which depends on set of social morals, was forming tides if involved in the new modern laws and can offer:

- Factors of security and stability.

- Developing their resident area in science, culture, and service activities.

- Enabling members of each ​tribe to carry out their role inside organizations and structures of the new modern society.

- Put limit for the circle of revenge and the government should follow whom breaching this limit and conduct with the broacher as sole individual and bring him to justice.

Practices that we show and showed before us by others, has proved that when the government hold it's duties by applying punishment against the aggressors then the victim will be relax and no importance for him to exchange and match aggressive with other aggressive work.

In the earlier southern part of our country, tribal revenge accidents were stopped in some areas since thirtieth and in some other areas since fiftieth of the last century and all previous revenge claims. This took place because at that time, the authorities were holding up the government duties. This situation is persist up to 1990 …  but revenge arouse again, encouraged, and supported by weapons and money by influential individuals where revenge came to the top surface and became more terrible than when such conducts controlled by tribal system … where the previous governing moral rules has absent and also the state government, which was used to hold such duties and be attentive to engaged group of people with each other so as to affix the governmental power and put in other's mind the excuse of disregards and delay in practicing perfect democracy and perform comprehensive reforms and same time blaming and restore responsibility to the tribes all around Yemen. 

Second: High Range Availability and Accumulation 

Of Light, Medium, and Heavy Weapons In Individuals and Groups:

Why and From Where? -

A- spreading of tribal disturbances and encouragement, stroke, and supporting disturbances by weapon and money from and government warehouses and from public funds … man's life became in threat every where, even in the capital of the country where may face larger danger. The fighting and battle is in the middle of the capital and beside the various military and internal security camps without any motion of them. So, every body develop into his mind that no body will protect him otherwise he protect himself through owning protection tools … Military and internal security organizations did not watch over any one or thing except authority and influential individuals.

B- Spreading of corruption, which includes every thing … consequently, there is spreading in injustice incidents and aggressions on physical and moral rights such as properties and honors. So, people forced to acquire weapons to protect themselves and their honors and properties.

C- Authority, through influential individuals, used to issue licenses for importing of weapons purposes in the name of individuals committed in weapon trade against sharing between powerful persons and the weapon trader … and if license issued for importing personal weapon the shipment may include medium weapons, explosives, mines, hand "bomb" grenades, throwers etc

D- Open sale for all those types of weapons, and in some places sale is in stores particularly dedicated for weapon and protected by the powerful ones who have sharing.

E- Captures of weapons by some individuals and groups as well as influential persons. Capture operation is including different types of weapons: light, medium, and heavy weapons. This used to happen during different stages of conflicts through out decants of conflicts where the government authority used to leave chances to the victorious part to capture those weapons and equipments from public stores and military camps as if they are pillage for influential individuals and groups and non-influential ones.

F- this matter enhanced the absence of the fair independent judicial authority with enforceable sentences that lead to absence of force of law in the presence of immense law of force … where every body or group became searching for power tools to protect their rights, themselves, and their honors … so, they accumulated weapons for those who are able to fight, but rich ones paid to or grant share business and properties with whom can protect whether he is influential person or able tribal group.

G- All above mentioned acts changed the society "including the regime set" to armored islands. Each island is seeking protection to itself and to those who paid against protection … each island is -by hook or crook- in continuous efforts to gain the maximum possible benefits each in accordance to his armament, facilities, position, and influence and authority. Regime set in additional to influential persons is forming the largest island and gains the largest benefits among all. So, definitely will work to keep and enhance such situation.

H- there is other factor lead to popularity, accumulation, and variety of weapons … this factor is corruption, which in innovative way varying the income sources of corrupted individuals, I do not know other country have been disaster with such variation whether in it's size or spreading … for example, public positions that it's activities assume dealing with common people, traders, and smugglers, occupying of such position has became a fine ground for corruption where the position chance been purchased in an unimaginable amount of money from those who owned appointment design or employee transference design. Also, the person who desired to be appointed or transferred to one of these positions have to abandon from his salary for a given agreed period for those officials who facilitate passing procedures of the design. The most clear known picture for such corruption operation is the customs positions in our sea ports or in coast control forces in addition to military and security high officers who are desired to work in coastal areas or desired to work in areas near to a borderline. This way of occupying public positions especially in such important places forms a dangerous spot for corruption through which all prohibited items including drugs and weapons will be passed whether for import or export.

I- all these actions make our country as a center for that prohibited items whether for local or for re-export to other countries … moreover, the country became a hidden place and a shelter as well as became a passage for wanted persons who committed ordinary crimes or engaged in terrorism … the offence of all this is lay to the tribe … no body can disproof that some tribes probably contribute on some of that, but this contribution is nothing but a result of other factors which tribe have not any role rather than it is one of the victims.

Here can place a report drawn up this year about weapon and drug smuggling to adjacent countries that badly touch our country and the national security as well as touching its regional and international relations (incident of the boat caught in the Saudi territorial waters while loading smuggled weapons, this recent event is still in our mind):

It has been stated in a report done by Saudi Border Forces (Al-Wifaq) owned a copy … 

Within only three months 150 thousand penetrates has been caught 

Explosion weapons and belts/straps have been used in terrorism operation in the kingdom …

Assier (AL-Wifaq) Turkey AL-Talhi

Saudi and Yemeni Security Authority are facing a problem of smuggling of weapon and some other prohibited items through borders inside Saudi Arabia. Security cooperation agreement which held between the two countries, facilitated too much for weapon smuggling prevention operations. In a new report –Al-Wifaq obtain a copy- prepared by Saudi Border Force General Directorate, there was information that during a period of 3 months which extend from first of Rajab till end of Ramadan 1424H, there were not less than 150 thousand penetrates has been caught. Penetrates were in attempt to pass from Yemen to Saudi Arabia through the border. Also, nearly to 1243 cattle and drug smugglers has been caught. Drug quantity seized reached to (1685.25) kg of cannabis, (13724) tablets, (1019126.25) kg and seized quantity of wines figured in one gallon, (1219) bottles, and (1441) cans.

As for the number of smuggled seized animals were (4250) items as well as seizing (630570) kg of foodstuff. 

As for the most dangerous smuggling was weapons where the report refer to that they were seized (1800) dynamite sticks, (131) pieces of various type of weapon, (2325) bundles of explosion wire, and (24485) items of various type of live ammunition in addition to five bombs.

Border Force also has seized quantity of various explosives in a total weight of nearly to "23.893.02" kg. … In accordance to a press report, the explosives that used in exploding Mohaya residential compound were ranging between 300 to 500 kilo grams. This is in addition to "301 RBG cannonballs" with RBG guns. RBG is a distant pelted weapon to destroy various targeted objects.

"431" hand grenades some were locally made after filling the adding to the contents metal pieces to make sure that it will injure much more number of people. The other remaining hand grenades are made in other countries.

"304" ready explosion belts/straps which are enough for three hundred suicidal.

"674" explosion percussions used for ignition the explosives. This number of percussions was enough for 350 explodes.

"1020" pieces of various type of weapons varying between Kalashnikov, revolvers, and machine guns.

"352.308" live bullets for various kinds of weapons.

Big varied collection of communication means, calculators, watches, and telephone machines, which are used for timing of explosions, also, there were different tools used for installing and preparing explosives. In an other report which have been distributed by Saudi Drug Prevention Administration where it announced that during the year 1421H, Authorities concerned with drug prevention has deal with 12204 cases against 17199 accused, in an increasing averaging 14% in number of cases and 13% in number of accused individuals if compared with the direct previous year when 5251 accused and 30% of them were unemployed.

This report has stated that the weight of the drugs seized during 1421H was reached to (254547) kg and (270) grams. This said drug was included cannabis, opium, heroin, kat, and cocaine. Kat was 99% out of the weighted drugs.

Drugs counted by tablet was (9703665) this included amp-vitamin, sekonal, and kaptagon. The place where highest seized quantity was Makkah with average of 29% followed by Riyadh 22% shared with Jazan 22%. Numbers of accused drug users were 11693 individuals, circulators were 4356, and smugglers were 116. Accused Saudi citizen number was 13571 males and 41 females. Non-Saudi were 3457 males and 130 females. Accused single were 10428 persons and married were 6679 one. Accused educated individuals were 14260 and illiterates were 2939 out of the total accused persons.

As for the employment classes, employees were 1652 one out of total number of accused, ordinary workers were 2674, students were 1299, middlemen were 3516, unemployed were 5251, and other jobs were 2807 accused.

Weapon smugglers used to follow mountain passages; they travel passing Fifa and Bani-malik mountains then through Assier Mountains. They take such channels because these roads are the best for weapon smuggling, which will be discovered if they go through the ordinary roads. On the other hand, weapon markets are placed in rugged mountains near those passages.

This type of smuggled goods includes fire works, which take different styles the same like weapons came worldwide to Yemen.

Thirdly: Treatment: -

1- Treatment is depend on removal of factors that supports tribal disturbances and weapon accumulation … this has been detailed seven years ago in our study under the topic of National Reconciliation Project. (Appendix page 289).

2- treatment (illusory) such as financing purchase of weapon by some other countries has became subject for jokes … it circulates for weapon trade and open an other corruption door for influential persons which deal in sale, purchase, facilitate, and smuggling of weapons … In military stores there are weapons not registered in Ministry of Defense lists. Such weapons are under disposal of other influential persons. Military stores are full of such weapons and they are forming one of the main market supplying centers. Additionally, weapons used to be collected from people through purchasing used to find its way again through selling to the people (Note: our government used to do this to decrease weapon quantities among population). Some times, same or more quantity of weapon collected from people by the government, leaks to the market, whether leakage is from government stores -which are without official registration list- or leaks by smuggling through coasts –in which smuggling operations are directed and supervised by influential individuals. In most of times they allow whom and what they want to enter or exit whether the entered and departure articles are human being or smuggled items of any nature. Such operation used to carry out through the official land, sea, or airports.

3- tribes are the most class suffering from troubles and weapon accumulation where the killer and dead belong to that class, same time it is in major retardation and lacking of projects and services is settled in their place more than settling in other places plus to stoppage of straight life … low educational levels touching the children … lasting fear is living among the class individuals … all these are giving huge suffer to that class.


Practices and experiments proof that if this class found powerful, valid, fair judicial system capable to offer security to this class individual's life, properties, and rights.  Adding together with fair laws that can exclude grievances and expel injustice … in such circumstances tribal class will be the first who observe and support this order because this class will be the most beneficiary. At that time, tribes or others will not be in need to take and accumulate weapons.

2- Marginalization Of Woman:

Note: although the number of registered women in voting list is increasing but the political contribution of the woman as candidate in election decreased. Female candidate for 1993 election was (42 women), in 1997 election was (19 women), and in 2003 election was only (11 women). Same this situation is for number of who won the parliamentary seats where no woman won in the last election except one, which led to big debates about the manner of her winning. In the municipal local councils all around the country there are only 36 women among the 7315 members.

A- Woman Issue Is She A Victim 

      For One Of These Two Causes:

1- because of retardation glance to woman, some times restored to religious opinions whereas the religion didn't prohibit, but this became regular among people till stoked to their minds as prohibited matter the thing that change woman to a "property" just like a home or a car, etc on this ground, for them, woman does not relate to human beings … this practice does not defer than the pre-Islam ideology of burying newborn girl alive except in the method, but for the severity it may be more sever at times. If the pre-Islam thought burying alive the girl's body, the modern retardation burying alive the woman's humanity, mind, and her soul and sprit opposite to Islam, which came to make the mind free and secure human soul and enlighten heart. Islam came for burying alive the man soul incites to evil through purifying and sterilizing soul so as to be ready to receive the high-elevated nobility to humanity.

2- Because of radicalism glance to the woman, which may dressed the cover of modernization or advancement in topics that have no relation to modernization or advancement, but they are just blind copy of what has emerged by other societies in modernity thought. This view change the woman to a piece of instinctual merchandise publicity in the magazines and movies, furthermore, exhibited alive in show windows at the streets of some countries … that countries society start complaining from that situations, which offending humanity of every body a man or a woman.

B- Woman issue is changed to an attraction and some times changed to unjustified conflict between the woman and man. But man is a human without a woman whom she is the mother, wife, daughter, sister, and colleague. Same for the woman, she is not a human without a man who he is the father, husband, son, brother, and colleague. The relationship type between man and woman is a relation of correlation and joint existence to build a type of life did not continue or succeed unless cordiality, merciful toward one to other and respect is observed.

C- while that societies, which believed on the thought of conflict between man and woman, are strongly complaining from their situation in some matters which make the woman tired when changed to a merchandise or to human machine searching for her means of life and carry out hard physical work which touching her female characteristics … in this time we found ourselves want to start that society's whole practices … want to have the complete experiment with it's well known disadvantage whereas logically, we have to start from where they stop and avoid their disadvantages … therefore we must read their serious social and educational researches so as to benefit from the positive matters in their practice … adherence to our worthy Islamic doctrine and principles drive us to take positive aspects of other nations experience … moreover, we accept as true that there is no positive aspect can oppose our Islamic believes or prohibited by our religion. 

D- we are supporting the idea of giving woman all her rights … what is more, we need to achieve integration and development inside our societies where when woman carry out all her duties and same time man has to do his duties towards woman and contribute in enabling her to have her rights and do her duties … and the woman have to do all her duties towards the man by contributing in enabling him to have his rights and do his duties … both together have to do their joint duties towards the society, life, and next generation.

E- purifying our concepts towards woman and differentiation between matters of Islamic instructions and negative traditions are things we should have to steer towards in honest manner … such manners have to be guided and ruled by individuals who are well qualified and having scientific aware to current life of other societies members (men and woman). These individuals have to be enough qualified religious, social, and educational men and should be lenient and moderate men. No body can find out any contradiction or contrariety in applying the said things. Contradiction and contrariety cannot be present unless there is:

1) Ignorance, isolationism, fanaticism, narrow horizon and premature understanding of the Islamic Laws – Shari’a.

2) Drifting without reflection after baseless axioms scientifically and religiously.

3) Drifting and following what degrade our moral values, beliefs and our humanity, and turn us into a “thing” diluted and transformed us without values or morals, as if moral are like clothes and shoes which can be changed at will. There are others who want us to get rid of our entire heritage, and be exposed or dress in tattered on discarded clothes that do not cover, warm and protect the body.

F- In our party we started to embark on experiments, which were not completed due to events. We were the first party where a woman reached high position, as an assistant to party President, and assistant to the party General Secretary. And we were in a process of publishing a newspaper where all staff members are women, and this was to prove that a woman is capable to carry out her obligations alone and with high capabilities and she is also capable to function as a partner with her brother (man).

G- One of the ways of solving these problems appears in the core of Para. (e) Above. The current laws might have solved this topic only legally but we need to exert more effort in religious and social enlightenment.

H- The political parties and the civil society organizations have to play a big role for this cause. They have to innovate new means to rehabilitate and enable the woman to carry out their effective and constructive roles…. One of the appropriate means is to give 15-20% of leadership positions and in electoral constituencies exclusively for women and give more chances for her to compete in other positions and other departments, and our colleagues in the opposition parties also proposed this.

(I) Our Islamic Arabic History has been infested with honorable samples of women who shared man with high efficiency in so many life fields. Of them there is a doctor, a nurse, a merchant, a teacher, a governess, the great mother who has born and bred the best men, a financer of Islamic mission, the wife who has a great part in both her husband and herself success, a fighter, a great scientist that people travel to benefit and seek her advise, a hermit and a worshipper. All these without any opposition against law or traditions, but on the contrary it is a constructional role, which is, supported a good pious person and it is not denied with those obtained knowledge.

(j) We have to share in qualifying and enabling the woman to perform her constructional roles without being afraid of any thing against our community and his right belief; our mothers, sisters, wives, daughters and workmates are not a feather in the wind, and they are not less than us in religion, value and conduct, they are not empty-minded and hearted with blind sight and insight to change to night failures. But they are unjust and stripped of many of their rights. The victim of injustice will turn very angry if stripped of his rights, and those who are angry for stripping their rights are excused if their anger exceeds its limits. If we are to fear, we have to fear to the man and from the man, he is more vulnerable and able to deviations and poorer in front of temptations. No existence and it there must not be a battle between man and wife or else they will lead a miserable life as it will be between husband and wife, father and mother, mother and son, father and daughter, brother and sister and a-he mate and a-she mate. If these illegal battles are available, they are between two very small sections from a limited number that form two complicated and primitive sides of the two sexes who involve in each of the two fighting sides.

           We issued a paper in 1999 AD about participation and partnership of Woman (attached in page 305).

3- Poverty and its negative results against social peace, traditions and conducts:  

          The life and Poverty situation which our country reaches, under the luxury life of the influential, leads to acute collapse in traditions and conducts, and to many suicide and killing cases between relatives, and a quick spread of crime.

          No way out for our country to surmount this situation, unless with:

a) Combating of corruption and corrupting which has become a cause of all sins and evils.

b) The importance of using system of social and hygiene guarantee.

c) The controlling of distribution of money for poverty to reach the right people through an independent organization that has branches in the provinces and not under the authority of the ruling party government, which uses it political and partial wise. But through local councils supervision and control of judicial authorities.

d)  Controlling of Zakat resources, obligations and forming of an independent organization responsible to the government of the one party formed of social, economical scientists and specialists to invest it and distribute it to the right persons. Also to establish profitable projects to employ those who are able to work from the poor section and to look after the disabled and to spend from it in the rest Zakat expenditure which is legally appointed. 
4- The increased unemployment, The workers and the Farmers and the loss of their rights:

A) The trend towards comprehensive reforms will create a lot of Job chances, as it will lead to the encouragement of investments, the right guidance of the public resources, the security and stability fulfillment. This will lead to exchange of interests with others and all this will lead to local development indifferent life processes. 

B) The availability of minimum wages for employees and workers including the farming-workers will raise life level.

C)  Giving the workers the freedom to form their union organizations away of authority interference according to laws and systems that regulate rights, relations and duties between workers and business owners so that the worker will not be unjust.  At the same time the unions may not change to a weapon to drive away investors and businessmen; this will lead to lose of work opportunities. All that will help in fulfilling a required balance between the worker duties and his performance in raising production level and process and between his obtaining his rights with an income and custody that lead to happy life.

D) As to the agriculture it is important to apply strict rules that regulate the relation, the rights and duties between the landlord and the renter and between the renter and the farming workers. It is important to study the experiences in Lahaj, Abyan and Ahwar and use the best of it .It made an agricultural development led to a rise of income for the landlord and the renter and the farming worker.

E) It is important to trend to look after the technical and professional Institutes as an inevitable basic for efficacy and skill development. This is the important axis for income rise and unemployment fighting. The future will only offer a narrow space to the manual and muscular works and also to the university graduates who has no enough experiences. The chance will be opened to the highly efficient technical, craft, trade and skills owners.

5- The Movement from Country to Towns:

          The cause of this movement, which leads to crowdies and jams in main towns, makes a stress on its services, results from:

a) The decrease of incomes and the absence of the projects that can handle employees and workers.

b) The decrease of the hygienic, educational and electrical and pure water services etc in the country.

c) Security reasons not because the town is more secured, but because it is more crowded and can make a hiding as well as escaping place. When the hunt of the revenge seekers is increased, especially in main towns and in the capital, the wanted ones are forced to move to other towns or return their villages to seek refuge with their peoples.

d) Getting near to the decision-making center, because they cannot solve their problems locally, as local government with full authority is absent. 

The remedy of these causes will decrease these crowdies. 

6) The decrease of the hygienic services:

We will mention some reports that only present indicators about some of the disorder aspects in this side. What is hidden is greater than what our people are aware of and feels about the hygienic level. We mention it because it is legal in a country with no transparency, so what the official circles announce is only a little light declared when matters reach a level where hiding is impossible. What exceed limitations is announced:

       A parliamentary report ensures about the hygienic situation in three provinces (Sana’a, Amran, Sadda)

There is an opposite proportional relation between population and the medical services which presented to them. This is clear in the increase of population in rural areas as they are 95% of total population in the whole three provinces with the decrease of the hygienic services presented to them, the report mentioned, which is presented by the committee of public health in the parliament, that the total population in Sana’a province (million and 439 thousand and 459 persons, at the same time there only hospital in it and (9) hygienic centers with (210 beds) and (85) hygienic centers without beds and (24) First Aids Unit, referring to the total beds are (270) with the ratio of one bed for each (5,330 ) persons .

          The report of the parliament mentioned that there is spreading and catching illnesses in the province reaches in the year 2003AD (14.447) Malaria infection case and (519) liver Virus infection and (16.180) diarrhea and (178) tuberculosis infection case, and the parliament committee also indicated that the population in Amran province reaches (million &33 thousand&264 persons) there are nearly (143) hygienic establishment distributed all over the province with about (310) beds rated one bed for each (3.333) persons of  the total population. Malaria infection cases in the province reach (13.095) cases in the year 2003AD and (25.057) diarrhea infection cases and (398) Hepat Virus infection cases.

          The population of Sadda, according to the report, reach (633 thousand and 872 persons), and there are in the province about (114) hygienic establishment; only one hospital, total of beds in the province are (259) bed rating one bed for each (2.477) persons of total population, at the same time many spreading, chronic and epidemic illnesses are breaking out, and the infection cases of these illnesses reach (332) infection of whooping couch and (482) Malaria infection cases and (10.752) dysenteric infection cases and (30.628) diarrhea infection cases and (969) hepatitis infection cases and (660) tuberculosis infection cases .

           The report clarifies that the responsible circles in the government, that are concerned to deliver the achieved projects, the imported medical devices and equipment did not care and were not keen in considering pre-agreed upon specifications with the executive circles when delivering Jehanh Rural hospital in Sana’a province. The parliament Committee noticed that the cleanliness and disinfection level in the hospitals is not reaching the suitable level to stop infection cases before and after surgical operations.

           Also lack of supervision, following up and annual evaluation by the Ministry of Health and Central Audit Organ to control medicine fund and community participation in Hygienic medical services.

       The report of public hygiene and population committee discovered that there was a failure and arbitrary planning and insufficiency of specializations and the lack of the central decision over the required allowances. Moreover, the absence of coordination with the governmental circles due to charity projects, led to hindrance of so many Hygienic projects. 

      The parliament Committee advised Ministry of Health to review whatever is related to community participation system to support hygienic and medical services and the system of repaying cost of medicine and to correct the chronicle legal disorder accompanying these fields and the serious quick action to remedy the failing hygienic projects in each of the three provinces ( Sana’a, Amran, Sadda) and the rise of Ministry of Health allowances in the annual budget as well as the rise of working budgets roof of the hygienic organizations.

           Also the parliament committee asked the government create new jobs for hygienic sector in the three provinces to cover the shortage in medical, hygienic and technical Cadre. (If these incidents are in the capital and it’s neighboring, how you can imagine the situation in the rest of provinces?) 

           The scandal of the venous solutions, which its pollution is proved that, was being produced locally through Yemeni company for producing and distributing medicines (Y.D.CO.) Two million skins were poured into the market. In the past the venous solutions skins were imported from Denmark. It was following the international standard specifications according to specifications of the good producing (GMP) it had been imported in relatively high prices. Then the origin country was changed to import the skins from China. It was according specifications, but with a relatively less price. At last the venous solution skins were imported from an Indian company and in batches. It was cheaper, unfortunately defected.

      In a workshop performed by the Nation Program for AIDS combating which is done for journalists, during the two days (Saturday& Sunday) 19-20/6/2004AD. The Program Manager, Dr. Fawzia Abd Allah Ghramah, presented work paper included international, regional, and local statistics for the illness. The paper referred to those (1379) cases in Yemen since the year 1987AD and until 2003AD. The rate of the infected Yemeni to the foreigners is 50% and the infected children by AIDS (HIV) about (21) children.

         And according statistics during those years, it was noticed that the rate of AIDS infections increased greatly. In 1987 there was only one case. The discovered cases during the year 1997AD were (204) cases, and in the year 2003 (247) cases were discovered. Specialists in AIDS field ensure that behind every one case, there should be (100) cases.

       Officially the National program for combating and killing Malaria stated that the illness every year killed more than fifteen thousand victims in Yemen.

……………………………………………………………………………....

            The committee of water and environment in the parliament pointed out in its report that was presented in mid May 2004 that 75% of the population are suffering from infections related to water pollution or the illnesses, which have great relation with water. This section is nearly 12 million of the population.

          60% of the populations live in areas infested with Malaria; they are nearly 9.5 million natives. The report referred that 10% of the populations were infected with Dysentery, the ratio was 4.6% in the year 85AD to 12.5% and nearly 6.3 million infected in 96AD.

          The report ensured that about 3 millions natives were infected with epidemic Hepatitis, and 50%of the children deaths caused by the illness related with water pollution. 30% of these illnesses caused by diarrhea and 30% caused by Malaria and typhoid.  In Yemen 55thousand children die every year by these illnesses with the average of 151 children every day.

             The death of children reached, according to the parliamentary report, its highest average in Yemen; estimated 11.7% from the living births and with the average of 117 cases in every thousand new births.

           The report ensured that the continuation of the deteriorated environmental situation, without effective combating from the two sides (medical & protection) would result in Hygienic and environmental disasters. It is a very dangerous and serious affair, ignoring it is a crime that would not be forgiven.

            This affair needs a detailed study. It reached that all we spend in one year on curing abroad, as a government or individuals, will be enough for building the most modern hospitals prepared with the latest technologies. The dealt with figures exceeds three hundred million Dollar every year.

         The factors causing this failure summarized as follows: 

a) The decrease of ability of capacity of the hospitals.

b) The absence of the serious administrations in hospitals; there is no buildings and equipment maintenance, no managing, no cleaning and no accountability to those who go far.

c) The decrease of medical cadre incomes and the working cadre in hospitals.

d) The growing corruption, which reaches medicines and its stealing, and importing medicines that, exceeds expiry date. The corruption hands reach modern medical equipment, which were gifted to our country from some countries. They are sold to countries and hospitals where our patients travel and have medical care there! It was a scandal that made most of the countries stops their help for our country.

e) Local packing of medicines without real supervision. From here two million packing were discovered bad and useless in the month of July 2004.

f) Lack of ability for the individual medical cadre to be up to date with scientific developments in the field of medicine. No available machinery to this important affair. Till now we use out of date medicines, which most of countries stop using it. Also still we have illnesses, which are eliminated, from most countries.

g) The patient is forced to buy his medicines and the required tools to do an operation for him. (Tools like bandages, injections, strings etc.  

h) Our universities give primitive qualifications; they teach out of date curriculum and equipment even in faculty of medicine.

i) The out come of that is wrong diagnosis. Even the hospitals abroad do not trust investigations come from our hospitals; even the x-ray is not trusted.

j) Most of the illnesses still we could not cure while the world discovered them and their remedies like most of the cancer tumor or the heart or the types of hepatic viruses                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                         

k) Nowadays there is a spread of illnesses that our country did not pass before, because of using chemicals in farming without sound supervision. Thus farming products are injured, the environment is polluted and our people get ill.

l) All this and others need scientific study, planning and put remedies with cardinal reform within the framework of the comprehensive reforms. (In our program 1992/1993 we refer to so many treatments).

6- The failure of electricity services, pure drinking water services and not to be up to date due to increasing needs: 

a) This continual failure is a result of the partial temporary treatment without studying the real future needs, the absence of general strategic view for future. If it is found, only on paper and not finding it’s way to reading and absorbing and considering by decision-makers and these establishments.

b) If a project is approved which can cover some of this failure, corruption kills its real abilities, either by surmounting specifications or hindering execution. It cannot be fulfilled unless the need has gone beyond its power and ability.

c) The reliance of most rural areas on grants and self-contributions in establishing little projects for electricity or to flow waters from wells and, of course, they do not own the ability of scientific studies for future needs. After a short period it will fail to fulfill all the needs in spite of limiting working for short hours during the day.

It is obvious that reforms should include every thing.

7- Environmental pollution:

             Environment forms the surrounding in which we live and breathe its air and in it, grow what we eat animal or plant. From it we obtain what we drink, wash with or entice the eye. Its pollution leads to human pollution and the development of microbes and germs; consequently spread of illnesses. Pollution harms the eye and deprives it from enjoying beauty of nature, which is polluted by rubbish, remains and dung. Stink smells that make people catch a cold. All these, of course, affect both animals and plants.

           Environment, in short, is the surrounding where all types of life start and develop. Our country has become a growing field for Environmental pollution with all its branches…. some causes of this are: -

a) Corruption that allows burials for remains, which our people know nothing about. The press had announced this affair before ten years and published incidents, which the government cannot deny.

b) The bad condition of the drainage in main towns. It does not cover completely any town including the capital, which suffers with its visitor from evil smell and illnesses that causes. (Parliament debates on the bad conditions in Bin Haris and others north of the capital-December 2004AD).

c) No drainage systems in the country.

d) Drainage systems are available in towns, but the system of its accumulative treatment and curing is absent,

e) No good system for rubbish collecting and other remains and their treatment. They are always near towns and cause development of insects and germs or atmosphere pollution by fumes when burned.

f) Beach pollution by ship remains; corruption played a great role in covering such crimes.

g) A discovery of barrels full chemical, strange chemicals of unknown origin on some beaches (July 2004 Al-ayyam paper) No body tries to follow to know the importer and punish him. It is a dangerous thing that leads to killing of our fish resources.

              All this leads to establish an effective organization or ministry to study all sides of the problem; that is environmental pollution and its causes. A studied scientific program is put to solve pollution and environment conservation. These programs should be executed in cooperation with other related circles. (We mentioned some treatments in our program 92/1993AD; also we mentioned a very important article, the disasters and we suggested the formation of an organization for crisis equipped with all its needs to stand against disasters.

9) Establishing of roads and connection work nets:

No doubt all that has been done in this field is a positive affair. Although some negatives appear awing the cost and specifications, which are corruption, out-comes or choosing some branch constructions for political reasons, but it serve some sections of our people. Roads and communication nets can be fulfilled in the deprived neglected areas especially that pass through villages.

         In all cases all what has been finished is positive.

Educational and learning reforms (It is the basic for real growth and development)

Disorders, their reasons and the remedies:

(1) The poorness of handling ability in basic, university, technical and professional institutes. 

(2) Education and failure in constructions resulted from:

    - The weakness of financial sources specialized for Education and learning, or what spends in this field.

    - Bad distribution in building Educational constructions; some of them built in places where there are no students, because either there schools found nearer to the crowded population or because it is the effect of those who own the decision or as source of corruption; in other places a pupil cannot find even a place to sit in the class.

    -  Spread of Corruption.

This matter can be cured with:

· Increasing Education and learning budget (Basic, university, professional and Technical)

                      -A scientific correct planning for constructions (building and distribution) and a strict supervision on building.

                  - Reducing corruption.

   (2) The absence of Educational and Learning strategy that can define the output according to future precaution. This return to:

· The absence of general developmental strategy, used by the government, with defined aims.

· The occupation of Educational organizations by problems of student admission, their own job problems, transferring, promotions, and others in addition to the absence of future prospect upon which it can stand any strategy.

The Inevitable solution:

a) The future prospect must be clear.

b) Making of a clear Educational strategy with defined aims, mechanisms and liable for execution.

c) This strategy should lead to out-come for the Educational operation to face future needs on every science of the technical and trade sciences.

d) Guidance for students should be started from basic Education, according to their abilities and tendencies, for study in specializations that satisfy future development needs, and this after making tests and studies for student tendency and abilities and the work on tendencies and abilities to satisfy needs.

(3) Weakness of curriculums and its primitivism and cram that cast a heavy burden on pupil and student and the absence of the correct educational curriculums and development of skills and tendencies from infancy. Also religious curriculums have absorbed extreme trends and conceptions and opposition to orders and straight, good and constructible religious concepts that our country follow for long centuries. As for history, sociology, and the national education curriculums, they are made according to the ruled system orders and this leads to changes, politicizing and forging our history and community. This make instabilities and contradictions in the student mind, he lost confidence in these curriculums as they contradict what he learns from his family and society.

   All this because of:

A) Lack of serious effort exerting in formulating curriculums.

B) Depending on machinery dictation or the directed for most of our scientific and religion curriculums from other out of date curriculums away from teachings.

C) Politicizing education to make use of any coming system,

 The solution is in:

a) Establishing a specialized organization include the most efficient and qualified scientists in all subjects, to make modern curriculums for education in all levels following era development. This organization should follow every 

     New development in the field of experimental and     contemporary sciences, and review every year their curriculums.

b) In regard to the religious education and sciences, an organization of religious scientists should be formed of those who learned religion from its main origins, those who are well known to their good conduct and stability. Specialists and experts in curriculum making and, education, as well as law and community scientists must share them. This organization should rewrite the religious and educational curriculums in basic and university education. Also to put directions and limitations to the religious curriculums in newly established specialized Institutes and Colleges, governmental or private.

c) Forming a qualified organization to rewrite contemporary history from those who are known for their neutralization and honesty, and to take well-respected individuals who witnessed incidences and developments or have part in making them supported with true document. They may seek help from other circles who wrote about them, provided that these documents are confirmed and stand on a neutral scientific concrete. The same is for national education, which must be written on basis and aims to develop citizenship spirit strengthen national and religious ties far from ways of over respecting individuals, organization or the incidents.

(4) Illiteracy: Results level decrease in of illiteracy elimination trials, why?

· The absence of policies and studied planning that aims to eliminate Illiteracy.

· Using these trials as propaganda and ceremonies 

       Operations.

· The absence of following up. The study out-comes accurately and scientifically. 

· Treating this matter as a minor case, in spite of the fact that is one of the most important hindrance elements for comprehensive development.

  And the Remedy summed in: Policies and Plans making and the interest in the following up and out-comes study and giving this matter whatever it deserve interest wise, and specifying ample financial resources and serious check to those responsible.

         It is very important to study carefully the experiment of Malaysia in Applied and Contemporary Education, which was one of the most important elements of its development.                                                                            In the frame of education reform, we mentioned before many years our viewpoint that handled what was said about education at that time (attached page 318.

Cultural reform: (as it forms the mirror of Community maturity and development)

Firstly:

The false impressions of the cultural pool, which preside our minds, deserve taking custody, interest and deep study of its factors and reasons. We cannot cross to modernization unless we bury and eliminate this pool off ourselves. We have an ample number of qualified scientists in both culture and thought; some of them apply to lecture in the most prospered international universities. But the availability of out driving mechanisms for every good in our country includes even culture. Knowledge acquiring in our country is an individual interests, and self-effort that does not stand on group efforts built on defined cultural policies and knowledge. Even though there are ministries of education in every government, but their performance is through imitating others (night wood cutter) without any methodical studies stating trends of rust eliminating off the culture in our country; and this deepen the impression of cultural pool.

We believe that these trends should stand on: -

1- The deep knowledge and study of our cultural inheritance and our religious, social and civilizing traditions from our Arabic and Islamic sources that we are proud and boasting of.

2- Epistemic openness on other cultures and civilizations. (Ancient and modern) 

3- Encourage studies and research in fields of our culture as well as others cultures.

Although we are proud and always boast of our belief, our Arabian and Islamic culture, but we have to be aware that the inheritance, cultural and civilized present as well as the scientific, physical and technical present is a humane inheritance so every man has to benefit from it.

        The fear of some people about our traditions, belief, cultural inheritance from the cultural openness to the world, is unreasoned fear except the feeling of the false impression of the cultural pool between our culture and other cultures. The fact is that, the pool exists but in us and in neither our culture nor our inheritance. Countries like Japan which was defeated during the Second World War, and Malaysia which was poor owning nothing by itself except local and regional cultural inheritance, which has no effect in the history and presence of the World, but what it acquired and shared as a Muslim country, the same as those countries, it was not hindered by this inferiority complex and not even by the cultural pool. It interplayed with other cultures without losing its tradition and inheritance basis; so it prospered. The same as India which was proud of its known traditions and         cultural inheritance, it kept it and interplayed with whatever positively could participate in its culture without stopping it from obtaining the present sciences and its technologies, which scored a mutation in that put it in a dominated rank technological wise; and also Southern Korea.

Secondly:

         What worth mentioning is that, the political, economical and social life in human communities, will not straighten without the development of culture and its prosperity. At the same time it's impossible, in all cases, to prosper through sciences, arts and technologies without cultural deepness. Here it is clear that, we have to rescue culture in our country from this bad situation and long-sufferings.

        Alexandria document issued on the conference of (Problems of Reform in the Arab Countries) that was held in the period from 12-14 March 2004Ad. It showed a number of cultural Priorities as follows:

1) Preparing of the cultural climate to realize Democratic development and peaceful rotation of authority. This is done by standing against failures, bad fossil habits and the accumulative effects as the result of corrupted political situations that would obstruct the activation of the political participation. The role of this confrontation is to change the negative political and social attitude towards woman, and ensure her cultural role and scientific achievement, and her inevitable part in development operation. As cultural development is the base of any development and the first step to any radical reforms cannot be successful without the spread of democratic culture through education and Information curriculums.

2) Canceling any forms of control against ideological and cultural activity to support responsible freedom and activate creation operation, away from custody of any circle or section in the name of religion or tradition or specialization or politics, or what is called public interest. Development of nations is pawned on complete freedom for its talented and ideologists in the field of their different activities.

3) Ensuring that science is described as basic former of culture elements, and it is described a strong rout for future view, which is established in the general cultural awareness that the necessity of knowledge society which is the ideal way for development in every field.

Reform in culture field is considered, no doubt, as a branching operation, because the different meanings of culture. This operation asked our country and all its attaché, firstly putting real guaranty (legislative and constitutional) to develop culture and protect it, and care of those at the head of cultural affairs; talented and ideologists.

                                   Of these guarantees:

· Government custody for cultural services, and serious actions to realize in all republic areas, the interest should be especially on the remote deprived borders.

· Establishing of theatres and stable public libraries in towns and mobile ones in rural areas, according to planning and studied programs.

· Illiteracy duty … it is the responsibility of government to eliminate it from society life. Law should clarify the appropriate way to eliminate it.  

· Encourage modern education in art fields and develop what was ready of it, through making preparation easier with all tools and equipment, and teachers and specialized experts and when it is necessary seek help from specialized teachers from abroad.

· The interest should be in places of historical background, through maintenance or repairing in all cases to be protected. Also to put rules to keep them.

·    The interest should be in museums, in its maintenance as well as protection and documentation of all its content.

It is important to mention that the rules on which cultural policy depends are:

1) Freedom of creation and the annulment of control.

2) Decentralization in Administration, project Finance and cultural activities.

          It is very important to establish a permanent frame for culture called (council or organization or committee) contain 13 members from specialists in cultural field (Arts, Technologies, Archeology) chosen for one time with a duration of only three years.

       The Minister of culture issues his decree about appointing membership (council, organization, and committee) bearing in mind the fair representation for all provinces and directions and cultural specializations when appointing.

          The minister of culture, chairman of (council, organization, and committee) is authorized to dismiss any member during his membership, according to the member application or the member breaches his obligations or disability of the member to perform his duties. The ministry of culture pays the members a sufficient reward for their services during membership period. The (council, organization, and committee) holds meetings three times a year as follows:

    April / August / December / every year.

      The Minister of Culture is authorized to, if necessary; invite this cadre to an emergency meeting. 

  This cadre is entrusted (council, organization, and committee) in the following tasks: 

 (1) Making of studies, reports, planning, programs (short duration / mid duration / long duration)

And suggestions and recommendations concerning:

· Developing culture and cultural services for the period 2005-2030AD

· Systems and rules concerning support of culture, cultural creations, cultural services conserving and activating the Yemeni publican inheritance, and archeology and the cultural committees

· Care of child culture, developing his hobbies, the interest in youth education through accurate educational culturing … and encourage creative youth, of the two sexes in the field of culture.

· Spread of cultural awareness and top technical taste in society.

· Care of ideological technical creation, copyrights, performance and spread of taste in the field of plastic arts. Also encourage talents in these fields.

· Encourage, support art, technical production, authorship and Translation.

· Spread of library services and Museums … and providing support to it.

· Making of festivals, debates, and cultural conferences.

· Strengthen cultural connection with Yemenis abroad and develop it.

· Encourage cooperation in all cultural fields with friend and neighboring countries and Arab and foreign organizations working in this field.

2) Minister of Culture is authorized to ask (council, organization, and committee) to give their viewpoint on any cultural problem and (council, organization, committee) to evaluate the functions of the existing cultural departments and their development. 

Reform of the fourth authority:

Preface: When the Media is concentrating basically on the Press, and when the Press in some of our countries has its power as well as influence and creditability on public view, it was really "Fourth Authority" it would turn governments and the same time establish others.

        Today Media has been widened and varied, not only the Press is presiding but also the media with all its types and means (legible, audible, visual) and by all its means, which transmit news, information, point of view, analysis and knowledge, beginning from the Press to what has been produced by Information revolution with its satellites and network of internet, it becomes really the window of action and effect, not only in political affairs, but also in all educational, cultural, ideological, technical, scientific, learning, social, economical, and political life affairs. Effect and influence is widening to include all types and section of community, and all fields. The action of these aids is deepened in knowledge, information and effect. All this in our viewpoint is a great a positive achievement as mechanisms, tools and aids. We are not to fear the problems transferred by these aids to the point that hinders and defect it. It is apparent that positives and negatives are not originated from these aids, but from man the user, sender, receiver, deliverer and accepter. We have to be away from exaggerations and imagination that we are the target of these problems, to destroy our traditions and beliefs. It is not send only for us, it is send for six Billion of people, that we part of them. The senders are also part of this six Billion. Even if we are really targeted, we are not going to surrender. We are a considered nation; we should have the ability to absorb benefit from whatever positive and immune against whatever negative and against our traditions and beliefs. The case has a sender and a receiver. If there is a defect it is not in the media, the knowledge or information. Also it is not in the sender alone, but in the receiver as well. The solution is in us, education, cultural and openness to the out side world and modernization. It is not in accusing others or accusing the media. If we fail we have not to transfer this failure to anger with others and with the media thinking that we are keeping our traditions and belief. The strong belief and traditions remain preserved if the communities can, by themselves build or find a room for these traditions, in minds, souls and hearts. All these in turn can reflect the conceptions and practicing of their tolerance and straightness and their amicability to creatures of God. These conceptions and practicing are inspired from pure origins that refuse exaggeration, extremity and hate.

          We have to choose between the easiness of the way of refusal of modernization due to our failure of the good understanding for our traditions and beliefs, which actually able to tolerate all the universe and man and all his needs and it is also able to handle the present and all its sciences, knowledge and developments, and to choose striving and doing our best to in understanding our Belief and traditions and the openness to the present and participate in life building in it, which stand on love and the love of goodness and the giving and taking from its sciences, knowledge and its developments in all fields.

      What the Fourth Authority suffers in our country …… and indicators of remedy:

       1) We are not going to speak about, what is known to all, what the authority did against the Press and the Journalists. It is one of the indicators and outcomes of the general failure.

  2) Although there a lot of papers in our country, and in spite that the margin is getting narrower, but it allows for writing and criticism in green tiny and bleached lines, surrounded, limited and shaded sometimes by big protective red lines. So the journalist and the writer are trapped, with the existence of decisive unclear law in its protection for responsible freedom and need to cancel Journal representation and sending any law breaking to the journalist union, firstly, and then to the ordinary justice if there is a trespass on others rights and honor or injuries (materially or abstract) whatever in the law. The Responsible “Just Freedom" should be maintained, protected, cared for and developed and not to be annihilated.

i. The journalist lies between the fire of his desire and the paradise of his responsibility in practicing his freedom in the responsible writing and publishing. The flames increased by the miserable living, which the government controls (directly or indirectly). So he is between self-fire and paradise. When he sees paradise, he wants to enter it. And he sometimes seeks warmness in his fire; among the inflammable life fire, which he needs to extinguish or even to decrease its inflaming. He could not enter his paradise or even himself warming fire unless the government raised hand from Information.

ii. The partial Press and the independent are governed by factors that influence both development and continuation. That is the factor of finance, it is the most important one, in a country where the newspapers cannot depend on their sales because poor distribution that resulted of:

A-    Poorness of the newspaper.

B-    Or awing to the weakness of the few       distribution companies, which most of them run by organizations either governmental or    journalist mixing between publishing its own newspapers and distributing others newspapers.

                 C-    Or about cost of distribution.

D -   Or some of governmental organizations, transporting to the provinces, mean to delay or refuse to transport these papers.

  E The governmental advertising, the advertising of companies and different governmental organizations advertising would not be given, except to those the government set is pleased with. So some of private companies feared the authority anger in case it gives it’s advertising to opposing newspapers.

      There should be a script on in the Press Law on justice of governmental advertising distribution to only the partial and independent papers. The script should stop governmental support for the partial and independent papers or all the papers have their share equally.

iii. There should be a cadre for journalists and s writers that fix the minimum of their incomes and it should be prepared by the journalist union and must be obligated to all papers.

iv. The opposition papers should give chance to the opposite view in their papers, to give the others who oppose it in trend and attitude to write their viewpoint on its papers and it can review, explain, enrich dialogue and even attract readers to its papers. Some lights can be found referring to this article in some of these papers which deserve praising.

v. The journalism profession in our country does not fulfill for its members the guarantee that enable them to get rid of some of their sufferings so as to be able to exert efforts and be innovative, which are required. The newspapers must be made to share the cost of medical and social insurance, also against occupational accidents, imprisonment or if prohibited from writing, for their employees.

vi. In absence of rules to stop the governing and the opposition systems from having partisan effect on the journalist unions. This partisan has negative effect on the performance of the union. Checks and balances should be found for the union so that they are able to carry out their important functions of protecting, developing and enhancing its performance and that of its members. 

In conclusion the foundation for reforming the press and removing or reducing the suffering of the journalists is through reforming the political system (governing and opposition).

The importance of comprehensive and deep political reform, as the only door to any other reforms in other fields:

“It is without doubt that accomplishes the mentioned issues requires big efforts and persistence from all. It connects to various society members and its institutions through various fields of economy. It is impossible for such efforts to been fruits even just part of the fruits without ensuring a general framework which is appropriate and motivating.

Therefore, reforming the general framework in which efforts are exerted represents the foundation and the cornerstone of these efforts. As we had indicated before that these reforms can not be carried out by selectivity and as it can not be executed automatically, without having a general vision and a strategy that limits and identifies its priorities and nature of the phase according to the requirements of each phase, and the local and international capabilities available. Also it cannot be efficiently implemented except by assuring the necessary environmental conditions.

In actual fact these reforms do not require just changing policies or implementing new actions in the different sectors of the economy on as we had mentioned. Rather it needs fundamental amendments in our actions, mentality and ways of administration to be able to adapt with requirements of new international environments and to benefit from it to solve the huge economic difficulties that is faced by Yemen presently.

Accordingly, we cannot say that the structural reforms in their narrow frames that are currently in use or in any other frame will lead to real development in Yemen especially in view of its current situation. In one aspect, the required reforms are those comprehensive structural reforms that solve all aspects of the economy in the best manner. In another aspect, and for execution of these reforms in the required manner, we have to start with political reform, which is a pre-condition for the success of the structural reform.

The success of these necessary structural reforms require preparation of a general frame for political stability which is the most important requirement in the under developed countries to guarantee the unity of all the society and its institutions and to achieve public contributions necessary to achieve development and benefit from the opportunities that openness will provide within the frame of new international environment. Also the political reforms is the only mean to establish an environment with credibility and transparency which links the aforementioned dimensions on a safe and strong surface under the umbrella of qualified administrative system free of corruption and with an impartial judiciary system, active and provide justice for all; and an administrative method that allows the wider participation in decision making.”

With reference to one of the World Bank’s studies that states “For allowing every individual in the society to participate in decisions that affect their life, will result in increased transparency and better design of policies and provision of protection against corruption and maladministration”. In actual fact, the efforts being made by governing system to provide cooperation and participation of compatriots, on one hand, and on the other hand those carrying out the reform in the Executive, Legislative and Judiciary and private sector, in the framework of high transparency represent the difference between an active society that seeks to achieve development and an idle society that is identified by backwardness and poverty.
Part 3

Phases of Achievement of Comprehensive Reforms:

· For the gravity of the situations… and for country’s persisting need for security, stability and development… and in view of the time constraints if we want to catch up with the developments… and if we want to stop wasting time more than that squandered along decades of differences, struggles and wrong policies while the world around us is building, developing, achieving growth and prosperity for many of its nations. To maintain the pretexts of not to burn the stages or not jump over fact, and at the same time to freeze at backward stage and at a miserable situation become a familiar presentation that annihilated us and consumed decades without the movement of any “stage” or development…. What is required from us today is to burn the waiting stage and to jump over the fact of our fall in the swirl of retaining our country and hindering its procession on the rout to comprehensive reforms.

· Accordingly, without hesitation, we say that we must not delay commence on the march for comprehensive reforms… through folding the stages of march and not to burn them, and by dealing with the situation in order to change it rather than falling in it and consolidating it….

Thus, we propose the following steps:

One:
Lay down the projects of constitutional amendments, laws and regulations to assimilate these reforms… though we have done some… and what we have done could be revised [Project for constitutional reform, five years ago, and may others as cited above].

Two:
Initiate steps leading to comprehensive political reform in the state system, government system and the political system (government and opposition)… and the other pertaining matters i.e. authorities, structures, mechanisms including the fourth authority.

Third:
The above is to be done simultaneously with the judicial reform.

Fourth:
Laying down the details of social reform and start its execution.

Fifth:
Laying down precise and parallel details for economical, administrative, financial and monetary reforms.

Sixth:
Formation of mechanisms and structures necessary to lay down the details of educational reform.

· The initial temporal evaluation is that the completion of laying down the bases, details, constitutional and legal amendments, and its ratification should be done within one year.

· To execute the formation of organizations and laying down of mechanisms, structures and tools within another year… yet if there is seriousness and an actual will and without any delays; the execution of formation of some organizations, mechanisms, basic structures and tools, could start after the first six months of the commencement of laying down the bases, details and constitutional and legal amendments… accordingly it is possible to form the organizations, structures and mechanisms of the comprehensive reforms process within eighteen months.

Chapter one:

How to begin and what are the mechanisms for starting, preparation and execution of the Comprehensive Reforms? :

Our country has experienced many ordeals and struggle swirls, and we all don’t want such ordeals or swirls to continue… and we have one of two options to accomplish the comprehensive reforms:

First Option:

The safest path… with lowest cost… and fastest result is that President Ali Abdullah Saleh has reached content and conviction that the said comprehensive reforms has become an urgent necessity, and is the only way to reform and straighten all disorders on all levels, and his historical duty is to assume the leadership of reforms process at all stages through:

1) Formation of a Higher Commission for Reforms to be presided by President Ali Abdullah Saleh personally.

2) The composition of this Commission shall be as follows:

3) Duties of the substratum of Higher Commission for the Comprehensive Reforms and the Mechanisms of its Operation:-

Out of its substratum, the formation of specialized technical committees to execute its assignments in regard to the mentioned comprehensive reform in each aspect of reforms as follows: -

a) Draft a project for constitutional amendments that conforms to the said comprehensive reforms in all aspects politically, economically, judiciary and socially…etc.

b) Draft a law system, and amend the existing in a manner that conforms to the said comprehensive reforms and facilitate its execution.

c) The specialized committee to set the laws, controls, programs, educational curriculum and timetable for execution of the said comprehensive reforms in different fields.

d) The High Commission for comprehensive reforms shall hold a meeting upon its formation to inaugurate its opening and make a declaration on the formation of specialized committees… and hold a meeting at the end of operation of the specialized committees to discuss and endorse its conclusion in the final draft.

4) Mechanism for Selection of the substratum of the Higher Commission of Comprehensive Reforms: -

a) The matter of selection of representatives of the political parties, institutions and civil society organizations, is left to their ranks for that the political parties should include the prime figures in each party whether it is the President or the General Secretary.

b) In regard to personalities, and specialists that did not determine the mechanism of this selection and it becomes difficult to select an agreement shall be made on that at the Higher Executive Commission.

5) The substratum of the Higher Executive Commission for Reforms: -

a) President and Vice President for the Higher Executive Commission for the comprehensive reforms.

b) Representatives of factions at two persons per faction.

c) Five representatives for civil society organizations to be agreed upon by the President, Vice President and representatives of all factions.

6) Duties of the Higher Executive Commission: -

1) Naming the remaining of the substratum of the Higher Commission for comprehensive reforms pursuant to the bases cited herein.

2) Formation of the scientific and technical specialists committees in each aspect of the mentioned reforms from the substratum of the Higher Commission for comprehensive reforms.

3) It has the right to add specialists out of the substratum of the Higher Commission for comprehensive reforms pursuant to a proposal from the committee and authorized by the Higher Commission for comprehensive reforms.

4) Supervision and follow up of committees works… and authorize whom it decide from its members to attend the meeting of any of those committees if it deems that is necessary.

5) Meeting with each committee to discuss the process of work, facilitate it and eliminate any obstacles.

6) Meeting with each committee upon completion of its work, and discussing together the executed work in order to place it in the final draft as a project submitted for the Higher Commission prior to its formal presentation in a meeting, or meetings, that discusses all the completed work of the committees so as to endorse it in its final draft.

7) Sources of Information: -

1) The President of the Republic shall issue a clear obligatory resolution enabling the specialized committees, or whoever it delegate, to get any information, statements or statistics from any commission, organization or department of any authority or party, which pertain to the performance of assignment of each committee.

2) The President of the Republic shall issue a resolution applying punishment of any official whatever his grade may be in case of his hindrance, prevention or barring, by any mean, any information, statements or statistics for any committee of the Higher Commission for comprehensive reforms.

8) Sources of Finance of Operation of the Higher Commission for Comprehensive Reforms, the Higher Executive Commission and the Sub-committees: -

a) The state shall provide all means, tools and financial potentials required for carrying out of the assignments of the Higher Commission for comprehensive reforms and all its components.

b) In the first meeting of the Higher Executive Commission a study is to be made for determination of the full budget required for executing its assignments.

c) Formation of a financial committee entrusted with the expenditure and control pursuant to the articles endorsed, and with full transparency, and subjected to the supervision of the central audit and accountancy organ.

9) Mechanism of Execution of Comprehensive Reforms: -

a) A National Unity Interim Government is to be formed led by the President in person, and a Vice President is to be agreed upon… or an Interim Technical Government and an agreement is to be made on its formation by the Higher Executive Commission and endorsed by the Higher Commission for comprehensive reforms in its meetings.

b) The President shall be left to select the Defense Minister, Head of the Central System for political security, the Head of the National Security Council, and Foreign Minister for reasons pertaining to the assignments of these institutions, which should not be jeopardized during this interim period.

10) Assignments of Interim Government: -

a) Execution of comprehensive reforms in its executive forms of structure, mechanisms, tools and means.

b) Preparation for parliamentary elections of the two chambers, local governments, and presidential election, establishing the mechanisms and commissions, and provide the requirements of the elections which could be done within consecutive days through the same supervising electoral committees and sub-committees…. The separated sorting committees shall carry out the sorting for each commission (As this is a precise technical process, assistance of local and foreign expertise is required regarding the possibility of holding it pursuant to this method or to another as may be reconciled by the technical experts).

c) Carrying out executive matter during the interim period.

11) Role of the current Legislative Commission (House of Representatives): -

As long as there is conviction to carry out the comprehensive reforms, the current House of Representatives shall assume the following: -

a) Continues its supervisory role.

b) Review, discuss and endorse constitutional amendments in conformance with the comprehensive reforms mentioned, in which its amendments falls within its jurisdiction.

c) Taking constitutional steps towards the conformity of the constitutional amendments with the comprehensive reforms for which the constitution stipulate for a referendum on it.

d) Discuss review and endorse any new laws or amendments of the laws currently in force after the referendum on the comprehensive reforms, and the constitutional amendments conforming to it.

e) Add a constitutional interim article giving the Interim Government the powers deemed necessary for execution of its assignments.

12) Referendum: -

Once documentations of comprehensive reforms are completed… including the constitutional amendments, the people will be called for a referendum on the constitutional amendments at the same time it will be considered a referendum on the comprehensive reforms

Important Attribution: -

1) This comprehensive reforms project that is presented with full details, stages and mechanisms…. By forwarding it, we did not intend to impose it or make everyone accept it in its form… that is not our way and not our right and beyond our ability…. But what we are presenting is an accumulated extract of our Party’s expertise for more than half a century, and a result of deep study of our situation and other requisites of our country’s important role that we anticipate it will undertake… it is an endeavor that we do not claim its perfectibility yet acknowledge our failure to attain any perfection…. We are in no doubt that it requires enrichment by those who have visions, and other courses of action from our people and from colleagues in political arena, and also from all specialists… rather from all those not our compatriots who posses thought and expertise.

2) We have tried, as much as possible, to have it comprehensive and explanatory of our contents and for the comprehensive reforms philosophy, and should not be restricted to laying down theoretical vision in its general concept…. We also tried to visualize the executive assignments and mechanisms…. This matter is the main factor that in its absence the executive vision of assignments and mechanisms shall remain theoretical, presentations, aspirations and slogans.

3) The method that we propose for discussion and enrichment to this project, and then agree upon what complies with the comprehensive reforms, shall be extracted from the experiments of discussing such cases in expanded meetings which will lead to ramification and walking out of the subtractive route…. Therefore we propose the following:

a) Each party shall study and discuss, within its frame, this project and prepare the amendments or correction it deemed necessary and add or delete.

b) In regard to independent intellectual and opinion figures, they can act individually or in cooperation with counterparts or whoever they decide from the organizational institutions, factions or civil society organizations.

c) Ready for dialogue with any faction that had proposed its visualization and amendments in order to attain a mutual project.

d) Extraction whatever is mutual between everyone in these dialogues as agreed upon.

e) Initiation of a dialogue to be, participated by all factions that had proposed it visualization and amendments on whatever is mutual between each two parts or more in order to reach reconciliation.

f) Whatever compromise we reach in the mutual meeting mentioned in Para. (e) Shall be added to the previous extraction of what is mutual among all, and cited in Para. (D)…. Therefore, we reach to the total mutual project to be acted upon, and work towards it executions, pursuant to the mentioned mechanisms and assignments.

4) In all cases, we are open in mind and in heart to accept any practical formula to discuss our project, enrich it and reconcile any on a mutual project that accomplishes our contentions and philosophy of the comprehensive reforms and its objectives.

Second Option: -

In case the President did not arrive to conviction and reconciliation that such comprehensive reforms has become an urgent necessity, or he is not of intent to lead its procession, and that what we avoid to wish or hope…. We, as part of our contentions, wish to clarify:

1) Our eagerness to qualify our country to perform its pivotal and important role.

2) Importance of our country being able to accomplish its high interests and protect the interests of others with proficiency and ability.

3) Our perception to our country’s needed to achieve peace and stability to accomplish the development and play its important role.

4) We were the first to forward our courses of direction and visions with the objectives of the comprehensive reforms years before it became a general demand –locally, regionally and international.

Out of all that: -

a) We perceive that the comprehensive and deep reforms are the basic that without it nothing can be done and our country shall remains a lair of absence of security and stability that will have its effects stretch to touch the loosing of our peoples higher interests through effecting negatively the interests of others, their security and stability local, regional and international. Therefore, we will be paving the way for others to impose on us what serves their interests in their own way… and as we set forth our private razor is safe, secure and relievable from the razors of others that could injure and bleed us.

b) We also conceive that the remaining of the situations in our country without deep and comprehensive reforms will increase our peoples suffering, constrains, poverty and the fall of the living condition to a level that has never been experienced by our people in their history, and will have a wide spread complains on all levels… thus intimidate for serious divisions.

Therefore, we have no choice but to work on accomplishing the deep and comprehensive reforms pursuant to the following mechanisms and tools: -

1) We submit this project of ours before all powers and parties, individuals and communal.

2) We call on all powers, individuals and communal those agree with us on these comprehensive reforms, in its present form and after carrying out these amendments, which have been agreed upon as per the clarifications cited in the “Important Attribution”.

3) Organize the serious peaceful movement until the objective of exerting increased public pressure until the governing system responds to the comprehensive reforms as explained above.

4) In case of continuance of ignorance by governing system, the escalation of the peaceful movement will continue with all available means.

5) Preparation of the executive mechanisms and means for comprehensive reforms.

All that require more details and controls for the peaceful procession of the comprehensive reforms, and that will be determined at the preparation stage.

Chapter two

In brief summary, the steps for the required comprehensive reforms are: -

First Step:
It is essential to have a conviction on the inevitability of the reforms and their comprehensiveness… and the availability of will and seriousness.

Second Step:
Agreement between those possessing the conviction of the inevitability of reforms, and have the will and seriousness, that there are disorders regardless of the reasons of its origination, and the tendencies and basis of comprehensive reforms.

Third Step:
Dialogue pursuant to the mechanisms cited herein between those agreeable on the details of comprehensive reforms and the mechanisms and stages of its achievements.

Fourth Step:
Formation of a national coalition that includes those agreeable of these reforms from the commissions and/or personalities… and we propose naming it: National Democratic Union – DAWA. 

Fifth Step:
The “National Democratic Union – DAWA” shall make its program for political activity that contains all peaceful pressuring means that lead to achievement of comprehensive reforms… and also includes all forms of political actions i.e. media, seminars, festivals, sit-ins, marches, demonstrations and strikes… that ends at the achievements of the comprehensive reforms.

Conclusion:

It is not right –scientifically– to describe our countries as underdeveloped but sleeping as it has not yet awaken… and also it is not right to attach them to a Third World because they are not yet qualified to be a number even in the 10th sequence in the world of today, because they abandoned their prominence and donations towards all aspects of life in values, spiritualism, science, empiricism, culture and in performance. They remained and still on the marginal side of the world for a very long era…. The world has converted scientifically, intellectually and professionally from the awakening age, steam and electricity through the age of petroleum and atom… to the age of electronic, modern technology and information system… and from Secularism, that combat religion, and Marxism Leninism, and Materialism and their accompaniments from the Left, and Capitalism and its accompaniments from the Right through Secularism co-existing with the religion in worshiping home and deleting it from sphere life… ending at globalization, and the open boundary age commercially, economically, culturally and politically… and the accompaniments of return to religion either in wrong destructive extreme concepts (Christian – Judaism – Islam or otherwise) possessing tools and locations for the destructive actions exploited or accompanied by political extremism, or with moderation, social, political and intellectual tolerance that is questing its way to the tools of constructive effects, which is the original and future course of direction for Islam and other religions…. All those developments were accompanied by world wars, regional wars, and colonial ages that still throw its shade on the present world, and its abundant negative consequences, and little positivism still affecting the backward world culturally, socially and economically.

All that activity in all fields and directions and at all levels with our backward countries having no share in that except as a consuming and consumed patterns, to be used as ill-performing tools. A number of our elite, politicians and intellectuals, practiced the duty of justification, and theorizing for the movement, action, immobility and freezing of those patterns and tools…. No innovations for many of those elites save as to command the automatic and literal copying and translating or badly trying to arabise the production and intellectual innovation of other societies…. Thus the extravagant repetition of that production became an evidence of ascension in reception, without any serious trials, except very rarely, to think on the transmitted in order to be acquainted with the positive and constructive part or re-draft it ideationally or study the roots of our societies and its values and great hereditary, intellectually and culturally, and with that compatible with the output of the other, with the authenticated experience and ages of affirmative heredities, where we can take it and leave that does not suit those affirmatives or contradictory to it…. However, the most misfortunate is that some of our elites advocate wrong concepts of our religion, values, and our cultural and intellectual heritage, from the output of some of those hostile to our conceptions… yet the bitterer of that is when the standards set by some of the elites for their countries’ heritage is similar to that set by those who desire for these countries humiliation, backwardness and disgrace…. That is because after our retardation, as a result of our abandonment of our civilized heritage and failure to develop, we were dominated by the retardation complex and did not strife to work on precise scientific research on the factors of retardation; thus we read the output of others and we found it easier to copy and adopt the neonate of others, and we rushed to adopt the reasons of its retardation in the Middle Ages in order to literally and completely drape our situations with it, without thorough examination for the roots of their retardation, and to the roots of other factors of our advancement in the past… which will inevitably lead us to the logical and scientific result, that abandonment of the factors of any society’s advancement is not the main and basic reason of its retardation… and the factors of retardation or advancement of any society or any nation is not necessarily the same or is totally a factor of retardation or factor of advancement for another society or nation.

Japan awakened and advanced without abandoning its hereditary, rather by its perseverance…. Malaysia also awakened, and advanced, without abandoning its hereditary or disputed it… also India, which has the current technical and economical advancement and China that has achieved a record rate of growth.

The interaction and co-existence of societies and nations, and the exchange of knowledge in all fields and Arts is required and necessary for any awakening, but does not require escape, cessation, discredit, mistreat or reject the cultural, educational and intellectual heritage, rather to have devotion, support, and purify it from the blemishes of time, and the negativism of wrong understanding and the inclination towards extremism that is extraneous to him.

Our societies and nation in its first forepart and in the ages of its awakening had interacted with human cultures and perceptions… it has assimilated it and benefited from it, and enriched it and added to it without abandoning its contentions and its correct ascension, and attentiveness of its mission to humanity…. Accordingly it had made a marvelous awakening in all fields and never did fold its perceptions and sciences from others because of its contentions that the human perceptions and sciences are the wealth of mankind and its utilization is a right for all components of mankind existential and its surroundings.

Therefore, we have to resort to openness on all human sciences and perceptions, and interact with it, by adoption and donation, and we will find no discrepancy or clash between the attained accomplishments of mankind in constructive perception and empirical science, and that of our pure belief and heritage for which we should eliminate all blemished and stains of extremism that has no any trace in the Islamic schools of thought.

This is a responsibility where opportunity has to be given to the qualified scholars, who acquired and quoted through the uninterrupted, correct chain of authority, and who are witnessed for their conduct, deed, and knowledge, and they are… many… thanks are to the Almighty…. It is also important and essential, that specialists of all life sciences, and experts, human and empirical contribute to this matter, thus the integration and constructive cooperation is accomplished… and any specialist can clarify the basis requirements, factors and circumstances that could activate his specialization and all will find the basis, terms, and mechanisms that motivate the activation tools for all aspects of life without contradiction and clash, taking into consideration the situation and without falling into its negativism and vigilances.

This integration between the qualified scholars, Shari’a scholars, empirical and human scientists of all walks of life, intellectual, philosophical, educational, discipline, social, economical, environmental, political, legal, informative, military and security…etc, is the basis that our civilization was based upon over all its brilliant ages. The difference is that many of these sciences were commanded by some of the prominent encyclopedic scientists that each of them was able to command numerous sciences including the Shari’a laws with distinction; therefore, integration of those sciences –sometimes– is symbolized in that individual thus preventing contradiction and clash. And with expansion of science and perceptions with subdivision of specializations even in each particular science it has become unlikely to achieve such integration, and respect for each specialist by not making judgments in matters that pertaining to his specialization without he defines the scientific requirements of his specialization and the circumstances surrounding the movement of life in this field, and without any one volunteering to theorize in specialization of others before commanding it on the hands of its scholars…. Accordingly the general view of our society over science and scientists will then be an ascent to cover all fields and specializations, and that will be the basis for the awakening of nations and societies and will be the key with which we open the door to enter into advancement in all fields...
A nation is honored if it honors and exalts its scientists and if its scientists are honorable.
And a nation is humiliated if does not give due honor to its scientists and if they humiliate themselves.

Subsequent Development:ـ
After more than one year from the preparation of the draft of this project, some important developments and clear indications arose that confirm and support our vision on the need of our country to carry out comprehensive and deep reforms, and the alternative to that will be the collapse and fragmentations…. Some of those developments and indications are:-

One:-

Successive issuances of reports, studies and research by local, Arab and international institutions i.e. World Bank, Arabic and international research centers confirming that our country, Yemen, is exposed to collapse and mentioned the reasons and factors of this matter which is not different in its substantiality on what we have quoted in this project of ours on the disorders and their causatives (UNDP report).

Second:-

The declaration of the President on the 27th commemorative celebration of his assumption of power that he will not nominate himself as a candidate in the next presidency election ,to be held in September 2006, for another term .He added that 28 years in power is enough , and promised to support and facilitate the transfer of  power. The reaction on this declaration which was generally, welcomed on different levels local and external; yet there was the feeling of anxiety by some, specially members of the Ruling Party, which confirmed our assessment that the current situations in the country are essentially not stabilized and not straight, thus everything is dependent and linked to the President in person – ONLY. Accordingly, it is essentially and presently every moment in danger of collapse and fragmentation; and the more the situations remain at a standstill the more the level and intensity of this danger increase.

Voices rushing questions on the “alternative” comes as another paradox because they are voices that have often called for the peaceful transfer of authority, and frequently criticized… rather slandered the existing situations and rules! We presume that any perceptive person and observant who has a clear vision must have known that the alternative to the existing situation is one of two folds:

First:


The courses of directions that determine the objectives and visions which clarify the system of state and that of the governing system, and the foundations that stabilizes the system of life politically, socially, economically and culturally with programs and plans for its executions, and the structures for building the state institutions(and components of the state land, people, government and civil society organizations), and the mechanisms of those organizations, laws and regulations that organize and control the relations between the components of the state and others, and to control the cadency of its movement in the direction that leads to its development, growth and achievements of the higher interests of the state, land and man, and the protection of the interests of others… this of the fold is existing and whenever amendments are required they will be effected, and whatever requires changes will be changed and whatever is not available will be made available. We and some others have presented alternatives regarding those causes that cure all the existing and various disorders. It is clear that the main alternative needed are strong, capable and active institutions.
Second:


Pertains to the human alternative and is divided into two parts:-



Part one:

Pertains to members of the institutions of the three authorities, Legislative and Executive (civil and military), and Judiciary, each is governed by its own laws, regulations and byelaws electoral and nominative by any means defined by the laws, regulations and byelaws…. We are not in the process of aiming at the replacement of the members of the state institutions but the aim is the situation or the amendments of the constitution, laws, regulations and its activation in a way that achieve the equal opportunity, and replace the law of power by the power of law.

Part two:

The Higher Sovereign and Executive Authority divided into two commissions:

a. The government: which will be controlled by the constitution through direct stipulation that the absolute or proportional majority party is that who form the government… and in parliamentary system it becomes the Higher Executive Authority.

b. State Presidency: it is apparent that the question disturbing some persons and driving them into confusion is that who will be the individual alternative to the President!!? It is a question resulting from the power habituation, as more than 70% of our people are not familiar with any other President and around 20% where not mature enough during the presidency of other Presidents, and the outstanding were exhausted by the struggles and conflicts that they have been suffering for more than a half of a century…. Also the centralization of decisions and actions in all joints of individual life and society on the presidency institution i.e. –the President– was the most important factor for the arising of the disturbing question which some people may try to wrap it with the qualities that are possesses by the President in that he is brilliant, proficient and experienced.

The actual answer on this question is that our nation throughout it history was fertile for leaderships, and competence…. In the ranks of our nation there are more than an alternative… rather the most important –apart from the individual alternative– is the institutional alternative... although the individuals have important role in its formation…. Therefore, the coming stage – the stage subsequent to President Ali Abdullah Saleh – is the stage of structuring the effective institutions of the state and the political system and to create the constructive system of the state and of the government that responds to the circumstances of our country, and the needs of our people which coincides with the contentions and the changes in our era, and the future requirements. We have to work towards constricting the authorities from singularity, factional and sectarian partiality practices, and to develop the factors of solitary and collective innovation…. In regard to the President’s experience it is an actual fact vast, broad and long, yet it was acquired during circumstances that have changed, or in situations and governing means that would be suitable for those circumstances that have changed, and is not feasible for new different circumstances .He could not move forward to the future or even to retain the means of the past despite his efforts to use that experience to retain those means to cure the contentions of the past and future .Nevertheless , he might change his mind ,under any reasoning, and be nominated for the presidency election . We believe that this should, only, be accepted if there is genuine commitments towards the Comprehensive Reforms and an agreed plan for the implementations of those Reforms which should begin as early as possible prior to September, 2006 Elections, which should be done as a part of the C .Reforms. If he is not intending to be a candidate he should start the preparations for the transferring of power by starting the necessary steps of the C. Reforms in order the Elections to reflect these Reforms and in this case he could continue as important figure to play a role in public life as ex-historical president as the first example for the whole area. 

Otherwise, yes… some confusion may happen, and sometimes accompanies with some pain, that naturally occurs during parturition and movement from narrowness to vastness and from one mechanism to another and from the throwing of responsibility on the President to having each person bear his responsibility and from the point of having no option to having the right of option.

We, if sanctioned and surrendered for that feeling of anxiety it will lead us to the state of failure and move us to theorization… waiting for the collapse and fragmentation... which is a matter we as a vivacious nations should not allow it especially the ranks and elites in all walks of life socially, intellectually and informative who comprehend the contention of the present and the requirement of the future. 

There is no doubt the President is one of those who assimilate the fact that the stage starting from now until the time of the elections, which is constitutionally fixed to be on Sep. 2006 is one of the most important stages in the recent history of Yemen, and is the most and critical stages in its ample history…. Huge assignments and responsibilities are awaiting the President to assist in preparing the country for this anticipated historical move, whether on the level of constitutional and legal amendments that will open the way for political parties and coalitions to select their candidates without any interference, prescription or recommendation by the Parliament or Legislative Councils, or on the level of correction of electoral statements, independence of the media, civil service, neutrality of armed forces and the security system, and allowing expatriates to practice their constitutional rights by participating in the election and provision of joint impartial administration for all stages and procedures of the election campaigns, and other matters that are required by the impartial election process, and the importance of flexibility and safety of this great historical process. There is no doubt that all the powers bear their responsibility for full cooperation with the President in all requirements of the historical achievement and in every matter that exalt the stature of Yemen its safety, land and man.

 It is possible in this pretext to manifest the importance of formation of a national unity government headed by the President for the remaining period that ends in Sep. 2006 to assume the preparations required therein above for this historical move, and carry out the preparations for the presidential, and local election which is supposed to be executed on the same year, where the national unity government headed by the President elect ,for one year after election, to take the steps and procedures necessary to fulfill the comprehensive reforms. Then the country and all established institutions to be run and work according to constitution and lows.
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
